that none could loarn the protection of
the bruat work without being made a
target for their ballets. Some dragged
themselves to the ditch Were hois-
ted over by mean* ofwaist belts buckled
together and let down is them.

“At this lime, when to cross the Usesseemed certain death, two men came to
head quartets and asked permission to
bring m a wounded Federal lying in
their front. The, were roferretS to the
order prohibiting sack reckless espe-
sure, aud the danger of tbs attempt
pointed out. They aaawered that the
man had ebowa the ifasusot tfenetf ofdnuem, and that as Maaons they felt k
Ibeir duty to attempt torelieve 1u atany oast. The Gen. (R. F. Hckeioowld'
not refute his consent, and a( night fallthe two wont upon the field, and though
expound to the greatest danger, soeeeed-
ed in bringing the man safely oC—He proved to be a Lieutenant Ookmal
Udl, shot in the head; he w.arriS
to a private hospital, carefully attendedby maaons and eventually recovorad'

I from his wounds at first considered'
mortal. As Gen. Grant neat in no flan
of trace, but continued hie fire upon thej Confederate ambulance i orpa, hie worm-¦ *f*d ley where thev fell, sad nearly all*
