The President next makes reference |

to the report o.‘ the Secretary of the
Interior, including the operations of the ;
land office, pension office, patent office j
and the Indian -bureau. In regard to

the Indian tribes, the President says
that treaties with various of them have
been concluded, and that he cordially
sanctions the stipulations which provide
for necessary lands for them, where they
may be encouraged to settled habits and
industrial pursuits.

The President next makes reference
to the reports of the Secretaries of War,
Navy and the Postmaster General.

Our foreign relations arc said to be
friendly, except that in regard to Par-,
aguay. the controversy between the
President of that country and Mr.
Washburn has Jed to instructions to

our newly appointed minister to Para-
guay, Mr. McMahon, to proceed to

Asuncion and investigate the whole
matter, and the rear admiral of our

In this
connection the President sajs :

‘•lt cannot be -ong before it will -be-
come necessary for this government to

lend some effective aid to the solution
of the political and social problems '
which are jcontinurlly kept before the ;
world by the two republics of the Island )
of St. Domingo, and which are now

disclosing themselves more distinctly
than heretofore tft the Island of Cuba.
The subject is commended to your con-
sideration with all the more earnestness
because I am satisfied that the time has
arrived when even so direct a proceed
tug as a proposition for an annexation
of the two republics of the Island ot

St. Domingo would not only receive the
consent of the people interested, but
would also give satisfaction to all other
foreign nations.”

With the increased facilities for in-
tercommunication. the President thinks
that our political system can be success-

fully applied, to an area mure extended
than our continent.

Reference is uext made to treaties
with the Hawaiian kingdom, with Her-j
isauy and Bavaria regarding the rights
of naturalized citizens., u-ud to the ini
portaut-questions remaining open be
tween the United States and England
for adjustment. In reference to these
last, the President expresses the hope
that he shall be able to lay before me
Senate during the present session pro-
tocols calculated to bring lh.se coutio
versies to au end.

The President renews the recummcn
dation of his last message in relation

to amending the enustiiution for the

election of President aud VdeePcesi
deut for a single term, and by a direct
vote of the people, &c., aud closes with
