In rav communication, to which you make
such bind greeting, I have but made known
the sentiirenla of the President and the
people of the United States of America,
who take profound interest in the great 1
movement just inaugurated in France, and
will desire most fervently its success and
the happiness and prosperity of the French
people. Existing themselves under aHe ]
publican form of government, they know •
now to appreciate its benefits. With warm
hearts and language they felicitate their 1old allies on the accomplishment ofa pacific |

revolution, free from all stain ofblood and
claiming the sympathy of all lovers of true 1liberty.”

Jules Favre, on tho part of the *
French government, says :

“I consider it a happy augury for the t
French Republic to have obtained her first [
recogniiion from the United State*, who

founded their wise and careful institutions
on independence and civil virtue, and in a
spite of the terrible ordeals w: ich they have j
passed through, conserved with unshaken f
firmness their faith in the great principle of (
liberty, whence i*ue dignityand prosperity.

The French chiefs failed to define the
object clearly or to understand the na
turc of the sea where the fleet was to

operate.
The fleet has no base or port of an

choragc, unless the neutral waters, not
having seized as it might have done,
some of the small undefended islands

!on the coast of Schleswig. The squad
rou can only coat tu the open sea and
with great danger. Want is felt of
suitable vosels lor blockading purposes.
Iron clads arc too alow aud of great
draught, and cruising powers prove most
difficult and perilous.

Admiral Rouet has separated the
squadron into two divisions; first divi-
sion to blockade the shore from the
Prussian frontier to Ragan; second,
under Admiral Diendonne, watches tho
coast from Uugun to North Schleswig.
No impo. uni encounter has been hud
with the Prussian fleet.

The news of M c.Mahon’s and the
Lmpcror s surrender has just been re-
ceived. The latter causes but little
grief, for the members of the fleet are
not Bonaparlists. After such events
the squad rou must remain inactive, but
if the new Government resolves to con-
tinue tho struggle wc will wage a piti-
iess war upon the German coast.

A dispatch fn m Cheyenne, Wyom-
ing, dated ou the Bth, says : The elec-
tion yesterday passed off quietly through-
out the Territory.

Wilmington (Del) Election
The city of Wilmington held her first
election since the proclamation of the
fifteenth amendment, on Tuesday lust,
aud tin result was a signal victory over
the radical and negro vote combined.

Bright, Democrat, was re-elected
President of the Council, by a majority
of 207, an increase of 74 votes over his
former majority. Joseph L. Kilgore
Republican, is elected Treasurer by 2
majority, and Lewis McCall, Democrat,
elected Assessor by 13 majority. The
City Council wilUtaudtcn Republicans.

At the election in duo Francisco, on
1hursduy lust, over 20,000 votes were
polled. The Taxpayers’ ticket was
elected with two exceptions—Austen,
Democrat, being elected Collector and
Rosen fieldt, Democrat, Fire Commis-
sioner. .

Tho republicans elected their Gov-
ernor, in Maine, on Monday last, by
about 6,000 majority. Tho republicans
divided on the State Senator aud Rep-
resentatives to the Legislature, and
consequently tho democrats made gains
iu that body. .

The Spanish Constituent Cortes has
been called (0 meet on tho 25th instant.
The proclamation of tho French Repub-
lic has caused the greatest agitation io
Italy. The Republicans ofMadrid have
sent (heir congratulations tu the new
Government, by telegraph. King Vic-
tor Kmanuel says that he is able to

maintain order everywhere io his do-
minions, and, ifnecessary, io the Papa!
territory also. There lias been no
proclamation 0f a Republic in Italy
as was reported.
