The Prussiun armies, in accordance
with theiralready published programwme,
having reached positious between twen-
ty-five und thirty miles from Paris, have
come to a halt. A correspoudent writ-
ing from Rhcims states that the pus-
pose of Kiug William is to concentrate
his armics re muking a final move-
meut on Puris—to array such a force
that resistance muet be erushed. Fresh
troops from Germany are coming io, in l
cluding reserves, and the whole military |
power of Germany is beiog male avail- |
able in case of necessity. Luis estimated |
that the combined arwies with which
the investment of Paris will begin will
number 400,000 wen, and the concen
tration is now sappos:d to be wearly
complete.

Poritive statewonts are wade by cor-
respondents to the effect that King
William will not reeognize the republic,
hat chat he will treat both for present
peace aud the future relations of Frauee
and Germany with the Emperor only
In this conunection come explanations
from Washiogton showing that our
goveroment has not yec recognized the
French repablie, nor ceased to recog
nize Napoleon as the Emperor of France.
The dispatches sent to the Awerican
ministers seem to have been misunder-
stood in Kurope. The situation is a
peculiar one.

Creey and Meaux are the chief points
mentioned at which the Prussiun ad
in foree had haulted. Scouting parties
have penetrated still farther towards
the eapital, one party reaching Noisy le
Grand, nine miles from the city. Offi-
cial news at Paris states that the Prus
sians attacked Toul, on Saturday, and
were repulsed with a loss of tea thous-
and killed and wounded. Another at-
tack on M dy has been repulsed,
snd Verdun still holds out.

A eavalry skirmish took place mon-
day at Chateao Thierry, in which the
Prussiags were repulsed.
