A CAKBOLL COUNTY DAIRY.
By Thomu J. Betti, of Woodbine, Md.

There are some items not contained in
my former communications, although not

important individually, taken as a whole,
are of great assistance to the dairyman.
The moat important of these is

TEMPKRATirRK.

The time is not far past when it was
the universal opinion that to obtain the
best results in setting milk a uniform

temperature of 55° must be maintained.
Kxperimei ts, conducted some seasons back,
convinced me that in reality there was not

the ton of a button between 38° and 00°,
and it is now so acknowledged by all dai-
rymen, except a few who have patents of
some kind to sell. It it important that
the extremes of 38° and 00° should not

be exceeded, iflower than 38° tho butter
is liable to be bitter and devoid of tex.oro,

if higher than 60° fermentation sets in
before the milk cools and the product is
rancid or musty, and also small in quan-
tity. If a choice is to be had 50° will be
found to give the best satisfaction; in
churning 03° is the proper temperature,
allowing two or three degrees higher in
very cold, and two or three degrees lower
in very warm weather. This must not be
trusted to guess but must be ascertained
by actual test with a thermometer, in fact
no better investment in a small way can
be made than 50 or 60 cents in a ther-
mometer, blank book and lead pencil
String book and pencil together and bang
on a nail with thermometer in a coospic-
ioas place in the dairy. Take the tem-

perature of everything, in or out of the
dairy, noting it down with date and effect
on milk and butter. At tho expiration at
one season a fund of information will be
possessed of greater practical value than
can be obtained from all other aources
combined. A thermometer registering
350° should be purchased or it is liable to
burst when cleaning with hot water.

VENTILATION,

It will be found best to have a stove in
the dairy, this init self will give sufficient
ventilation in cold weather. 'The dairy-
should be so constructed as to have win-
dows opposite, and when the temperature
outside is not lower than 40° they should
be opened, unless a high wind should be
blowing, as it is not considered best to

have a strong current of air directly over
the milk.

UAItKETINO.
Although not pertaining to batter mak-

ing, it is highly important to many farm-
ers. It is not known, that for good, well
printed butter, the market is as uniform
aa for corn or wheat, and that T-tOtbs. of
all the first class print butter is sold on
commission, some of the commission men
handling as high as 1.000 pounds per day.
From what statistics I could gather I find
that the whole amount ofbutter so sold is
from 13 to 18,000 pounds per week the
year round; the must of the commission
men from being long in the business have
m large retail trade as well aa furnishing
the hotels, stesm boats, and, during the
summer season, most of the watering places.
The only objection I have to them is the
long distances they sometimes send the
boxes. I have had mine trequently returned
penciled Cape May, Old Point, Norfolk,
and heard of one instance when an out-
going German steamer was furnished, by
which the box was taken to Europe and
returned. The advantage of sending to '
these parlies is that from the number of
dairya they handle they are not particular ias to quantity, for whilst one dairy is fall
ing off another la gaiuiog, which keeps
their daily receipts even. This is no small
advantage, for with tho greatest care a
dairyman cannot sometimes prevent hav- !
ing several freob cows coming in at one
time, italso enables him to put on more I
cows when feed is plenty, and when feed i
becomes short again reducing his yield
without being faulted. When less than
40 pounds per week is made tho cost of
transportation willb an Item, it costing
about the same for 70 pounds as for less,
the commission charged is 10 per cent.
It would be well for those contemplating
engaging in dairying to consult these
commission men, they can be found every
market day in the Lexington market, bo-;
tween Eutaw and Paca streets, north aide,
under the market, and ore always willing
to give information and permit an exami-
nation of their goods. If one should be :

so fortunate as to live in a neighborhood
where several formers are engaged, or are
willing to engage, in dairying, and the 1
product of 30 or 60 cows could be con itrolled, it would be best to form a co-oper-
ative society sod run their own wagon,
reuliog or purchasing a stall under the •
market. By purnhasing a suitable wagon
and harness and each member furnishing
a team ia his tarn, which would not occurmore than onoc in 6 or 8 weeks, the cost
of commissions would be saved, say *3O per
week, more than sufficient to pay all ex- '
peases, without counting the numerous
other small articles that could be sold at
first class prices. It ia a notorious fact,
that it we farmers could get the prices
consumers have to pay, onr calling wouldbe much mere remunerative. In all pro-
bability it would take six months to es-tablish a trade, but once established, it
could ever after be retained. The produce
not being handled by irresponsible persons
could be placed in the hands of the con-
sumer in tho best possible condition.

Remedy for Chicken CholeraAs the season is approaching when poultry
are tarried off by cholera, I send yon Iho
following tempo which wfllbe found to be 1
effectual:

Flour Sulphur, pulverised Alum, pul-
veriaed Rosin, pnlVorixed Cayenne Pepper
pulverised Cohwiu*, such 3 ounces, mixed
well. Dose, 3 taklsspoonfuls mixed with
C quarts ofseuldcd meal. Fowl them with 1
H morning and night, keeping other feed 1
from them. In severe eases give ono-tbird 1of a teaspoonful of tho powder ia a meal 1
pellet once a day to etch fowl, putting a 1small lamp of alum in their drinking water

This remedy has been tried withmark ed
uncross. Fowls have been eared in the 1
last stages of lire diseaac.— towmmlomi
Journal.

Mr Henry B. Reigle, an experieneed 1
Bee culturist, of Carroll county, says that
early iu the Spring, before the jowurs are
in Moom and before the bees can have ac-
cess to the pollen at iowers. Bee keepers
ought to set chopped rye before their Bees,
ns it will serve them to work with until
they can procure pollen. They will oot

need chopped rye after the flowers begin j
to bloom, for their preference for poltea i
will tiuum then* to neglect tiie rye ako- j
goUter, after flower* begin to bloom.

