MARYLAND MILITIA UNDER ARMS.

Former Riott on ilu*Hoad.

A strike of the firemen and brakemeu of
the freight trains on the Baltimore ami Ohio
Railroad took place on Monday, to resist a

reduction of wages. It commenced at Balti-
more in the morning, and had extended at
least ns far as Martins burg, West Virginia,
in the evening. Considerable delay occurred
at various points on the road, and at Martins-
hurg there was acomplete stoppage of freight
trains. Passenger trains were not interfered
with.

J hc strike on the Baltimore and Ohio Bail
road continued on Tuesday, and has extended
West to Wheeling, on the main line, and also
along the Parkersburg brunch. A serious
not occurred at Martinshiirg, West Va. Tues-
day morning. Several hundred strikers and
their friend* rushed on a train which was
about to leave the depot and cut the coup-
lingsof the can*. Shut* were then exchanged
between the strikers and a company of militia
on duty there, and two men were severely
wound' d. As the militia sympathized with
the strikers, they were subsequently with-
drawn. and the rioters remained master of
the field at night. A large amo mt offreight
is detained in Martinsburg and other point*
on the road. InBaltimore on Tuesday morn-
ing a freight train was wrecked by the mis
placement of a switch, supposed to be the
work of strikers. _ No passengers trains have
been interfered withyet.

It was thought -that the strikers would give
up on Wednesday and allow those who were
willing to work at the reduced rales to do so,
but not so, and it has assumed formidable
proportion*. The Baltimore papers ofThurs-
day, say The principal scene of the diffi-
cultyand the centre ol interest yesterday was
at Martinsburg, West Virginia, were the strik-
er* were bold, defiant and aggressive. The
reports received at Camden Station, Balti-
more. early in the morning, represented that
quiet reigned at all points along the road.
The control of the road, as far as the freight
trains were concerned, was completely in the
hand* of the strikers, from Baltimore to
Wheeling and Parkersburg, on the Ohio river.
West of the Ohio river there bos been no dif-
ficulty. Freight traffic on the road is entirely
suspended. Passenger trains, however, con-
tinued to run on all parts of the road untno-
levied, the threats made in this connection
nut having been carried out. The Maryland
National Guard, by order of Gov. Carroll,
was placed in readiness for emergencies. The
governor of West Virginia, backed by the
advice of the railroad othcials, under the con-
viction that the State troops were insufficient
to control the strike, called upon the Presi-
dent of the United Stales for federal troops.

I The President promptly complied, and the
troops have gone to the scene of difficulty.
The announcement of this fact caused great
excitement in Baltimore, and the strike and
iu consequence were the engrossing topics
among ail classes of the community. In the
eiiy there was quiet at the railroad stations,
und no further outbreak here is anticipated.
President Hayes issued a proclamation warn
mg the rioters to disperse by noon to day.
Dispatches from Martinsburg indicate that
the itrikers were hourly gathering strength,
und were fullyarmed. There is, consequent-
ly, every prospect of resistance on their part,

and a coutlict that may result in a serious loss
of life.

No freight trains arc running, and all the
business of the company has been blockaded
since Tuesday, except the mail and passenger
trains. Passengers arriving in the city re-

prevent that there was un absence of all ac-
tivityalong nearly tbu whole line of the road.
No jierishahlo freight was taken, and it is
estimated that every hour of the strike costs
the company thousands of dollars. It was
tUied at the Baltitno mand Ohio depot that
numbers of the cattle in stock cars bad juir-
i-hed hv detention at Martinsburg, and some
had to lie turned loose to pasture. Others
wre re-shipped by the Cumberland Valley

and Western Maryland railroads.

