OK THE STAKED PLAINS,
United States Soldiers Lost in a Desert—Men Perish-

ing with Thirst keep Themselves Alive on the
Blood of Hones—A Dreadful Blory of Hutfertng—Narrative of a Survivor.

On the 10th of July a company of the
Tenth United States Cavalry, under com-
mand of Captain Nicholas Nolan and Lieut.
Charles L. Cooper, started from Fort Con-
cho, Texas, to make a scout in the direc-
tion ot the “Staked Plains" and to chas-
tise such bands of hostile Indians as might
be encountered. A month ago a report
was published to the effect that the whole
party had been massacred by the Indians.
This report turns out to be false, but the
party encountered an enemy more remorse-
less than the savages—a water famine in
the desert. The New Vork Tribune pub-
lishes a letter written by Lieut. Cooper to

his father, iu Brooklyn, in which be gives
a graphic account ofthe sufferings endured
by himself and the men of his command.
We quote from Lieut. Cooper’s letter;

We left oar supply camp, with forty
men and two officers, on the 10th of July.
The hunters bad twenty-one men all told,
so you can see we had quite a party.
After marching for several days (wo were
from the first experiencing difficulty in
procuring water, on account of the great
drought this year,) we found ourselves ou
the Staked Plains, at a place called Dou-
ble Lake, where a small quantity of alkali
water was obtained. Hero we rested, on
the 2Gth of July, whilst Jose (the guide)
and a few men went further west, to Dry
Lake (seventeen miles,) iu search of water
and signs of Indians. At 11 o’clock P.
M. on the 26th, while we were waitingfor

.Jose, two of his men came back hastily
with the news that though there was no
water there, that forty Indians had passed
that morning at 8.30 o clock, and were
leisurely going in a northwesterly direc-
tion, killinggame as they went, and evi-
dently not suspecting that troops were in
the country. We saddled up hurriedly,
watered the stock, and started for Dry
Lake, from whence, having arrived about
sunset, we immediately started ou the In-
dian trail. This we followed until it was
so dark the guide was unable to see it, and
then made a dry camp (camp without
water for man or beast.) On the 27th, at
daybreak, we took up the trail, and fol-
lowed it without a stop until night, and
again made a “dry camp." During the
day two of the men were sunstruck, and a
sergeant and a few men were left with
them to follow us up as soon as they had
sufficiently recovered. As for myself, I
felt the heat more this day than on any
other during the trip, and owing to the
intense heat and having no water to drink,
at about three o’clock I came near giving
up with sunstroke. In the meantime we
iiad, to use a nautical phrase, “boxed the

compass" in following the trail, and had
wandered all day over a sandy plain, with
sometimes fresh indications of the Indians
having passed recently, and then again
completely at a loss to find which way they
had gone, as the trail scattered in all di-
rections. Toward night the guide gave
the trail up (fecliug assured wc could not

catch them,) and commenced again to look
around for water. He had followed the
trail with so much perseverance and ener-
gy that he had not kept account of his
bearing, and we found, as a consequence,
he. as well as all of us, was lost on the
Staked Plains, without water and no pros-
pects of getting any, as we did not know
which way to go for it, and from our ex-
perience wo knew the greater part of the
country was as “dry as a bone/’

