EXTRAORDINARY LONGEVITY,
Compiled for WTmcmﬁc Advocate
BY J. 8.

Rev. Farner Bormy.—Though old
Father Noah had reached the ripe age of
five hundred before he took unto himself
a wife, very few of his posterity ever at-
tain a siogle hundred. Cle en as a
class are short-lived, and it is said that
there is but a single centenarian among
them. This is the Rev. Henry Boehm, of
the Methodist Episcopal Chureh, whose
centennial was celebrated with eclat
on the 8th of June, 1875, in the York
street Methodist Episcopal Church, in Jer-
sey City. He was born at Lancaster,
Pennsylvania, June 8, 1775, nine years
before the first Methodist church was erec-
ted in America. In his youth the Union
comprised but thirteen States; New York
city extended only to Canal street, which
was a huge ditch, and Brooklyn was an
insignificant village. He well remembeged
when Washington was President, and cast
his first vote for John Adams in 1796.
He was licensed to preach June 6, 1800,
and has consequently belonged to the min-
istry for three-quarters of a century. A
purse of $800 was presented to him. The
aged patriarch pronounced the benedie-
tion, Father Boehm is the oldest minis-
ter in the world, with one exception, Rev.
Dr. James Ingram, of the Free Church of
Scotland, who, at the age of one hundred
