Stay Where You An.

This has always been our advice to far-
mcn and had it been followed, a great
amount of disappointment and sorrow
would have been avoided. As a rule,
people who go away from their old homes
and old friends, where they have always
resided, within reasonable access of the
ready markets ofa large city, where they
receive the cash for everything they sell,
truly go away from their homes, from the
comforts of life and comparative happi-
ness. You may argue that your family is
growing np and the old homestead is too
amall for all, and you desire to keep all
your family together. Ifyou go “West,”
with the money for which yon can sell
your present farm yon can buy five times
as much land, Ac.; bat you forget that
this farm is to be stocked with hones,

cattle, sheep, swine and implements be-
sides, booses and barns arc nearly always
to be built, and that these things take a
pile of money. You cannot raise out
there more wheat or com per acre than
here, which you may have to haul many
miles to a market, and then get about one-
half the prices the same sell for here.

Ifyou own say only seventy acres of
land within fifty miles of Philadelphia,
with railroad facilities, you poaess a mine
ofwealth, by only going in the right way
to work it. There are other things be-
sides wheat and corn and oats to raise.
But you must increase your capital upon
your farm. You must keep more cattle,
make more milk and butter, and as a natu-
ral consequence more manure, which is
the best capital. Instead of pasturing,
you must soil the cattle—that is give them
their green food in the stalls, instead of in
the field. Ifyou raise wheat you most
get from thirty-five to forty bushels to the
acre; if corn, from seventy-five to ninety
bushels per acre; if oats, seventy-five bush-
els—and so on. You mast have a full
supply ofrutabagas and sugar-beets for
your dairy cattle in winter, and carrots for
your horses. Yon must have your acres
of strawberries, raspberries and blackber-
ries to catch the early markets. You must
have your apple-orchards—a young one
always coming on—and your pear orchard
ofthe best standard varieties. Youshould
also raise the most saleable and productive
beaus by the acre. Highly manured and
cultivated, and always ready to take ad-
vantage ofthe markets, a farm ofseventy
acres or leas would be practically a gold
mine, aod would give employment to every
masculine member of the family, however
large, always excepting that of the late
Brigham Young.

Smaller farms must be more devoted to
vegetables and fruits, and will pay at least
equally well, and ought to do so even in
larger proportion. No one who knows
kow to conduct his work skillfully here
and will be industrious and economical,
can fail of becoming really independent.
111-health is the only drawback, but there
is no place more secure from disease than
this State and the greater portion of New
Jersey, Maryland and Delaware. Ifpeo-
ple sicken aod die here, they will sicken
and die anywhere. There is no protection
against contingencies which are unavoida-
ble, even in the “best-regulated families!”

We would therefore say to all who have
allowed the idea to get in their heads that
they could do better somewhere else, that
it is the dictate ofthe commonest wisdom
to combat all present evils rather than to

fly to others of the magnitude of which
they know nothing.— Germantown Tele-
graph.

Farming as a Business.

The reason so many men fail to make
farming a success is because they fail to
make it a business. They at once con-
clude that “farming dosen’t pay,” and
then go to work in such a manner as to

utterly exclude the possibility of its ever
paying. As a rule, the successful mer-

chant follows no other pursuit than that
of trade. The lawyer or physician who
attains prominence in his profession, de-
votes his time and talent to that branch.
The artist who becomes skilled in his call
ing, makes diligent use of bis time, works
for the accomplishment ofa single purpose
—the mystery of his loved art. Not only
does this theory hold true in all other
branches of business but it holds true of
farming. The successful farmer does
nothing for a livelihood but farm. Ifhe
has money, he invests it in away that will
improve bis farm. He informs himself of
his business, and goes to work in an intel-
ligent manner. Upon such farms no fern
or brush stands as high as a man’s bead ;
nor arc fences neglected, stumps allowed
to interfere with plowing, farming imple-
ments left exposed, buildings dilapidated
and stock uncared for, but everything de-
notes thrift and enterprise. It is really
painful to go about the country and ob-
serve the number of neglected farms.
Fern and brush render the dooryard, the

orchard, and the meadow unsightly. The
good wife, in addition to her house-
hold cares, must milk the cows, feed the
pigs, and do the “chores” generally. But
where is the owner? Where and how
does he spend his time ? He is across the
wsy, banging over his neighbor’s fence,
talking politics; or he is in the nearest
store, or blacksmith shop talking gossip.
Perhaps he is inspired with a desire to
make some money, and is out selling some

patent right or washing machine, that
may be useful or not just as it happens.
But while he is earning a few dollars away
from home, it is time for spring planting,
summer harvesting or fall plowing. Thus
the year is past and the sympathizing ones
remark, “He is a clever mao, but somehow
he doesn't know how to get along in the :
world," aod all because he owns a farm,
has a business, and yet fails to attend to it. '

