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Hoop's Muxs Items.—lt is scarcely neces-
sary to inform you of the extensive and fatal
accident which occured at this place on Sat-
urday last, nor do I know how to enlighten
the public after the many canards that have
been sent in all directions. It it to me
passing strange how so many can witness an
event and no two be able to relate the same
thing with any accuracy. Von are acquainted
with the surroundings of this place, bnt for
the benefit of many who are not, I will again
give a description :—About three hundred
yards west of the mills is a short, very short,
curve at a crossing called Lime Kiln ftill; at
the base of this bill is probably one of the
most extensive dams of oar stream, the race
of the dam miming paralled with and border-
ing on the track; then, at this place, stands the
mill,-and on the cast comer is the crossing
by which you reach the cars, the road used is
parallel with the race and about eight feel
lower than the railroad track. Now the
shortness of the curve at the dam at the one
end, and the position of the mill at the other,
renders necessary the greatest caution, not
only by all crossing the track at either end,
but all who may have any connection with the
road. Yoo perceive from my description
that the railroad is completely shut from view,
and in connection with the roar of the dam
and noise ofany vehicle that may be passing,
too much caution cannot be exercised. On
Saturday morning, between five and six
o'clock, the time when a constant succession
of burden trains are passing, a four-horse
wagon, belonging to Mr. Cbas. Hobbs, of
Howard county, attempted to cross the track
at ibis place, and just as (he leaders cleared
the track the tongue horses were struck by
engine 218, William Hilton engineer, and one
of the most reliable of the road, breaking the
tongue and instantly killing the horses. The
wagon contained a musical band from Balti-
more, as follows:—David Emcrich, Henry
Ynncke, Joseph Ferris, and Henry Silver.
They had been performing the dav before at
a picnic given by the Grangers of Howard
county. In an instant seven cars were hurled
over the south embankment, while two were
thrown across the north track; such a wreck
you never saw; the cars were loaded with
wheat, flour, Ac. Fortunately the tender
broke from the train, and still more fortunate
for all concerned, the accident did not occur
to the train that was fallowing, which was a
slock train. Just imagine, it was seven car
loads of stock, every one of which must have
l>een killed. Would we of the neighborhood
not have had a good time? the thermometer
at I*o°. But for the breaking of the tongue
every man must have been killed, as well as
(he two horses in the lead. On one of the
care au unfortunate tramp uamedßAlcxander
Colwell, claiming residence in New Jersey,
(this is the name and residence given your cor-
respondent by the unfortunate himself,) was
stealing a ride. He got on the cars at Mt.
Airy, and after a nine-mile ride was thrown
at least twenty feel and fell into the race; he
would have drowned but for the promptness
ofpersons rescuing him. Upon examination
he was foumPlembly mutilated. Dr. C. C. ;
More head was promptlyon the spot, and with
the assistance of D. A. Higgs, skilfully am
putated the left leg above the knee, but the
internal injuries of the poor creature were so j
great that death shortly came to his relief.

TERRIBLE JTOSN ADOES,

Great Loss of Life and Destruction ofr Dwellings, Barns, etc.

~

, Viuleut local storms prevailed in Counecli-
f cut, New Hampshire andNorthern New York on Friday of last week,

j doing great damage to property, and in one

i '"stal Jce at V\ allmgford. Conn., causing ter-
, nhle loss ofhfe. The storm at Wallingford
f occurred at six o'clock on the “sand nlaww,”

. about a mile north of the railroad station, on

i o
e , \?rk Xew Haven and Hanford

1 Railroad, tor a few minutes there was a

i deluge of nun with terrific thunder and ligbt-
, mug. and then, for about a minute of time,r the wind burst in fury, demolished 40 housesr and about fiftybarns. Twenty persons were

killed outright, and fifty injured. The nuni*
her of deaths has been increased to thirty-
three.

I On Monday the details of the storm were
. published, from which we lake the following:

1 Never did a storm come with more appall-
. ing suddenness. Friday afternoon was one

1 of the loveliest of the season. Light clouds
t sailed across the sky untilthree or four o'clock

in the afternoon, occasionally obscuring thes sun. Then a few black clouds, portending
disaster, appeared over Mount I .amenta-r lion, a high hill lying to the westward of

, the village. Under the fool of this hill spreads
i Lake Windermere, an artificial pond, created

by the Community people by damming the
Quinnipiac river. Wallingford lies between
this hill and another not so high that runs

. parallel to the mountain east of the town.
, Hills surround the pretty village and run

, through it, though its general situation is that
of a town in a valley encircled by hills.

The clouds grew darker toward 5 o'clock,
and by 5:30 o’clock they had become intense-
lyblack. Still, there was no great sense of
impending danger. No one was frightened.

