In Ilia country it id delightful to hear
the cock*, crow, in tho early morn, at mid
day, or iu (he email hours of the night.
Let their notoa fall on the car when they
may they never atriku ua unpleasantly;
and what a U> it would be if wo were
deprived of the cock's noisy presence and
lordly bearing. Be is a pattern of direct-
ness, and there was never a wore gallant

i defender of a household. No other cook
can enter his domain with impunity. A
neighboring cock may trespass for the mo-
ment, hut he ran gain no Hrm footing till
ho bus vanquished his Cue. The I’crsians,
the Greeks, the Kgypliaus and tho llhu
dians all admired this quality in the cook j
and emulated his [ducky endurance.

They are both ar-
rant cowards, braggarts that love to display
their plumage, but with nothing to hack
their slain) to notice. Hut the cock en-
ter* our pn.sciioc with a firm step—* con-
scious ability to take pare of himself. .
Uc is always ready fur a tight, and comes
out of one melee with an itching desire to

engage in another. His air la lordly. IHo likes to stretch out his neck and take in
at a glance every corner of his domain—to
answer with an approving note the faint-
est cluck of bis mates, and to scratch for
them all as well gs for himself.

It is unjust alike to the hen
and her mate. *he may he exacting and
sometimes ouerulous, but he views her foi-
bles with a lenient oye and is us ready to
do the agreeable to thu most irritable of
dames as to tire most engaging of pullets,
treating her vagaries nut as the ebullition
of a virago, but rather us “the leader
fierceness of the dove." But ho will per-
mit no indiscretion on tho part of his
wives, and if, perchance, one of them
brings off a brood of ducks, he will
turn . deaf car to bur distreM when the
duckling* take to the water, telling her as
plain as words can speak, “a. she has
jsown so must she reap." Kut to those
| that are constant he is tender and sympa-
thetic, responding most heartily when
Dame Psrtlet makes known that she has
increased her store during her brief seclu-
sion.

St. George's Island (whence the name
1 could not ascertain) is situated near the
mainland of St. Mary's county, and issep
anted from that county by the St. George'a
river, which ia about oae mile in width
and four or five in length. To the south
of the Island ia the St. Mary’a river, end

The
if Island it three miles long tod ten miles in
i- circumference. Its inhabitants number

about two hundred, meet of them fisher
mon end oyalennen, though there are quite

V a number who farm, on a small scale, and
y are enabled to raise corn, sola, potatoes,

fruit, Ac. Ithas one church, or chapel I
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sand. It abounds in interesting caves,
beautiful shells and sea-anemones. Itwas
noou as wo reached the shores of Jersey,
the largest and southernmost of the Chan-
nel Islands. Its coast line is like a wall
along the water. Before it rise “muni-
tions of rocks” orer and aro.und which rollthe white breakers. Upon the apex of apyramidal, insulated rock is a lighthouse.
All along the cliffs the waves pour into
gloomy, noisy caverns. Now there is abreak in the rocky sea-wall and the shore
curves iuto a lovely bay with smooth
beaches, waving Gelda, shaded homes and
fruitful gardens. Beyond, we come to
still another and greater bay, with anisland fort, and behind it a little town.

; Near the southern end of this second bay
we pass a very picturesque and ancient

: fortress upon another island-rock, and thenanchor at the harbor of St. ilelicr’s, the
; principal port and town in Jersey.

More than half of the population of the
island live at St. Heller's—that is, aboutthirty thousand. As it is low-tide wo
laud iu small boats. Guernsey has theadvantage of Jersey in that ila harbor al-
!°T baa sufficient depth of water. In
both places, however, the tides, like those
of the Bay of Fundy, are wonderful.mu ui ruuuy, ore woDUeriui.
Capt. Mortimer of the “Guernsey 7' told
me (hat he had seen a rise in the tide of
forty-two feet in six and a half hours. I
believe him, for he is the only captain of uvessel I ever heard ask a blessing at the ta-
ble when the passengers were assembled for
meals. On landing, I drove to Jewell’s
Marine Hotel because it was on the bor-
ders of the town, facing the bay and

i picturesque island fortress, which proved
to ho Elizabeth Castle, built in the reign

I of Queen Elizabeth on the ruins of an old
abbey, and now merely a relic and an or-I nament. Here Charles the Second oncetook refuge for several weeks. Since the
early morn off the shores of Alderney wehad come into another climate or there
had been a very great change of weather.The sky was cloudless and gentle breexess
cooled but not chilled the June midday.

ers. For miles the smooth, hard road
wound through shaded avenues bordered
by old moss-colored walls, festoned with
ferns and draped with ivy. Hero and

Indeed, it was a very silent, Sunday-like
atmosphere,—so much so that when I lis-
tened I could hear nothing but tbo songs of
birds, lint the island does not scent lonely
and deserted, for everywhere ore evidences
of industry and its happiest fruits. Both
men aud wonen are at work in fields and
gardens. From those comes a great sup-
ply of early potatoes and other vegetables
for the Unglbh market. On the steamers
were heaps of empty baskets, and those
very baskets now seem to be in tl.e bauds
of those good people at work in yonder
field. The island is divided into parishes,
named after as many different saints, who
were doubtless equally good as these par-
ishes arc equally pleasant. In each there

costly edifices.

