OLD INNS.
Tito September number of Scribner's

Magazine contains an article by Frank 13.
Mayer, a Baltimore artist and author, on
“Sigoi and Symbols.”

The following extracts in which he
speaks of the General Wayne, the old
Fountain, and other well-known inns in
Baltimore, in the olden time when inns
were called inns, and the English language

j had not become sufficiently Frenchified to
! make hotel a common word, nor the Amer-

ican people sufficiently Frenchified to pre-
! fer a hotel to an inn. To take “mine case |

{ in mine inn,” was then as much of a real- 1
ity as it is now a poetic fiction.

In “Bullimoro-tuwn," at that time
Whcatfield Inn ( now transformed, as oth-
ers have been by false pride, into the name
and dignity of a ‘‘hotel”) presented as a
sign a luxuriantgrowth of ripened grain
invaded by hungry rats; the “Three Tuns"
spoke of unlimited joviality, and the
‘‘General Wayne” exhibited, suspended
from its iron frame, a full length of “Mad
Anthony” in his Continental uniform.
This sign, the last of its kind, still hangs
in mid air, faded out of countenance amid
streets cars and locomotives. Of more
pretentious inns, the resort of people of
quality, there was the “Globe, with its '
elaborate sign-hoard, a golden hemisphere i
hanging from iron work above its wide j
door. The “Indian Queen’ was noted ns
“the best kept house of its day, and hav

, tog **w>*iu4xUtuM for two Kwodrc-d
guests with bells in every room;" thence
rode forth General Jackson in company
with the Indian chief Blackhawk, to sec

i and be seen by the town. The “Seven
Stars sparkled in a blue sky, and the
“Fountain Inn, with its refreshing sign,
was a subtantial caravansary after the style
of the galleried inns of England, but little
modified inplan from “ Vc Tabard inSouth
wurk,” whence Chaucer's friends set out

to Canterbury, or from those inns in whose
court-yards Shakspere's fellow-comedians
acted in Good Queen Bess’s lime, amusing
our forefathers of summer afternoons with i
quaint jokes and comic parts. It was '
built around a court having a refreshing
fountain in the center, access to the bed-
rooms being afforded by shady galleries on
each story. Here Washington tarried on
his way North from Virginia, and here
this little anecdote still clings to its mem-
ory : —After the fatigues of a day passed
in the interchange of official courtesies and
a review of tho troops, the General had
retired to his room to seek a much-needed
repose, when lie was drawn to tho door by
a gentle tap. Opening it he met tho awe-
struck gaze of two little boys.

“What can 1 do for you, my little men?”
said Washington.

“ We want to see Genera) Washington,”
one replied.

I “I am the General,” he said, leading
(hem graciously in; and, while he chatted
with them familiarly, ho observed that oue
wore a cockade in his hat, but not that of
a Federalist. Culling a servant, ho sent
for ribbon, pins, and scissors, and quietly
fashioned a cockade, which he pinned to

the hat of the other boy, saying:
“That, my boy, is tho Federal oockade,

tho cockade of the Union; wear it for roy
sake.”

The boy, who lived to be u distinguish-
ed jurist, always preserved the treasure.

The origin of Odd-fellowship in Amer-
ica la closely connected with a Baltimore
inn. At the “Seven Stars,” on the 2Clh
of April, IBID, tho first American lodge
of Odd fellows was instituted—by the as-
sembly of the required number of five of
the order who had previously been initia-
ted in England—under the name of Wash-
ington Lodge, No. 1. Thomas Wildey,
to whom a monument is erected in Broad-
way, Baltimore, as the father of Odd-
fellowship in America, was elected Noble
Grand.

docks, and much frequented by aailora and
wharf loungers, the organisation grew into
importance, and received the first warrant

j ever granted to a lodge in the United
States from the order in the Mother Coun-

-11 try Here the grand lodges of Maryland
I ¦ and of the United Stales were instituted,

and held their first sessions. Its sign,
| swung from a projecting beam, represented

upon each side two extremely ugly faces
with the legend above them;—“We throe
loggerheads be.” The social character of
the lodge at the “Loggerheads” is describ-
ed by a passer-by, who, oue summer night,
was attracted beneath the open windows
by the sounds of mirth. A large room in
the second story was well lighted and pret-
ty well filled; a noisy commotion was pre-
vailing, but by three vigorous blows of a
mallet orderly silence was produced. All

| at once, a deep toned tenor voice sang
“Old King Cole,” with all the original
variations. Tho vocal imitations of the

four and-twenty fiddlers, fifers and drum-
mers, were loudly given amid thunders of
applause. A soliloquy from“Richard III.,”
in imitation of a great actor of the day,
followed, This was also well received.There was then a hubbub of internal com-
motion which lasted antil stopped by the
loud sounding mallet. A sweet, soft voice
then executed “The Poor Little Sweep."
Entering (ho tavern, the stranger demand-
ed:—“What U the charge to your free-
and-easy?”

