221. Corporation* owning oruaing any rail
road, steamboat, canal, furnace, colliery or
rolling mil), in thia Stale, may, jointly or
•evrrallr, apply to the Governor to commis
•ion such (wroons a* the raid corporation or
corporations may designate, to act aa police-
men for the protection of the property ofeaid
corporation or corporation*, and for the pre-
ar rvation of (>eace and good order on their re-

apec tire premiaea, railroad train* or steam-
boala.

222. The Governor, upon auch application,
mar, if be thinks it proper wo to do, appoint
•ucn pemona, or so many of them as he mar
dtem proper, to be auch policemen, and nbafl
inane to tach person so appointed, a emumis-
aiuii, and alt alt iranamit auch commiisiion to
•uth clerk's ullice in the Slate, a* may, h such
corporation or corporation*, be requested, and
he may reroke and annul any auch appoint-
ment at hia pleasure.

223. Every policeman ao appointed, shall,
before entering ii|*on the dutiea of hia office,
take and subscribe, before a J-istiew of the
Brace of the county or city Inwhich hia run-miawion may be rrceired, the oath or affirmslion, prescribed by the fourth section of the
brat article of the Constitution, which oath or
affirmation shall be recorded in the clerk's
< ffice of auch county or city, and every such

I’olicriiian ao appointed, after the recording of
the oath or affirmation to be by him taken as
aforesaid, shall poa-on* ai.d exerise. in the
counties and cities in which the railroads,
canal*, collieries, furnaces, rolling mills and
premiaea. of the oorjtoration for which he may
hare been appointed, are r*paclirely aitua-
Ud, ail the authority and powers held andexercised by constables at common law, andunder the statutes of ibis Htate, and also allthe authority and powers conferred, by law,
on policemen in the city of Baltimore.

224. Erery snch policeman shall, when on
duty, ezeept when on detectire d.ity, wear a
metallic shield, with the word “Police,” in-
scribed thereon, and said shield shall ilways
I*worn, in plain view, ezeept when ha is
employed as a detectire.

22**>. The compensation of erery such police-
man shall be paid by the parly or parties
U|*on whose recommendation he was appoint-
eil, and neither the Stale, nor any roiinlr
therein, shall be responsible for any part of

be required, a notice, in writing, to that effect,

of*uch policeman shall hare fleen recorded,
winch notice shall be noted by auch clerk.
Upon the margin ol the record where such
commission and oath or affiamalion are re-
corded, and thereupon the nower of auch
policeman shall cease, and be determined.

REVENUE AND TAXES.

AN ACT
¦ To repeal sub-section one-hundred and thirteen

of section three, of chapter four hundred and
eighty-three, of the acts of eighteen hundred

tended to take effoct in possession after the death
of the grantor, bargainor, devisor, or donor, to
any perajn or persona, bodies, politicor corpor-
ate, in trust or otherwise, other than to or for
the use of (he father, mother, husband, wife,
children, and lineal descendants of the grantor,
bargainor, devisor, donor, or intestate, shall be
subject to a lax of two and a half per centum, ou
every hundred dollars of the clear value of such es-
tates, money or securities, and all executor* and
administrator* shall only be discharged from
liabilities for the amount of such tax, the pay-
ment of which they may be charged with, by
paying the same for the use of this State, as
hereinafter directed; provided, that no estate
which may lc valued at a less sum than fire
hundred dollar*, shall be subject to the lax im-
posed by ibis section.

And be itenacted, That this act shall
lake effect from and immediately after its pas-
sage, and shall apply to all cases of collateral
inheritance tax. heretofore claimed of. but Dot
actually paid by the husband of any decedent.
