To amend and re-enact as amended section one

hundred and fifty-one ofarticle eighty-one of
the Code of Public General Laws, relating to
the method of Taxing the Stock and Property
of Corporations in the State, as the same was
enacted by the art of eighteen hundred and

seventy-eight, chapter one hundred and seventy-
eight.

Section 1. Be it enacted by tbe General As-
sembly of Maryland, That section one hundred
and fifty-one of article eighty-one of tbe Code
of Public General Laws, as the same was enacted
by the act of eighteen hundred and seventy-
eight, chapter one hundred and seventy-eight,
be amended and re-enacted as amended so that
the same shall read as follows :

151. At the time of making the returns of
stockt older* to the County Commissioners and
Appeal Tax Court of Baltimore city, as required
by law, the president, or other proper officer, of
every bank or other incorporated institution
incorporated under the laws of this State, or
doing business therein, and of every joint stork
company doing business in this State, shall fur-
nish to the county commimioners of each county
in which such bank or other incorporated insti-
tution, or joint stock company, shall own or
possess any real property, and to the Appeal Tax
Court of Bal’imore city, if such bank or other
incorporated institution or jointslock company
shall own or possess any real proper!v in said
city, a true statement of such real property,
situated or located in such county or city, and
such real property shall be valued and assessed
by said county commissioners and Appeal Tax
Coart, respectively, to the Haiti bank or incorpo-
rated institution, or joint stock company so
owning tbe same, and said county commissioners
and Appeal Tax Court shall give duplicate cer-
tificates of such valuation and assessment to
such president or other officer, who shall trans-
mit one of such duplicate certificates with bis
return to the State Tax Commissioner; and State,
county, or city taxes, shall be levied upon and
paid by such bank or other incorporated insti-
tution, or by such jointstock company, on such
assessment, in the same manner as tbe same arelevied upon and paid by individual owners of
rsal property in such county or city. The
respective taxable values of the shares'of stock
in such banks, corporations and joint stock com-
panies, shall be ascertained by the State Tax
Commissioner in tbe manner foflowing: he shall
deduct the assessed value of each reel property
belonging to the said respective banks, corpo-
rations, or joint stock companies, from the
aggregate value of all the shares of such respec-
tive banes, corporations or joint stock compa-
nies, and divide tbe residuum by the number of
the shares of the capital stock, or shares of such
respective banks, corporations or joint stockcompanies, and the quotient shall be the taxable
value of such respective shares for Stale pur-
poses, and when the valuation and assessment
of the shares of the capital stock, or shares of
¦neb bonk, corporation or jointstock company
shall have been finally determined or made for
State purposes, tbe Stale Tax Commissioner shall
certify to the county commissioners of each
county where any of such respective stockholders
or shareholders may reside, and to the Appeal
Tax Court of Baltimore city, ifany of said stock-
holders or shareholders reside in said city, the
¦ semesd taxable value of such respective shares
of stock or shores so ascertained as aforesaid,
and tbe taxable value of such respective shares
of stock or shares in sueh banks, corporal ions
or jointstock companies owned by residents of
this Stale snd taxable within this State, shall,
for county and municipal purposes, be valued tothe owners thereof in the county or city in this
State in which sacb owners shall respectively
reside, but tbe taxes assessed upon said respec-
tive taxable values, of such respective share of
stock, or shares, shall be collected from sach
bank, corporation or joint stock company, and
when so paid shall be charged by sach bank,
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corporation or joint stock company to ths ac-

count of such stockholders or shareholders re-

spectively; hut it Is express!v provided that all
railroad'companies worked by steam, incorpo-
rated by, or under the laws of this State, and
doing buaioees in this State, shall respeclively
be subject to an annual State tax of one-half of
one per centum upon their respective groes re-
ceipts within this State, which shall be paid and

collected in tbe manner provided by tbe act of
eighteen hundred and seventy-four, chapter four
hundred and eight; and the real and personal
taxable property belonging to such respective
railroad companies shall be subject to county
and municipal taxation In this State in the
respective counties and cities in which such
property is located; and where such respective
railroad compan es are subject to such gross
receipt tax for State purposes, their shares of
stock and real or personal propetty shall not be
subject to taxation for State purpose*, and where
such real and personal property of such respec-
tive railroad companies is subject to county and
municipal taxation, their respective shares of
stock shall not be subject to county and mani*
cipal taxation.

TRAMPS.

AN ACT
To amend article thirtyof the Code of Public

General Laws of this State, title “Crimes

and Punishments,’ ’by adding thereto certain

additional (actions, under the sub-title of
*‘Tramps. ”

Section 1. Be itenacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland, That article thirty of the
Public General Laws of this State, title “Crimes
and Punishments,” be amended by adding
thereto the following addit onal sections, under
tbe sub-title of “Tramps

Section I. Every person, not insane, who
wanders about in this State sod lodges in mar-

ket-houses, market-places, or in other public
buildings, or in barns, oot-houses, barracks,
sheds, or in the open air, without having any
fixed place of residence, and without having
any lawful occupation in the city, town orcounty in which he may so wander, and without
having any visible means ol support, shall be
deemed to be a tramp and to be guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and shall be subject to imprisonment
in the Maryland House of Correction for a
period not lest than two months nor more than
one year.

