The Strength of a Snake.

Boms Famous Paata of Strength.

Among tbs Greeks the successful ath-
lete was crovnod w'th laurels aod load d
down withwealth and honors. When Kg-
euetus, in the ninety-second Olympiad,
triumphant ingames, entered Agrigontum,
bis native hone, bn was attended by so
escort ofthree hundred chariot*,each drawn
by two while horses, and followed by the
populace, cheering aod waving banners.—
Milo six times won the palm at both the
Olympic and Pythian games. He is said
to have run a mile witha foar-year old ox
upon hia shoulders, and afterward killed
the animal with one blow of his fiat, and
ate the entire carcase io one day! Ho great
was his muscular power that he would bind
a cord round hia bead and break it by the
swelling and pressuru of the veins. An
ordinary meal for Milo was twenty pounds
of meat, as much bread, aod fifteen pints
of wine.

Polydamus, of Tiiessalia, was of cotoaael
height aod prodigious strength, and, it is
said, alone and without weapons, killadan
enormous aod enraged iioo. One day, it
is recorded, be aeixed a bull by its hind
feet, and the animal escaped only by leav-
ing the hoof in the grasp of the athlete.

The Roman Kmpernr Maximum* was up-
ward of eight feet io height, and like Milo
of Crotooa, could squeeze to powder the
hardest atone with hi* fingers aod break
the leg of a horse by a kick. His wife's
bracelet served himas a ring, and hia every
day repast was sixty pounds of meat and
an amphora of wine.

While a prisoner io Germany, Richard
I. accepted an invitation ton boxing match
with the son of bis jailor. He received
the first blow, which made him stagger,
but, recovering, witha blow of his fist he
killed his antagonist on the spot. Topham,
also an Englishman, born in 1710, was
possessed of astonishing strength. His
armpits, hollow In tbo case of ordinary
men, were with him full of muscles and
tendons. He would take a bar of iron,
with its two ends held io bis hands, place
the middle of the bar behind bis neck, and
then bend the extremeties by main force
until they met together, and bend back the
iron straight again. One night, seeing a
watchman asleep in bis box, be carried both
the man and bis shell to a great distance,
and put them on the wall of*churchyard.
Owing to domestic troubles, be committed
suicide io the prime of life.

The famous Heandsrbcrg, King of Al-
bania, who was born in 1414, was a man
of great stature, and hia feats of sword ex-
ercise bare never been equalled. On one
occasion, with n scimitar, he struck his
antagonist such a blow that its force cleav-
ed him to the waist. He is said to have
cloven in two men who were clad in armot
from head to foot. On one occasion the
brother and nephew of a certain Ballaban
who had been convicted of cruellies toward
tha Albanians, were brought to him bound
together. Transported with rage, he cul

them in two with one stroke of his weapon
Maurice, Count of Haxeoy, the hero o

Fontenoy, inherited the physical vigor o
his father, and was especially noted for th
surprising muscular power, or “grip," o
his hands. On one occasion, needing
corkscrew, he twisted a long iron nail room
into the required shape with his finget
and opened a half a dosen bottles of win
with it. Another time, when stopping i
a blacksmith shop to have his horse shot
be picked up a number of new horse shoei

and with hia hands snapped them in tw
as readily as ifmade of glam, much to th
disgust of the smith.

The elephant driver said itwas nothing
for a snake (boa) to swallow a deer, and
then entertained me with the following:

A herd of wild elephants was roaming
through the country once, and after stay-
ing some lime at a salt spring began to
pass on. One. however, a very large ani-
mal. stayed a little behind, being, io fact,
the last to leave the spring. As be was
hastening to join the others, a snake (who
had been watching in an adjacent tree,)
threw its body out as the elephant passed
by, and, keeping hold of the trunk of the
tree with its extremity, caught bold of the
elephant s hind leg. The monster stopped
and turned round to see what was the
mutter; by this time (he snake got a better
hold, and wound itself round the elephant's
body. Then commenced the tug of war.
The elephant saw what was the matter

and commenced to pull. But it could not

disconnect the snake from the tree. Neith-
er gave way, and the nulling continued
with fearful visor until a creaking was
heard. Suddenly the great tree around
which tho snake bad fixed its bold was
seen to sway, and gradually its lateral roots
began to appear above the earth, the trunk
to totter, and finally the topmoel branches
crashed to the ground. But the most mar-
velous part was that the trunk, having
wide-spreading branches which rested on
the ground, was raised a great distance
fmm the earth. The snake, which still
maintained its hold both on it and the el-
ephant, was hoisted up with tho trunk and
took the elephant with it. Next day a
party of villagers out for firewood, when a
short distance from tho tree, saw the novel
sight of an elephant suspended (apparent-
ly) in mid air. Upon closer inspection
they fouud a snake was the connection
with tho tree, and one mao got through
the branches on to the trunk, cut through
the snake, which immediately fell to the
ground with the elephant and was crushed
by the full.

Snakes do not get oa at all whara pigs
arc kept. In fact, tbe former are almost
strangers in the presence of the latter.—
Pigs arc sometimes bitten, but do not seem
to die. They bile stand cat snakes with-
out ado upon coming across them. Wheth-
er the sluggish circulation of a swine's
blood prevents the poison from taking
visible effect, or whether the thick
coating of fat which generally finds place
upon the frame of a pig prevents the snake
poison from reaching the blood veseels, 1
do not know. At all events, pigs attack
snakes with impunity.

An old-fashioned weather indicator in
England was a bunch of scawaed hung
upon the walls of a bouse to tell whether
fair or wet weather would bo the order of
the day. I have seen snake skint answer
(he same purpose, being stiff and dry when
the sun was out, tod gradually becoming
limp upon a storm approaching.

