Tlie Elections in (VIrginin Show that

Mnlione lias I-ost His Power.

The result of the local elections in Virginia j
on Thursday ot last week was disastrous to |
the hopes ofSenator Mahone and his leaders.
In some of the Southside counties the result

was simply astounding because of the unex-
pected political revolution. In Prince George j
county, which gave the Coalitionists a major- ,
ity ofabout S(X) at the last election, the Dem- | .
ocrats carried tlie day by 142 majority. In j
Southampton county, one of the strongholds ,
of “Mahoueism,” the Democrats elect their !
entire ticket by over 500 majority, and Nanso-
moud county rolls up a Democratic majority
ofnearly 900. In all of the counties carried by
the Coalitionists their majorities are greatly

reduced. The result in the tide-water conn- ;

ties was equally decisive against Mahone.
In Norfolk county, which has heretofore gone j
overwhelmingly for Mahone. the boss sns- j
tained an overwhelming defeat, despite the
use of the navy-yard influence. In this coun-

tv, Darker, Democrat, for Commonwealth's
Attorney, defeats Stewart, Readjuster, one of

Mahone’s most trusted lieutenants, by 900

Riot at Belleville, Illinois.

The strike of the Illinois miners, which
culminated on Monday in rioting and blood-
shed, has been in progress tor fullytwo weeks.
A remarkable feature of its later stages was the

active part which the wives and daughters of
the miners took in preventing tin? new men

from working the mines. These amazons, :
numbering fully 300, marching in battle array
and supported' by about 150 miners, took
possession of the mines Sunday and work
was entirely suspended throughout the dis-
trict. The militia which Governor Hamilton
had ordered out on Thursday, consisting of
companies from Taylorville, Edwardsville and
Verden, had been concentrated at East St. j
Louis so as to be in readiness to

proceed to any point threatened. They were

placed under command of Colonel Barkley,
ofSpringfield, who received instructions from
the Governor to take his orders from the ;
sheriff of the county in which the troops were

stationed. On Monday morning Col. Barkley
was notified that the mob had taken possession j
of the mines around Belleville and that the ;
civil authorities were powerless.

He immediately started with his three
companies on board a train, and arrived at

Belleville late in the afternoon, where he
learned that the mob had taken posession of
mine No. 1 at Reinices, a small station on

the Louisville and Nashville Railway, in St.
Clair county, about 31 miles west of Belleville.
The militia"then started for that point, reach- |
ing it about 5.80 p. n>. Fro)!) the car win-
dows they saw a mob of 500 strikers aqd
about 100 frantic women in possession ot the
mine. The women had just come from i
Rose Hill, and, wild with rage, were very
much more demonstrative than the men.