Uafctle Bailing in Louisiana.

Cattle ruining is almost one of the lost
arts or abandoned occupations in Louis-
iana. Thirty or forty years ago, four-fifths
of the beef consumed in New Orleans and
along the Mwaisaipm as far up as Vicks
burg came from the Louisiana prairies.
To-day, out ouo-tenth of tho beef slaugh-
tered at the abbatoirs ia New Orleans is
raised in Louisiana. The vast increase
and accumulation ofcattle inTexas during
the four years of war, owing to the want

of a market, gave Texas great advantages
in controlling tho beef supply. Tho havoc
made in the herds of Western Louisiana
by the demands of many armies and the
depredations of jayhawkere, greatly de-
pleted the vaoheries and lessened the stock
of breeding cattle. Much lawlessness pre-
vailed in Southwest Louisiana for several
years after the war, and vigilant commit-
tees were organiaed to suppress cattle
thieving in a summary way. The remedy
was as bud as the disorder, and the busi-
ness of stock growing did not prosper until
the present time. The stock raiser of
these prairies have rallied slowly, but from
all accounts they are now, for the first time
in many years, iu a condition to compete
with the Texans. This portion of Louis-
iana is one of the choicest spots on the
American continent, but it is almost iso-
lated, and is us yet but little known to the
great world. It will soon be penetrated
by railroads at several points, when the
rush of immigration will pour into it.
The prairie extends in tho shape of u

triangle from Alexandria, on Hod River, i
as the apex, by one side to the mouth of
the Sabine, and by the other to the mouth
of Techs, with the third side extending
along tho Gulf. The prairie proper con-
tains nearly 3,UUU,IKH) acres, crossed with
numerous wooded streams iu every direc-
tion, while the sca-marsh, which b equally

as good for cattle raising as the high prai-
rie, contains 2,000,000 more acres. This
triangular tract b enclosed on two sides by
the largest and densest forests on the con-
tinent, and is open broadly on the third to

the soft air of the Gulf. Tho climate b
mild in winter, cool in summer, and the
whole region b bolter protected against
cold and violent changes of weatber than
any other region of the Union. It b this
which makes it unapproachable os a cattle
country. Tho orange flourishes farther
up iu thb prairie than in any portion of
the country East of the Rocky Mountains, |
which indicates tho temperature. It b ,
gratifying to know that the stock of cattle
b not only increasing in thb prairie re-
gion, but that nearly every portion of Lou-
biana is filling up with an improved breed
of cattle, graded on the old stock. There
were but few cattle lost by the cold in
Louisiana, but thousands and tens of thou
sands were frozen or died of starvation on
the great plains of the West and all over
Texas. Thb ia greatly in favor of the
Louisiana stock raiser, and b a large score
for the superiority of the climate. The

1 1,500,000 tores of pine flats of Louisiana.
1 which lie near the Gulf, are as good os the

prairie for stock, if the frequent burnings
could be prevented. A large area of such
lands lies iu the Florida parbhoa, and could
be rapidly put into grass and used fur cat-

tle rabing withgreat profit.—JVrir Or/rans
Times.

Manuring Orchards.
There would see m to ho no good reason

why,if we wish to raise good orchard fruits.
. we should not manure our trees. People

often look at trees growing on rocky hill-'sides, and argue therefrom that trees can
grow without manure. They know that
potatoes and other vegetables must have
manure or they will not thrive, but they

/egard trees as a different order of vegeta-
• tion, something that can thrive and flour-

ish where nothing else would. But, in
the case of trees on rocky hill-sides, the
laud b often anything but poor. The

rocks themselves fre<|uently contain valu-
able mineral matter, which, as the rock
decays, b presented in a form that plants
can feed upon. Then whatever vegetation
grows among the rocks remains there to
decay, and even leaves and other foreign
substances that blow into the crevices
formed by the rocks make a valuable plant-
food, on which the tree thrives. Indeed. !
trees in apparently poor, rocky places, arc
really much better off than many trees in
orchards, where they arc in what appear
good land.

In more level land, trees must be!
manured. In many cases, it bas neccs

j sary to the best success that trees have an
j occasional manuring as it is that any other
;crop should have manure. There have
been many discussions us to whether ma-
nure for fruit-trees should be applied
broadcast or ploughed in. For orchard I
trees there is no rule; it depends on cir- I

ic a instance*. If the trees arc on ground
where vegetables are grown, the manure
b, of course, turned in for the benefit of
these crops, and the roots of the fruit-trees

jof sulphur to 1 peck of lime ;) break up
the lime in small bits, then mixing the
sulphur withit in alight vessel < iron best,) \
pour boiling water to slake the lime to a
powder; cover in the vessel close as
soon as the water b poured on ; thb
makes also a roust excellent whitewash
for orchard trace, and is very useful
as a preventive of blight on pear-trees,
to cover wounds in the form of a (taste
when cutting away diseased parts; also
for coating the trees in April. It may
be considered as the one specific for
many noxious insects and mildew in the
orchard and nursery; its materials should

always be ready at hand; it should be
used quite fresh, as it would in time be-
come sulphate of lime, and so lose its
potency. Wherever dusting with lime is
spoken of, thb should be used. Thb
preparation should be sprinkled over
the young plant as soon as, or before, any
trouble from aphides, thripg, or miklew
occurs, early in the morning while the
dew bon the trees. Thb lime and sul-
phur combination b destructive to these
pests in this way: firstly, by giving off
sulphuric acid gas, which is deadly poison
to minute life,both animal and fungoid;
ami the lime destroys by contact tho
same things; besides its presence b nox-
ious to them; neither b il injurious to

common vegetable life, except in ex-
cess." , M rw