were interspersed with bonfires, around which
they sat in nnlioipation of the approach of the
freight train*, hut none were sent out without
an accompaniment ofan armed guard. The
crisis look place about four o’clock on the
afternoon of the first of May. At that hour
Sheriff Pole, of Ilallimorecounty, with a posse
of ihcCamdem station and
were placed m an old passenger car, which be-
ing attached to one of the tonnage trains, was
started for the main stem near Gwynn's falls.
Hero several trains from Mount Clare depot
were drawn up and proceeded along immedi-
ately after the pioneer train. They encoun-
tered no resistance until the deep cut at Jack-
son's bridge. Here a man was seen ahead of
the engine waving his hat for the engineer to
stop, but no heed was paid him, the train
continued on and the man who endeavored to
slop it jumped from the track barely in time
to save himself from being caught beneath
the cow catcher. An onslaught on the train
followed. Pistols, short rifles then in vogue
in this vicinity, and missiles of different kinds
were discharged and hurled at the engineer

and sheriff’s posse, while they in turn fired
some thirty muskets at the rioters, several of
whom were badly wounded. Upon passing
under the bridge rocks were hurled down
upon the cars, crushing them inseveral places.
*1 he train passed on, but the three that fol-
lowed were not so successful. They were
surrounded by the rioters at the bridge, who
jumped upon them, out down the brakes, un-
coupled the cars ana threw the coupling pins
away. They were not further interfered with
and returned to Mount Clare. The proceed-
ings of Friday, May 1, were continued Satur-
day and Sunday along the line of the road
from the city to Ellicott'u Mills. Governor
Ligon had a conference with the officers of
the road, and issued a proclamation “

warning
all persons to keep away from the neighbor-
hood of these disturbances.” At 4 o'clock
Saturday afternoon, by authority of the gov-
ernor, the Baltimore city Guards, Captain
Warner, and the Independent Grays, com-
manded by Captain Brush, were called out.
They were placed together with a number of
the sheriffs posse, in passenger cars in ad-
vance of three burthen trains. To the ex-
treme end ofthe train was the paymaster car
and a small trunk car denominated “Sebasta-
pol. ’' Thus prepared the entire trains moved
offtogether under the command of Colonel
Shull and Captain Bawling. No difficulty
was met with until reaching the deep cut at
Jackson's bridge. Hero, us on the previous
day, rocks were hurled at the cars and revol-
vers fired at their occupants. In passing the j
bridge rocks were burled upon the cars be-
neath the bridge but did no injury. Shota
wore fired by the military on the engines and
by the sheriff s possee at their assailants, but
none of the rioters were injured. After pro-
ceeding about a mile further the train, in pass-
ing through allot her deep cut, was again the
recipient of a sharp fire. The military fired.
One man, named Henry Howser, was killed
and several wounded. Howser was formerly
engaged as fireman on the road and lived
near Mount Clare. On reaching Lee's station
the train was brought to a stand still, from
the fact of the engine and tender of an east
bound burthen and stock train having been !
thrown from the track by a heavy atone I
placed thereon. The track was cleared and j
the train proceeded on to Eliicott City. It j
left the mills at ten o'clock and returned as
fur as the country-seat of Carroll Spence,
Esq., about two miles from the city, where
some one had spiked the track and the engine
ran off, with four or five burthen cars, and
several of the military on the engine were '
slightly hurt. The military returned to the
city on foot and reached Mount Clare at 2 A. '
M. Sunday. No disposition was manifested
to interfere withany of the trains thereafter '
and the ditiiculty was amicably settled.

Another riot occurred at Mount Clare de-
pot on May 20, 1802. An attack was made
on the buildings at Mount Clare depot by a 1
large party of disorderly persons calling them-
selves union men, who beat and wounded
seven unoffending workmen, whom they ac
cased of being secessionists. On the 271 h I
they renewed their attack, and wounded two
other workmen. The police took no notice
of these outrages. —Haitimore Gazette.

connection with our life insurance companies
all over the country, and still each new day
brings some further developments of villain-
ous frauds iu ction. Yesterday's
papers had *'f them, including

These
things are on the increase, and the trouble
under a universal shrinkage seems to be os- I
suming a chronic aspect. Distrust, which ut |
first was confined to business present and in
the future, has now extended to the distrust
of men and of corporations. There is not
only a feeling repugnant to entering upon en-
terprises depending upon the future for de-
velopment and reward, hut confidence is
gradually more and more withdrawn from
what is supposed to be established credit mid
integrity. A suit for $4,tH)0,000 has been
begun against the Universal Life Insurance
Company. This has given rise to the expec-
tation that there are to bfl additional and
more startling developments relative to its
management, and especially concerning the
manner in which that company absorbed the
Guardian Mutual. This suit is understood to
b for the recovery ofthe assets of the Guar
dian Mutual, and is against either the old
directors of the Guardian Mutual or the
directors of the Universal for the amount.