In the meantime our men had been
dropping from their horses with exhaus-
tion, as we had now been nearly two days
without water, and we were retarded great-
ly in endeavoring to keep the men togeth-
er; this, too, at a time when every moment
was precious to us. We made another
dry camp ailer dark, and endeavored to
forget in sleep the sufferings we all endur-
ed; the guide in the meanwhile keeping on
in search of water, followed by eight of j
our men with all the canteens of the com-
mand, so that in case they should happen
to reach water they could fill the canteens, j
and returning to the command, help us. ,
That is the last we saw of the guide and ]
the eight men, until wo got back to the ,
supply camp on the 6th of August. The j
next morning, having had no news of the ,
guide and men, we saddled up and at- j
tempted to follow in the direction we sup- \
posed they had gone, but having nobody j
to guide us, being inan unknown country, ’
we did not better our condition. After j
marching nearly all day in a northeast di- t
rection, Capl. Nolan and I conferred to- ]
gather, and finally concluded to push back (
to Double Lake, the direction of which wc j
did not know, but reckoned it to be about ,
southeast. We marched untilit was very
dark, and then halted to wait for the moon j
tDrise to enable us to proceed. We had
now reduced our little party to eighteen j
men, two officers, and one buffalo hunter, ]
and you can imagine we were all in a bad i
condition. The men were almost com- ]
pletely used up, and the Captain and I
were not much better. Our men haddropped back, one by one, unable to keep '
up with us; their tongues and throats were
swollen, and they were unable even to
swallow their saliva—in fact, they had no
saliva to swallow, that is,if I judge of their
condition from my own. My tongue and
throat were so dry that when I put a few
morsels of brown sugar that I found in my
coat pocket into my mouth I was unable
to dissolve it in order to swallow it. Du-
ring this time, while lying on the ground,
one of ray private horses showed signs of
exhaustion, staggered, and fell; so, in order
to relieve the moo, I had his throat cutand the blood distributed amongst them.The Captain and I drank heartily of the
steaming blood, and though it aided for a
time to relieve our intense suffering, nev-
ertheless iu a abort time we were in a
worse condition than before, for the horseshaving suffered so much from thirst as
well as we, their blood had naturally be-
come diseased, and as we had partaken
freely we were soon attacked with “blind
staggers, ’ with the same symptoms as the
horses. We left our resting place at 11
o clock on the night of July28 ;and marched
utatil 10 o'clock the next morning, when,
owing to the intense heat, our famished
condition on account of want of food and
water (for although we had plenty of ra-
tions with us not one mouthful could we

swallow; I tried to do so by soaking a hard
tack in horse's blood, and masticate it in
that way, but I nearly strangled in the at-
tempt) and the fact that the horses were
giving out one by one, we laid down on
the open prairie and endeavored to obtain
such shelter from the fearful heat os a
woollen blanket thrown over a small mes-
(|uit bush would afford.

This, our fourth day without water, was
dreadful. A picture of the infernal re-
gions, and the rich man begging fur a drop
of water to cool his tongue, could not have
been more fullyportrayed os to his agony
thau it was to us during that eventful day.
Men gasping in death around us; horses
fallen dead to the right and left , the erased
survivors of our men fighting each his

' neighbor for the blood of Uio hones as the
animals' ihruata were cut. Prayers, curses,
and howls ol anguish intermingled came
to one's can from every direction. There
was rain, apparently, in the far-away dis-
tance, yet never a drop for us. Can you
wouder that the minds of the men, under

; the circumstances, gave way, and that, in-
stead of having with as the forty rational
men who left camp with us, our party now

1 consisted of eighteen madmen. As night
came on, I made a brief sort of speech to
the poor fellows, showing them our plan,
which was to drive the horses asfar as we
could, killing them for their blood when
required; and, by travelling by night and
resting by day (thus avoiding the intense
heal,,) endeavor to reach some ofthe streams

to the cast of us—thus, perchance, to find
water, and also run a chance of being
picked up by a possible relief party from
the fort. Home of the men understood
me, and said they would follow. At this
camp, being utterly exhausted, we aban-
doned all our rations and every unnecessa-
ry article, taking our guns and pistols, in
case wc were attacked, and also to enable
us to killbuffaloes for their blood. Every
horse wo had, but two, finally dropped
dead before wo left that camp; and, as
Captain Nolan and myself had lost all our
horses (my second one dropping dead hero,)
we mounted pack mules, and the men fol-
lowed us on foot. Wo left camp at 8
o'clock at night and travelled until about
8 the next morning, when, as we were
marching along, we came across what seem-
ed an old wagon trail. As soon os I saw
it, and had hopefully travelled it a little,
way, it occurred to me where we were,
I at once made the good news known
to all, and such wild hurrahs and
firing of guns you never heard in your life.
The captain and I travelled some five miles
on that blessed trail, and finally reached
Double Lake completely exhausted. Wc
found here six of the men of our company,
whom wo had missed, and immediately
started them out with canteens of water
for their suffering comrades. Our loss on
the trip was four men died from thirst;
also one citixen died; and twenty-three
Government horses and four mules. At
Double Lake we came across Captain Lee,
of our regiment, and eleven Tonkawa In-
dian scouts—-the relief party sent from
Fort Concho in search of us. This, I
suppose, will in a measure account for the
statements in the Kastern papers (since seen
by me) that we were attacked by Indians,
and, being all nearly dead—our horses
quite so—had been massacred. The ex-

reports about us, it seems, were
circulated by some of the men leftbehind,
who managed to reach water first, and, be-
lieving us all dead, came into Concho and
told the stories that have since been going
over the country, and which nearly de-
prived my dear wife, at the Fort, of her
reason.