Use for Sawdust.— The London
Field, one of the highest authorities, says
of sawdust: “Ilitter the horse on itto the
depth of nine inches, raking off the damp
and solid surface every morning, and
spreading evenly a little fresh, removing
the whole four or five times a year. Its
advantages appear to be many, of which
I will state a few which give it in my es-
timation, its greatest superiority over
straw. It is much cleaner, and more eas-

ily arranged; and, of course, much cheaper
at first cost, making in the end excellent
manure. It is peculiarly beneficial to the
feet, affording them a cool porou* stuffing,
a substitute for the soil or earth we al- i
ways find in the hoofs of a horse at grass,
and presents the nearest resemblance to

the horse's natural footing—the earth. We
never had a diseased foot since the intro-
duction of sawdust into the stable, some
years since. Horses bedded on sawdust
arc freer from dust and strains than when
oa ordinary litter, simply because sawdust !
is a belter absorbent, and they testify
their approval of it by frequently lying
down for hours in the day. It lias also the
recommendation of being uneatable, an
advantage which all in charge of horses
with the habit of eating their litter will
admit.

THE HEW DOLLAB.
A Description of the New Coin. It* Weight and I

Value—Some Account of Silver a* a Circulating I
Medium.

The cuts of the aiver dollar given below,
which Congress recently ordered to be
coined, are engraved from a design fur-
nished by Mr. George E. Morgan, an Eng-
lish engraver who has been in this country
since 187C, and has been employed at the
Philadelphia Mint. The description ofi
the new coin is taken from the Philadel-
phia North American:

The obverse has a fine head of Liberty,
with the liberty-cap and a wreath of wheal
and cotton leaf, with full flowing hair fall-
ing low on the neck. The inscription over
tho bead, “Liberty,” and the fullness of.
the cap is new. The motto, “E Pluribus
Uaum,” is over the head with thirteen
stars completing the circle. The motto is
pointed off with periods in the centre of
the line. The date appears under the
head. The bead is large, the sprays of
wheat extending into the motto.

On the reverse is a displayed eagle with
tips extending out to (he milling. It is
not the sitting eagle with extending wings
familiar to those who see halves and quar-
ters, but a plumed eagle ready for flight,
a saucy bird. An olive branch is held iu
the right talons and arrows in the left.
There is a semi circular laurel wreath un-
der this; over the head the motto “InGod
we Trust” in German text. Above this
“United States of American,” and below
“One Dollar,” with stars pointing off the
title and the denomination.

Itwill take about ten days to furnish
dies for coining, so that the first silver
dollar will be ready for delivery from the
mint by the 14th, or the 18th at the latest.
There arc only about five tons of silver
now in the mint, but the Secretary of the
Treasury has already purchased several
tons for use in subsidiary coinage, The
last price paid was 81.06 an ounce. This
mint can now coin, as soon as it is ready
to start, a million and a-half a month, the
San Francisco Mint the same and the Car
son Mint about five hundred thousand—a
total of three millions and a-half—and
that, too, without stopping the supply of
subsidiary coinage.

This mint coined in February 31,210 •
double eagles and 20 each of eagles, half
eagles, three dollars, quarter eagles, dol-
lars, of a total value of |424,(>80; 200
trade dollars, 375,000 half dollars, 1,461,-
800 quarter dollars, 200 twenty cent pieces
and 964,200 dimes, of a value of 8649,-
610; 600 five cents pieces, 600 three cent
pieces and 910,800 cent?, worth 89,154;
total, 81,083,394. The silver dollar was
authorized to be coined by act of April 2,
1792; weight, 416 grains; fineness, 892.4.
The weight was changed by the act of
January 18, 1837, to 413) grains, and the
fineness to 900. Tile coinage was dis- j
continued by act of February 12, 1873, *
after 88,045,838 had been coined. Its
coinage was again ordered by act of Feb-
ruary 28, 187K. The mints could now
coin in two months as many silver dol-
lars as were coined in the eighty years
that there was such a coin.