. The utter stillness that precedes many thun-
der-storms settled down in the valley just be-

-1 fore 6 o’clock. All the wind seemed to have
1 died away, but aloft the clouds went tearing

t wildlyalone at such a pace that many observ-
ers took alarm, and hastened through the
streets to seek shelter. Lightning began to
play incessantly across the low-hanging
clouds. With horrible suddenness a change

• took place in the aspect of the heavens.
Under the threatening clouds that spread over
the village like a black curtain other and
blacker clouds were driven. They came up
from the west almost with the swiftness of
thought. Before a dense black mass that
rolled ever the Wallingford community, a
fleecy, misty curtain advanced, hiding the or-
chards and' vineyards as it moved forward.
The lightning flashed in blinding force from
this cloud that was more like smoke than
vapor in its lightness. Incessantly the flash-
es lighted up the surrounding country with
a lurid, purple light, while the thunder rattled
and boomed with interminable and deafening
loudness. It was about 0:15 that a second
mass ofof clouds was noticed approaching on
a different current of wind from the north-
ward, and some say there was also a counter
current setting in from the southward, bring-
ing heavy black clouds that seemed to touch
the tops of the trees. A few drops of rain
fell gently. Men and women burned to the
windows to close them, and home-going la-
borers began to run.

Before a cry could be raised, or prepara-
tions made to escape, a death dealing blast
fell upon the homes of the poor. The heavy
clouds over Windermere Lake seemed sud-
denly to descend, to drop upon the lake, |
and the waters were churned into foam.
With a great whirling and whistling the
winds from opposite quarters seemed to
meet. A great volume of water was lifted
from the lake, and went swirling up and up
into the air. Lightning is not quicker than
was the advance from west to east of this
column of water, and the clouds that seemed
to mingle with it. In a second it started on¦ a forward course. Before it lay the Sand
Plains, on which about fifty poor families,
mostly Irish, have bought lots and establish-
ed their dwellings.

The plains are nearly flat for a distance
west to east of about a third of a mile. Then
the land rises rapidly to the ridge on which
Main street is laid out Corn and tobacco
grew on this hillside, and at the top are pretty
country houses, spacious barns and a country
road lined with elm trees. The Wallingford
Community had a water-wheel on the shore of
Windermere laike. The whirlwind caught it
and it was crumbled as if it had been built of
straw. A few hundred yards from the lake,
to the east of it, was a poor cottage, in which
lived Michael Twohey, his wife Mary, and
their sons Daniel and Michael. Michael was
in the village. With the first puff of wind the
woman attempted to shut the windows. The
boys assisted her. Before they knew what
happened the house was leveled to the earth.
A power that seemed irresistible carried the
building, twisted into fragments, Hying through

• the air. Mrs. Twohey was caught up and
hurled along through branches of trees and
over telegraph wires, beyond the railroad,
across two lanes, a distance ofnearly a quar-
ter of a mile, when she was Hung down tatter-
ed, and gashed, and bloody. The boys were

! blown through windows along with bricks,
and pots and pans. Michael was carried into
the branches of a prostrated apple tree.
Daniel was whirled away on the gale one
hundred and fifty yards, when he was Hang
down so violently as to have bis arm broken,
while his face was a mass of livid blue spots

| and deep scratches.
The wooden houses were carried clear off

, their foundations from a few feet to an eighth
of a mile. In the line of the tornado nothing

r was left standing, and on each side of its track
[ lesser damage was done, chimneys especially

suffering. The Catholic church, (wooden,)
, and the new brick high school were totally

demolished. The top of the brick factory ot
[ the Wallingford Community wascarried away.

Fires were communicated to the ruins in
many cases by lamps and stoves, and but for
the rain the horror of the affair would have
been greatly increased.

There were many incidents. A youth, Mat-
. thew Mooney, was standing on a railroad track

1 when struck by the full force of the tornado.
He was picked up fifty feet away, almost be-
headed. Mrs. Iluldyhad her child in her

i arms: when picked up both were dead and¦ almost scalped. Fred. Littlewood was killed
1 by flying timber as he was coming home

t- from work. Four female relatives of John
Munson were buried in the cellar of the house

j when blown down, and it took a long while
, to get them out. It was reported they were
. kilted, but when found two were injured

i slightly, the other two escaping. Dwelling
; houses were swept out of existence and barns
j lifted clear off the hay contained therein, the
j latter being left standing, and the roofs of
j innumerable houses taken oft". The railroad
j tracks were not disturbed, and trains are run-

-5 i ning as usual.

j off the corn, cut the clover as ifit had been
> | mowed, torn up telegraph poles and tossed
I | them into the air as ifthey had been feathers.

| The wind swirled and gyrated more swiftly,
j and its power seemed to develop as the cy-

; I clone advanced.r | The deadly blast heeded not the pretty gar-
dens, or the little children whose faces were
pressed against the window panes to watch

, the storm, against which they felt so secure.
It. the twinkling of an eye everything was
crushed, and then the fragments of what were
but a moment before houses were carried aloft

1 in the consuming gale, to mingle with masses
of trees, trunks and branches, potato vines,r chairs, clothing, and all manner of things in
the craziest confusion. In one of the houses
lived Mrs. Downes, a middle-aged lady. She
was whirled away six hundred feet, and was
picked up dead and almost naked,

j j The path of the storm makes a plain win-
, row, half a mile in width in its widest part,
t and in that dreadful lane only two or three

houses still cling together at all, and these
, are so badly twisted, lilted and defaced that
, it will be difficult ever to rebuild them.

On Sunday impressive funeral services were
| held for those who lost their lives by the ter-

CI rihle tornado on Friday. Fully ten thousand
people were in attendance.

The tornado did considerable damage to