And yet everybody is not happy even
in Jersey with all this milk and honey.

mon justice.”

Here is trouble, for the law of this little
land com|iels every parent to leave his
property in a certain way. Ho cannot
give the house to any other than the eldest

j sou. He cannot, oven during life, give to
a child any more than his legal portion.

| I do not remember any other of the nmn
crons restrictions, but a worthy Jersey man
told me that there were instances of pro-
perties being allowed to greatly deteriorate
in value because the owner* would not
cherish and improve them for the sake of
unwelcome heirs. There ore many other
carious things shout Jersey law which
cannot be recorded here—-as, for instance,
tile statute* and penalties la regard to the
importation of cattle, by wfaieh the abso-lute purity of the bovine family of this
island is secured beyond the possibility of
doubt or error,

I will conclude this narrative at once,
lest the reader should be far more fatigued
than I was with a day’s excursion in the
Clianuel Islands.

If Chicago had not been burned it is
not likely that Mrs. O'Leary's cow would
ever have been celebrated. But it is a
cow (hat has given celebrity to the Chan-
nel Islands, for Alderney cows and Jersey
cattle arc household words in the New
World as in the Old. inasmuch as these
islands among islands are very much what
these cows are among cattle, you may be
sure that they arc worth a visit from the
summer tourist. They lie in the English
Channel, near the western coast of that

rut of France which is now most widely
nown as the vicinity of Cherbourg.

Every midnight a small but powerful
steamer leaves Southampton for Guernsey
and Jersey, the two largest and most im-
portant islands of the group. Three times
a week they can be reached from Wey-
mouth. Travellers on the Continent can
visit them from Granville or St. Malo

; without being more than two or three

Alderney is to be visited by a steamer
from Guernsey. It is about three miles i
and a half long and about a mile inwidth,

: containing about two thousand acres. Its ;
j highest elevation is less than three hun- '

I dred feet, but its perpendicular walls of 1
I rock and its sorrouudiug islands afford

I scenes of much grandeur and beauty, j
Though it has given the most popular
name to the famous cattle, I could not as-
certain that there was any authentic his- j
tory of the Jersey breed, which traced
their origin to this little, northermost
bland. It may be that the facts of the
case are all familiar to nearly every one
who has ever owned a cow.

Twenty miles of sea and two hours
brought us to the second group, of which
Guernsey b the chief and Sark, llermand
Jethou are the smaller neighbors. Wo
•oon enter the little harbor of Guernsey j
known aa St. Peter s Pott Clinging to
the hillside arc the houses, churches, spires
and towers of the town, surmounted and
surrounded by rich foliage and verdAnt
fields. AH this, in form and color, wan so
like Newburgh on the Hudson that 1
could scarcely realise, for a moment, that j
I was a stranger in a strange land. But
the other surroundings of this little bowl
of a harbor are very unlike anything on
our shores. It b enclosed with lofty sea-
walb, built to endure for unknown genera-
tions. By far the most prominent fcoturc
is Castle Cornet, a fortress covering and
crowning an bland of rook which ’m now
connected by a causeway with the main-

i land, forming the southern sido of the
harbor. Thb imposing battlement b no
commonplace, death-dealing, modern im-

; provement, but a perfectly harmless, pictu-
. roaque remnant of the Middle Ages. The

real defease of the Island b Fort George,
which, with its quiet linos and verdant

i summits, gives no outword token of the

1 heavy guns that command the whole niegh-
s borhood of the port aud town. Aa the
I steamer remains here but a half-hour there

, b not. lime enough for au excursion, but

i there are sympathetic fellow-passengers
who belong in the Islands and who seem

i to take pleasure in pointing out all the
objects ol interest that can be seen from

I the steamers deck. We can readily dis-
oern the roof and gable of Victor Hugo’s
“Hautvillc House,’' hbresidence for many

‘ wileh he still owns and
5 visits. The great charm of these Islands¦ b the climate. You may find beautiful
i scenery very near New York, but hero it
• b never very warm in summer and frost
i b almost unknown.