was the honorable, and, indeed, the only <
alternative that could secure her happiness I
and life. t

When Lady Caroline was taken by her 1friends from Loudon to Bath, that she
might be separated from her lover, she <
wrote, it is said, the song of “Robin Adair,” '
and set it to a plaintive Irish tunc that she <
had heard him sing. Whether written by
Ijady Caroline or not, the song is simply
exprensive of her feelings at the time, and
as it completely corroborates tbc circum-
stances just related, which were the town

talk of the period, though now little more
than family tradition, there can be no doubt
that they wore the origin of the song, the
words of which, as originally written, arc
the following;

Immediately after his marriage with
Lady Caroline, Adair was appointed In-
spector-General of Military Hospitals and
subsequently, becoming a favorite of
George 111. he was made surgeon general,
king’s sergeant surgeon, and surgeon of
Chelsea Hospital. Very fortunate men
have seldom many friends, but Adair, by
declining u bam tieley that was offered to

him by the king, fur surgical attendance
on the Duke of Gloucester, actually ac-
quired considerable popularity before bis
death, which look place when he wus
nearly four score years of age, in 1790.

In the Gentleman's Magazine of that
year there are verses “On the death of
Robert Adair, Esq., late surgeon-General,
by J. Crane, M. D. who, it is to be hoped,
was a much better physician than a {met.
Lady Caroline Adair's married life was
short, hut happy. She died of consump-
lion after giving birth to three children,
one of them a son. On her dcutli-bed she
requested Adair to wear mourning for her
as long aa he lived; which he scrupulously
did, save on the king’s and queen's birth-
days, when his duty to his sovereign re-
quired him to appear at court infull dross.
If this injunction tespectiog mourning
wore to prevent Adair marrying again, H
had the dcairod effect; he did not marry a
second time, though he had many offers.
—Home Journal.

The umbrella bird is a trulyremarkable

creature, aud from the extraordinary mode
io which its plumage is arranged, never
fails of attracting the attention of the
moat casual spectator. The bird is aua

Live of the islands of South American riv-
er*—being seldom ifever seen on the main
land—from whence it is not unfrcqucntly
brought by collectors, as there is olwaya a
ready sale for its skin, either to aerve as
an ornament in glass cases, or as u speci-
men for a museuu. In dimensions the
umbrella bird equals the common crow of
Kuglaud, aud but for the curious plume
which adorns its head, aud the tuft which
hangs from its breast, might be mistaken :
at a distance for that bird. The general
color of this spieees is a rich shining black,
glazed with varying tints of blue and pur
pie, like the feathers of the magpie's tail.
Very little is known of the habits of the \
bird. Its crest is, perhaps, the most fully |
developed and beautiful of auy bird known. ,
It is composed of long slender feathers, ]
rising from a contractile skin on the top {
of the head.

! The Manufacture of Common Olay Pipes. *

jA New reporter dropped into a low, *
uupaiutod frame building ou the corner
of Ctmpau avenue aud Franklin street, j
and witnessed for the first time in his !
eventful life the operation of making clay
pipes. As the fact ofthe existence of a clay
pipe factory in Detroit has never yet been
published, a few words about (he modus
operand! of pipe making will not bo out

of place.
All the clay used is purchased at Balti-

more and costs from S9O to 100 per car-
load. It arrives at the factory io hard,
dry lumps, and must he thoroughly soaked
io a big tub or tank before it Is ready for
use. The soil clay is then rolled, and
kneaded and mixed together until itforms
a solid mass without any lumps. Six men
sit around a table with a lot of damp clay
within easy reach, tlrasping a lump in
each hand the workman rolls it back and
forth on the table, shaping it with his hand
until it resembles a pipe, and then laying
it one side until a tray full of wet, embryo
pipes lias been accumulated. The tray is
then placed oot doors io the sun to dry,
and after an hour or two Is brought inside
by the same workman, shoved into an iron
mould and pressed into shape witha quick
pull at a lever. The hole through the
pipe is made by hand with a piece of wire,
well greased. Two girls at an adjoining
table receive the pipes at this stage of
their manufacture and scrape off the ridges
and other imperfections left by the mould.
The wet pipes are then taken out of the
shop and placed in large crooks or tubs of
tire clay, called saggers. As fast as the
saggers are filled they are piled one above
another inside a brick kiln, and two or
three times a week.the kilo is tired and
subjected to intense heat for several hours
untilthe pipes are baked thoroughly white.
The stem of each pipe is then coated with
a yelow mixture of shellac, tumeric and
other substances to prevent it from stick-
ing to the lips, and the pipe is ready for •
shipment in boxes partially filled with saw-
dust.