Sac. 2. The respective justices of tbe peace
in the respective counties of this Stale shell
have concurrent jurisdiction with tbe Circuit
Courts for their respective counties, and the jus-
tices of the peace selected to sit at the respective
station booses in the City of Baltimore shall
have concurrent jurisdiction with the CriminalCourt of Baltimore id the cases of persons ar-rested as tramps, and such respective justices
shall proceed to hear and determine such caseswhen the parties arrested as tramps are brought
before them respectively, and to at quit such
persons or to sentence them for such offence if
convicted, unless such respective persons socharged, when so brought before them respect-
ively, and before they are respectively tried asaforesaid, shall pray a jurytrial. Ifany person
charged with being a tramp, brought before ajustice of the peace selected to sit at a station
house in the city of Baltimore, shall pray a jury
trial as aforemid, itshall lie the duty of the said
justice of the pence to commit such person for
trial, or to hold him to bail to appear before the
Criminal Court of Baltimore on the next suc-ceeding Saturday of the session of tbe said court,and to return the commitment or recognisance
ia such case to tbe clerk of the said court on or
before the day next preceding the next Saturday
session of said court, and if any person charged
with being a tramp brought before a justice ofthe peace for any county in this State shall pray
a jury trial as aforesaid, it shall be tbe duty ofthe said justice of the peace to commit such per-
son for trial or to bold him to bail to appear for
trial before the circuit court for the county in
which such person was arrested at the pending
term of said circuit court, if it be then in ses-
sion, or at the next term thereof if it oe notthen in session. Such respective justices of the
peace shall endorse upon tbe commitment or
recognixanc* of any such person so praying njury trim! the namra and places of residence of
the witnesses on behalf of the prosecution, and
shall cause sorb respective witnesses to enter
into recognizance *or their respective appearance
against sacb person in the court into which such
commitment or recognisance for the appearance
of the party charged to returned at ths timeprescribed for the appearance of tbe person socharged in such conn.

AN ACT

The respective 1
Clrcuii Courts f.*r the respective counties of this
State, snd the respective Judges thereof, out of
Court; the Superior Court of Baltimore city,
IBe Court of Common Pleas in said city, the Cir-

Courts, out of Court, and ibe Judge of the Court
of Appeals from the City of Baltimore, shall

STATE OP MARYLAND AND THE

NORTHERN CENTRAL RAIL-

To adjust and settle finally, by agreement, all

pending controversies between the State of
Maryland and the Northern Central Railway
Company, by subjecting the franchise* and

property of said company within this State to
taxation for State pur(>oses to a certain ex-

tent, and by providing fur the payment of a

certain indebtedness claimed by the Stale of

I Maryland to exist on the part of said North- |
ern Central Railway Company to said Slate of

Maryland, being an act supplementary to the

act of eighteen hundred and fifty-four, chapter
two hundred and fifty, entitled an act to au-
thorize the consolidation of the Baltimore and
Susquehanna Railroad Compmy with the York
and Maryland Line Railroad Company, the

York and Cumberland Railroad Company, and
the Susquehanna Railroad Company by the

name of the Northern Central Railway Com-

pany.

Whereas, a controversy has arisen and ex-
ists between the State of Maryland and the
Northern Central Railway Company in reference
to the rights of the State of Maryland to sub-
ject to taxation the franchises and property of
the Northern Central Railway Company, the said
company claiming exemption of the same from
taxation upou the grounds that among the terms
and conditions of the union and consolidation
of the several companies by which said Northern
Central Railway Company was formed is one,
that the latter should have all the right*, privi-
lege* and immunities of each of said companies,
which said terms were entered into under the
authority given by the Act of Maryland of eigh-
teen hundred and fifty-four, chapter two hun-
dred and fifty, which moreover declared that
said Northern Central Railway Company should
have all the power* and privileges expressed in
the charter granted by the Slate of Maryland to
the Baltimore and Susquehmna Railroad Com-
pany, among which privileges was immunity
from taxation.

And whereas, the State of Maryland having,
by the act of eighteen hundred and teveutj-two,
chapter two hundred and thirty-four, and the
act of eighteen and seventy-four, chapter four
hundred and eight, tm|>osed an annual lax of j
one-halfof one per centum on the gross receipts
of all railroad companies worked by steam, in- j
orporn ted by or under the authority of said j

Stale of Maryland, and claiming that under Mid
acts the gross receipts of said Northern Central !
Railway Company are liable to said tax, have i
instituted suits to recover the same.

And whereas the property of said company
has been also assessed os liable to taxation for
county and municipal purposes.

And whereas, the said company has the light
to have the question at issue between itand the
Slate of Maryland carried to tbe Supreme Courtof tbe United States to be there decided.

And whereas, it has ben represented to this
General Assembly that what would be the ulti-
mate decision of said question is a matter of
great doubt, and it is deemed to be moreover
just and proper that an equitable settlement
should be made of the matters so in controversy, j
and it having been represented to this General
Assembly that the said Northern Central Rail-
way Company, for the purpose of making such
settlemet, is willing to pay a tax ofone-half of
one per centum on the gro*s receipts within this |
State, upon the terms and conditions hereinafter
set fortii; now, therefore—

Section 1. Be itenacted by the General As-
sembly ofMaryland, That tbe Northern Central
Railway Company ehall have and posses* all the
powers, rights, privileges and immunities, and
be subject to all the duties and obligati*n* which
are expressed in the Act of Assembly of Mary-
land of eighteen hundred and twenty-seven,
chapter seventy-two, entitled an act to iocorpo- !