Snakes lay their eggs inclusters of seven
or eight, loose I nave seen have been
rather smaller than the pigeon's eggs, and
stuck together as though they had run one
into another. I have beard of Sonthalis
eating them, but cannot say whether (hit

ao. I should think it highly probable.

The Feather* of a Bird.

Of a feather s iighUicsn we me; form
oroc idea when we find that the largest
iu'ill of a gulden eagle weigh* only sixty-
ive grain*, and that aaren each quill* do
lotweigh more than a copper penny-piece;
bat the feather* of a common fowl, which
reigha thirtyseven ounce*, weigh only
hree ounces ; and that the entire plumage
if an owl weighs only one ounce and a half.
Meant as they are, some for covering and
tome fur strength, we shall find them, on
ntasainatiun, very diflercnlly put together.
The light downy port, when examined
through a microscope, will be found to

hear little resemblance to the flat part or
blade of the quill. Ifitwere not so, a bird
Mould scarcely be able to fly at all; fur
when the flat of the wing was pressed down
the eir would pans through it,and yield
no resistance. The fibres of the down)
pert, we sec, hero little connection will
esch other; they have short end loom sidi
shoots, just sufficient to uast them logelhei
when pressed close to the shin; where*
the side shoots of the quill-fcathcr book ~
and grapple with one another, so ns to make ! ,
one firm and nnlted surface.

•Hut others there are, much stronger and
st iffer than the wingquill feathers; ns t hose,
fur instance, forming the tails of the wood-
pecker tribe. And lha reason would be
evident to soy person who watched a wood-
pecker on the sum of• tree feeding. Its
food consist* of grabs, usually concealed
in the wood. In order to get them, he
must therefore remain fixed on tho hark,
and make a bole with his beak, a tedious,
ifnot impracticable operation, were it not
for the wirystiffness of the tall feathers,
which press against a tree and aot like an
additional limb. The tail, however, lias
another use, applicable more or ieae to all
birds, it is to tl am what a rudder is to a
boat, and in many cases acts like a third
wing.

A BiaSiwt.su Machine. —The larges
sewing machine in the World has laid
been finished. It is of the Singer type.—
The machine weighs over four tons, aud i
in some respects of new design, unitin'
much simplicityof construction with grea
strength of parts. It is adapted for gen
ersl manufacturing purposes of the he* vie
sort, although specially made for Mitakiii)
cotton belting, an article which ie just out
taking the market as a cheap aod service
able institution for gearing and the ordi
nary leather belting. The material used
is of great strength sod toughness, sod i*
sowed together in piles or layers up to an
inch in thickness. The belting in being
sewed together Is passed through heavy
feud rollers some nine inches in diameter
and more than eight feet in length, getting
stretched aod pressed in the process.—

My reason for saying that Mr. O’s meth-
od may not be practicable here ia on ac-
count of the popular impression io ibis
community that corn ia likely to burn
when planted too tbiok. If raeh ia tho
case, may itnot bo attributable to the nun-
ner of cultivation, especially in regard to

ploughing. Any one who may have
traveled this summer over the Western
Maryland rail road cannot fail to have been
struck with the fine fields of corn, green
as a leek from root to tassel, on either
side of the way, standing never more than
three feet apart each way, and generally
modi nearer in the row, probably seldom
over 20 inches. To my eye there was no
appearance of the ground having been
touched by the plough since itwas flushed.
The land is quite uniformly stiff elay, red
or yellow,and the plants gave no indioa-

i tion of firing, whether standing on the
hill sides or upon the more fertile and
muiat bottom lands.

Why Dry Oooda Don't Wear Wall.
"Why is it," aaka a newspaper norms -

pandent, “that nearly aU dry goods are of
an inferior quality to those sold to oar
grandmothers? The reason Is, there is
such s great demand for cheap things.
Cotton good*, which ased to be woven
twenty threads to the inch, are now woven
only ten threads to the inch. Thisapplics
to silks and mixed fabrics. To undersell
each other is the aim of the manufacturers,
few oaring to maintain their reputation for
superior quality at the expense of dimin-
ishing the quantity of their salee.

“Woolen goods, such as cloths and car-
pets, are half worn out before yon got them,
for they ere so mixed with shoddy, that
the only new eellon or wool in them is
barely sufficient to lengthen the thread
for woaving.

“To make shoddy they buy old clothclothes, old woolen garments and tailors'
trimmings. These arc pot into a picker,
or cylinder, filled with teeth, which in re
valving tears them into shreds. Mixed
with a little wool or cotton, this is spun
into yarn, dyed and woven into new cloth
or carpet, tfearly aU dark carpels are
made of shoddy. In tight colored carpets
shoddy cancel be used, fhr which meson
these are the best to wear, Printing cloths
or calicoes are so filled wilh starch and
dressing that before washing they present
a beautiful, soft appearance. When once
washed, however, tbit oomes out, and they
show what they are.

“Fashion it responsible fur thin deteri-
oration in manufactured fabrics. Lediee
get tired of wearing the same goods so
long, and, therefore, prefer to bay cheap

and often, rather than to boy dear sod
seldom. To meet this demand menu fee-
turera make inferior goods, and some man -
ufacturers eren ask higher prices for in-
ferior articles. 1'

American Dints Making.

The drat glass factory in America waa
erected in 1009 near Jamestown, Tt., end
the second followed in the same colony
twelve yean later, la 1639 some acres
of ground were granted to giaas-men in
Salem, Mass., probably the first year of
the industry which was prosecuted there
for many years. The first glass factory iu
Pennsylvania was built neer Philadelphia

.1,644,440 boxes. The total value of the
product is neatly 145,759,000.