The Charter Oak Life Insurance Company,
another of these crippled concers, is endeav-
oring to delay proceedings for the appoint-
ment of a receiver on the ground that an

effort is making to rescue the company by
placing it in the hands of an entirely new
board of directors. The policy holders,
however, insist upon prompt action, and the
history of life insurance for the past year or
two justifies their want of faith in any delay,
as every day's additional probing but devel-
ops mure corruption and more of baseness,
it is pretty well understood that life insurance
is now, as a business, largely crushed out.
Many companies have gone out of existence
by reinsuring and the running of two or more
companies into one management, and in this
conglomerate shape passing into bankruptcy,
with such developments of lack of personal
integrity as make the heart sick and fullv
warrant the distrust now so universal. Of all
the villainies in business, that which aims to

defraud ami injure dependent women and
children is the worst, and to properly punish
such wrongs os these there should be some
special punishment provided in law, and it
should include as its objects not only those
officers who arc proved delinquent in the man-
agement ofthe affairs of their respective com-
panies, but it should make the enormous
salaries and commissions abstracted from the
assets of the companies a felony.

The taking of thirtyto forty thousand dollars
per annum by any one person for alleged
services to a life insurance company, and
pretend that such sums were earned and
honestly taken, is absurd. There is no hon-
est duty in the life insurance business that
requires any such sums of money in payment.
The taking of such salaries und commissions
has been, m every instance, known to boa
wrong against the policy holders and policy
dependents, and every conscientious man will
condemn it as such. As regards the failure
of the Charter Oak Life Insurance Company,
itseems to take place under the management
ofa Mr. Faber and an associate of his by the
name of Wiggin. Neither of them being
citizens of Hartford, the newspapers there
have fallen upon them with an intensity of
indignation and a rigor of denunciation which
go far to make up for the leniency they have
exhibited heretofore towards financial irregu

larities of the same general character. The
list of that city however does not lay all the
blame upon Faber and Wiggin, but frankly
says “the ruin was wrought by Connecticut
men long implicitly trusted, in the belief that
they were at once skilled financiers and men
ofiategity.” The facts brought out in the
investigation show this to be true. The com-
pany bad been brought to the straits of insol
vency by reckless management long before
the contract was entered into with Faber.
This individual's reputation us a wrecker is
now pretty generally known. The truth is,
the solid men of Hartford and the newpaper
press itself are not without some degree of
responsibility for a condition of public senti
im nt of which financial irregularities ere the
logical fruits. There have been embezzle-
menu and breaches of trust and “robberies
oforphans” and other crimes of a similar
character before. It has been the habitof the
solid men ofthe local press to consider them
in the light of misfortunes rather than crimes.
Punishment for such offences has been ex-
ceedingly rare.

It is slated that Attorney General Devens
will soon order a discontinuance of the suits
growing out of the Ellenton riots, in South
Carolina, last year.

A telegram from San Buenaventura, Cal.,
reports that parties boring for petroleum on
Sulphur Mountain have struck oil of43 grav-
ity ut a depth of 100 feet, the capacity of the
well being 300 barrels daily.

There are twelve thousand houses to let in
Philadelphia, and a real estate dealer pre-
dicts that before cold weather sets in the
number willbe increased to fifteen thousand
in consequence of the doubling up of fami
lies.

Justin Arajo shot and mortally wounded
Manuel Burton, an inoffensive citizen, in
San Juan, Cal., on Thursday. The same
night a body of masked men took Arajo from
the jailand hanged him outside the town.

A convention in the interest ofSouthern
mail facilities will meet at Fortress Monroe
on the 25th instant. It will be attended by '
over 200 delegates from all parts of the
South, and the President and members of the
Cabinet are also expected to be present.