Brandywine and Paoli.
I

The month of September, 1777, was a
trying one for the friends of American
independence, and especially for the pa-
triots in Philadelphia. On the 2Gth of
the month the British entered and took i
possession of the city. But this calamity <
had been so distinctly foreseen that the 1
public property in arms and ammunition
had been safely removed. In relation to 1
the strategetic importance of the possession
of the city, events illustrated the correct- '
ness of Franklin's remark when the nows I
reached him in Paris: “Instead of '
Howe's taking Philadelphia, Philadelphia I
has taken him." i

A brief review of the situation a hun- 1
deed years ago this month is apropos now '
when celebrations are in order at the big- 1
toric points. Burgoyne in the North and I
Howe in the South were expected to close '
upon the American forces, then concon- <
trated in New Jersey and Philadelphia, i
Burgoyne had boon crippled by defeat at I
Bennington, Vermont, on the the 10th of I
August, and the series of his disasters <
terminated in his surrender to Gates in ’
October. But for the essential failure of >
Howe in his advance from the Chess- ¦
peaks, this victory of the Americans could I
not have been achieved. On the 27th of I
August the British forces disembarked at ¦
Klk Creek, a tributary of tho Chesapeake, >
in Maryland, about fifty miles southwest c
of Philadelphia. Thence they expected, '
by marches through an open and easy Icountry, to reach this city with such ex- f
pedition as to gain the prestige of victory, Iand send reinforcements forward to Bur- r
goyne. But General Washington sent de-
tachments of bis best troops to the North '
to reinforce the American Army there, t
With the less effective moiety he so im- f
pedod Howe’s movements that tho march I
ofabout fifty miles from the ( ’bespeake to ePhiladelphia detained tbs British forces
thirty days, and effectually spoiled the Cplans of the British commanders. It was t
as Franklin said Philadelphia “took" Gen- t
oral Uowe, and was itself a point of little cstrategetic importance. {

Tho leading event of the month was the r
passage of the Brandywine by the British t
forces, at and above Ohadd’s Ford, which
took place on the IXth. This affair is I
known in history as the Battle of Brandy- I
wine. Here Lafayette, who had just <
joined the army was among the wounded; (
and in his honor a frigate, launched dur- 1ing his visit to America (1824-1825,) u 1
named tho Brandywine. Thisfrigate had (
the honor of conveying the nation's guest 1
on his return to France.

The military value of the battle of the
Brandywine consisted chicly in the fact
that it was one event in the series of move-
ments which impeded Howe’s advance on
Philadelphia. The general statement of
the operations of the British is, that while
the main proportions of the Americana
looked to the defence at Chadd’s Ford,
another column of She British army cross-
ed above. General Washington was not
unaware of this movement of the enemy,
and made strenuous efforts to defeat it.
To describe causes of the failure of these
efforts would involve a long and critical
military discussion. It must suffice here

1 to say that the position of the Americans
at Chadd's Ford was defended by General
Wayne, until the imminence of an attack

I in the rear ips ascertained, and then a
i retreat was made n good order. Some

encounters took place between British d-
! tachmeuts and American troops patted to

, cover Wayne's retreat, but darkness ended
the contest, and the American army ra

1 tired to Chester. Marshall, in his lift of
Washington, estimates the American loss

i in killed and wounded at nine hundred;

I other authorities compute the loss at
i about one thousand, including prisoners,¦ of whom, however, there were few.—
i The British loss was about six hundred.But, though the battle in its imme-
i diate features was a defeat to the
, Americans, and was so admitted by Wash-

ington, it was, in its substantial conse-
quences, an event opening the way to

i ultimate success. The dead of that day
merit the highest gratitude of their coun-

i trymen. The British force have been es-timated at eighteen thousand; the Ameri-
cans, nominally fifteen, had equipments
for the effective arming of only about elov-

i on thousand men.
On the 20th of September occurred

i what is popularly known as the “Paoli
Massacre. General Wayne, encamped
in the woods, near Paoli, lost three hun-
dred men in a night attack. The coolnessand intrepidity of the General and his
forces at the time of the attack saved the
detachment from entire destruction. This
incident is one of those which arc the
themes of historical controversy. There
can be no doubt that General Wayne
supposed himself complete^-hidden from

( the British, and that he believed himself
1 thoroughly cognisant of tho enemy's posi-

, tion and movements. Who betrayed him,or whether the discovery of his position
was obtained without treachery, is a point
which investigation bos not yet determined.
Only the facts remain, that the attack
was a surprise, and that the defeat destroy-
ed the lost chance of preventing the
entrance of the British into Philadelphia.
At this distance of time, and with the
century’s record of American progress, wo
can well afford to be lenient in our judg-
ment upon the mistakes of the men whose
courage and sufferings laid the foundation
of the Hepoblic. —Philadelphia Ledger.