A steady workman can roll and mold
eight gross of pipes a day, and is capable
of making $lO or sl2 per week, if ho at-

tends to his business. The factory has a
capacity of turning out 150 to 180 boxes
per week, each box containing two gross
of pipes. Every four or five weeks a ten

ton car load ofclay is received from Bal-
timore. Almost all clay pipes are stamped
with the letters T. D., being the initials
of Thomas Donnelly, a famous manufact-
urer of clay pipes io Scotland, many years

ago. His fame is still perpetuated by
manufacturers of clay pipes in Europe and
America. —DetioU Newt.

Fiahiug up Logs from the St. Lawrence.
That timber iu considerable quantity

and of eubalaulial value ia daily found
flouting on tbe surface of the river oppo-
site the city, La w> II known, but that large
deposits of timber lie sunken at the bot-
tom of the river at various points adjacent
to Montreal is a fact that will by no meansbe so readily credited Snob, neverthe-
less, is tiie case, and daily the timber is
brought to the surface by gangs of inhabi-
tants and others who sell it to dealers inthe city. The bottom of Longueuil Bay,
near the shore, would appear to be literally
covered with limber, and during the pasttwo months a number of men in canoes,
and provided with chains and grappling
hooks, have been busily engaged in bring-
ing up the logs, floating them ashore,
where they arc hauled away by horsea andpiled for t*aie. The timber oonftiata almost
entirely of white oak and walnut. Uises-
timated that most of it has been in theriver at least from thirty toforty years,
and has termed portions of the numerous
timber rafts that, in transit from the West
to Quebec, have been wrecked or damaged
in or above the Laehinc Rapids, The
length of time it would require even so
dense a wood as white oak to become suf-
ficiently soaked with water as to sink to
the bottom of the river and cause it there
to lie us a stone, warrants the belief that it
has been then; at least during the period
named. Our informant stales that the
limber is in a most perfect stale of preser-
vation, the action of the water or insects
having iu no way impaired its texture oraffected its value. Some of the logs
brought up withiu the last few days at
Ijongucull are 2 feet in diameter and from
30 to 60 in length. They command, when
delivered in Montreal, from 30 to 35 eta.
per foot. Timber-beds of similar charac-
ter are stated to exist at many points along
the river below the city, where logs like
that of Longueuil occur; indeed, it ia dif-ficult to know the number or extent of
layers of valuable resting on tbe bottom
of ibo noble water highway that flows past
our city, and which a short time only may
develop. —Montreal Wttneu.

San Francisco Mint.

1 lie following extract from a private
letter of a party who hua just been shown
through the Sau Francisco Mint will be
read with interest:

“I visited the United States Mint. The
Superintendent took me through the dif-
ferent departments. First to the roomwhere the ore ia received for assay and
bullion for coining; then to tbe furnace
room, where tbe wasting and smelting isdone. The great Corliss engine from the
Centennial Exposition runs tbe machinery
throughout the immense building. Alter
making the “grand tour," I asked if there
were not largo losses in such immense
sums passing through so many hands. He
gave me a small book, and said, “This is
my report for the last year's operations.
We have coined 120,000,000 in silver and
*22,000,000 ia gold, and this immense
sum with only *29 loss.” He explained
how everything is saved, Tbe carpet,
which hod been down five years, was taken
up last spring, cut up into small pieces,and burned in pans. The debris was put
through the same process as the mining
dost, and we got from (he old carpet *2500!I was then shown the collection of coins,
ancient and modern. The owner has been
forty years in making the collection, whichis valued at *IOO,OOO. They are kept in
a mint for safety. Among them is a sil-
ver shekel of King David's time. This is
the oldest coin extant. Another is the
Roman penny, with the twins and their
foster mother, rhe wolf, date 700 B, C.
Ho showed me an American dollar valued
at *I4OO. A half dollar of 1852 would
be worth a small fortune here. There
were but fifty coined that year. Hold and
silver and copper coins, of all nations, of
all rises and ages, arc spread out on four
long tables under glass.