At the horse show at the Alexandria Pal-
ace, London, on June 19, the American horse
Preakness, now owned by the Duke of Ham-
ilton, received the first prize. This victory
of an American bred horse in the show ring
will be highly gratifying to breeders in this
country.

The Stale Department bos no official ad-
vices as yet concerning the reported Spanish
outrage upon the schooner Rising Sun. It
has ordered a thorough investigation of the
matter, however, with a view to obtaining full

reparation should the published statements
bo verified.

The meeting of the Governors, to be held
in Philadelphia next month, promises to be a
success. It is expected that Gov. Carroll
will meet the Southern Governors in Balti-
more and accompany them to Philadelphia.
New York, Capo May, Boston und Lowell
will be visited.

There is much excitement at St. Albans,
Vt., caused by the report that A. J. Samson
is defaulter to a large amount to several estates
for which he executed bonds as executor, etc.
An investigation by those interested will be
made at once. The accused is a minister of
the Congregational church and ex-judge of
probate.

A citizen of Washington, N. Y. lost a cow
recently in n singular manner. In going
down hillshe attempted to pass between two
small trees, that stood within about fifteen
inches of each other, and her hips stuck
between the trees, holding her fast in this po-
sition. She was found dead.

Superintendant Lagrange of the Branch
Mint in San Francisco, stands charged before
the Committee of Investigation, with de-
frauding the Government by the sale of mate-
rial and appropriating the money to his own
use, and raising bills for material, and with
approving and paying snndry accounts for
material which was never delivered at the
Mint.

The colored men of Guthrie, Ky., held a
public meeting on Sunday, and some of thembecoming too boisterous, Town MarshalJohnson arrested two of their number. In-
stigated by a preacher from Tennessee, the
blacks attempted to rescue the prisoners, andin the struggle, the Macfhal was badly beaten,
Deputy Marshal Wilcox was shot in the arm
and a negro was killed.

The house of William Anderson, near
Worthville, Ky., was fired by unknown per-
sons early on Tuesday morning, while the in
mates were asleep. A daughter of Anderson,
sixteen years of age, awoke and went to thedoor, when she was fired upon by the unseenruffians, and so badly wounded, eleven shots
taking effect, that she died at noon. No mo-tive for the crime is known.

The funeral of Hackett, killed in the recent
riot, took place in Montreal on Monday with
Orange honors. Allthe Protestant societies
were represented in the procession, and the
military were out inforce. There were some
slight ‘‘demonstrations,

’’

but nothing seriousoccurred until evening, when a parly of
Orangemen, on their way home, in one of the
suburbs, were attacked by a mob,amlayoung
man was mortally wounded.

Forest fires, caused by long drought, and
fanned by high winds, have raged for several
days near Fort Fairfield, Me. I.arge areas
of timber land have been burned over and
many bridges destroyed. On Tuesday, the
starch factory and dry house of Johnson A

Phttir, and Stewart's.lumber mills, at Presque
Isle, were burned. Houses and barns weredestroyed at Cariboo, New Sweden andLimestone.

During the last two or three months dealersin vanilla beans in New York have been
robbed of that article, SIO,OOO worth being
taken in one instance. On Tuesday last
James K. Hyde, of William street, was rob-
bed of one hundred pounds of bean*, valued
at SI2OO. Monday Charles M. Jobson and
John Shoester were arrested in a hotel intheir room containing SBOO worth of vanillabeans. The accused will be taken to New
York.

The wool clip of the United Slates for 1870was about 200,000.000 pounds; of England,
Ireland and Scotland, about 102,(Mg),000,
mostly combing; of the continent of Europe,
about 860,000,(KN), of Buenos Ayres and liaPleta, about 207,000,000 pounds. These arethe principle wool growing countries of theworld, and produce 1,882,005,000 out of theestimated 1,410,000,000 produced on the en-
tire globe. The selling value ofthe total clip
would probably aggregate $450,000,000. (Jut
of fourteen hundred and nineteen million
pounds of wool (the estimated clip) there
would be fully a loss of 667,000.000 pounds
in scouring,, making the net yield of clean
wool about 862,000,000 pounds.