Turkish Carpets.

Throe small Koala,
and Gbiordess, within the boundaries of
Greater Phrygia, in Asia Minor, havp
preserved to the present day the carpet
manufacture, one of the few remaining
branches of Turkish industry; and it is
rather an interesting point to note that this
manufacture has not much changed itslocality from time immemorial.

Ousbak, the largest of the three towns

above mentioned, is situated on an elevated
plateau between 2,000 and 3,000 feet
above the level of the sea. It bos s pop-
ulation of over 15,000 inhabitants, of
which only about a third are Christians.
The bouses are built of sundried bricks in
the usual style of modern Turkish towns,

and plastered over inside and out with a
sort of dark clay, which gives the place a
somber appearance perfectly in keeping
with the character of its people. Quaint
old fountains and wells, mosques and
minarets, overhanging latticed balconies,
and dark, narrow, crooked and dirtystreets

characterise the place even more than other
towns nearer the seaboard. Wool ia every
stage of progression, from the moment it
is clipped from the sheep to its final dyed
and spun state, fit for the hands of the
manufacturer, meets the eye in every
direction, and indicates the peculiar occu-
pation of the inhabitants of this busy little
town, which, but for this industry, would
in all probability have shared the decay-
ing tendency of other Anatolian towns.

Almost every household of any import-
ance carries on the carpet manufacture.
The mechanism employed is of the simp-
lest and rudust description. A vertical
frame supports two horizontal rollers aboutfive feet apart. The warp, of any requir-
ed length, consisting of an upper and lower
thread, is wound round the upper roller,
and the ends fastened to the lower one,
from which tho work is commenced by the
women and girls: who kneel or sit cross-
legged in a row before the frame. Each
workwoman has a certain width of work
allotted to her, and proceeds to knot tho
tufts which form the pile in rows, using
different colors to form the pattern. Each
tuft is knotted independently of the others
to an upper and a lower thread of warp.
When a row is thus tied the tuft is passed
with tho hand between the warp, and then
beaten down with a heavy wooden oomb.
The pile is now clipped smooth with a
large pair of shears, and the next row
above the first commenced with. As the
work proceeds upward it is rolled over the
under roller, and a corresponding length
of warp unrolled from the upper one, until
the required length of carpet is made.
The tying of the tnfts and the picking out
of the variously colored wools whieh hang
in balls over the frame, is carried on with
the must surprising rapidity, the pattern
being meanwhile worked from memory,
unless some new design is to be made.
Forty-four rows of pile are thus knotted .
in the course of the day, and for this
amount of labor each workwoman is paid
from six to twelve cents daily. It will
thus be seen that the women are the sole
manufacturers, that no mechanism or in-
struments beyond a frame, shears and
comb are used, and that tho design is
worked from memory. let, with such
limited means at their disposal, these skill-
ful workers contrive to produce the mwt
harmoniously colored, and certainly the
most durable, carpets in the world.

We have only so far spoken of tho
women; the mens’ share of the inlustry is
to collect and dy* the wool for the msnu-
facturers, and manage the sale of the car-
pets whan completed—tasks light enough,
compared to the irksome laboi of the fe- '

males, but quite consistent with the
Oriental notion of man’s superiority over
the less favored sex. The dyes which by
their permanence have given much of the
celebrity to tho Turkey carpet, ate mostly
produced in the neighborhood. Madder
roots for the reds; and yellow berries for
the yellow and orange, are grown in the
surrounding districts, and indigo for the
blue is imported from abroad. The car-
pets and rugs of Ghiordeas and Kouls, the
other two manufacturing towns, are made
on precisely the same principle and in
the same primitivemanner as those of Qua-
hak, but the work is of a finer description,
and the colors livelier and more suitable
to the tastes of American purchasers than
the somewhat dark appearance of the Ous-
hak carpets, which are in almost general
use for dining-roosts in England.
