Green Food for Cattle.

On the 24th of January last the Ensilage
Congress met in the city of New York.
Over two hundred farmers were present,
representing nearly every State east of the
Mississippi. •

Prof. Miles, of Amherst College, deliver-
ed an interesting address on the subject of
ensilage and the best methods of preserv-
ing green fodder. He thought it should
be placed in the silos slowly, thus allowing
it to become heated. This is contrary to
the usual custom and occasioned much
debate.

Ensilage has been tested in this country
lor five years. The object of the annual
meetings is to compare experience and re-
sults. As an art, ensilage is yet in its in-
fancy. It was practiced first inFrance, in
1873, on a large scale, and was adopted in
America in 1878. The system has enemies
who insist that the preserved grass or corn
spoils the milk, and that, being the first
stage of fermentation, it must eventually
undermine the health of cattle.

At this Congress both sides of the ques-
tion were presented. Edward Gridley, of
Wassaic, N. Y., gave an account of the
difficulty the Wassaic farmers had with a
New York condensed milk company which
had its factory near Wassaic. Milk was
furnished to this factory by farmers from
a great distance around it. In 1880 three
farmers experimented with silos. Milk in-
creased in quantity, and milk inspectors
at the factory tried in vain to detect some-
thing wrong in it. They pronounced the
milk good. In 1881 eight additional silos
were made, and in 1881 and 1882 a great

in a territory of similar extent. In Fetr-' -
ruary, 1883, the milk was refused at the
factory. The farmers were told that some

milk which came from cows fed on ensilage
had been condensed by itself, and it was

found that the milk would not remain fit
for consumption as long a time as other
milk. It was asserted, too, that New York
consumers complained that they could taste
something bad inthe milk. The President
ofthe milk company offered to furnish the
usual food for cows if farmers would not

fill their silos last summer, and refused to

make contracts with them from October 1,
1883, to March 31, 1884, if the farmers

filled their silos.
Corn had been planted when this propo-

sition came from the condensed milk com-

pany, and the farmers permitted the ques-
tion to remain open until the time came

for them to decide whether to fill their
silos. When that time arrived seven silos
were filled and eight were allowed to re-

main empty. The speaker was one who
refused to yield to the condensed milk com-

pany. He had bought thirty steers and ;
was fattening them for market. Dr. Tan-
ner. Mr. Chaffee, and others had done the |
same. Mr. Gridley thought it a question
which was the way to make most money, |
but he thought it was by selling milk, |
However, he was not so certain of that j
when he found that two old oxen gained two

and one-third pounds a day on ensilage.
Hr. Tanner of the same town said he had !

130 cows, and that after the trouble with 1
the factory he sold 100 of them and took
the milk of fifty to New York city. The
customers who used the milk did not com-

plain of it If they did he had hay enough
for the cows.

B. Rogers of Binghamton said he fur- |
nished the milk of ensilage-fed cows to

many people in Binghamton. They com-

plained of the milk just after the silo was
opened in winter. < Jut of three hotels, one I
had complained.

A resolution was passed asking the De-
partment of Agriculture at \V ashington to
make an analysis of ensilage milk and of
lhat produced by the ordinary feeding anil
to publish the result, and also requesting
the State Experimental Station of New
York to make asimilar comparative analysis.

Elder Evans of the Lebanon Shakers
said the Shakers filled three silos last sum-
mer, and had fed out two of them. Their
butter was as good as ever. Elder Evans
thought that it is -easy to make a poor
article, but that there is no reason why en-
silage is not a perfect food. He saw no
injurious effect on the cattle.

Prof. Miles of the Amherst Agricultural
College read a paper on the prevention of
acidity in ensilage. He said that fermen-
tation is the result of a process of vital ac-
tivity in which microscopic gems are nour-

ished. These gems are called bacteria, and
they produce the acidity. If the bacteria |
could be killed there could be no acidity.
The way to kill them, he thought, was to I
fill the silos leisurely, and not put on the
weights until the temperature is high
enough to prevent its falling below the
point necessary to kill the bacteria. This
temperature, he had found, was from 115°
to 122°. The result, he believed, would
be uniformly sweet ensilage.

John Myer of Mr, Theodore A. Have-
myer’s Mountain Side farm, near Mahwah,
N. J., said he fed each of his 100 Jerseys
twenty pounds of ensilage in the morning |
and twenty pounds at night, with seven
pounds of hay at noon. With each meal
was given also a quart of ground oats and j
Indian meal. The cattle were never turned
out to pasture, and had been fed in this
way for three years. Their health is per- j
feet. The ensilage had been taken from

sixty-three acres of land, producing about
twenty tons to the acre.

Some one asked whether ensilage is good
for horses. Dr. Baxter of Virginia said ;
“Ifed my horses ensilage for a week. So

did a neighbor. Myneighbor’s horses died.
About that time I heard of some mules dy-
ing in Kentucky from eating ensilage.
Then 1 concluded to stop feeding onsiliage.

Henry Goodwill of Passaic said he had
an old horse which he fed ensilage because ,
he didn’t care whether the old plug lived
or died. It got fat.

J. Cost igan of Frederick Bronson’s farm i
in Greenfield Hill. Conn., said he had fed
ten horses for a week past on ensilage, anil

eight of them had died.
Prof. J. P. Edwards, of Randolph, A.

Y., said that he fed sixty cows on nothing
but ensilage maize, and that they gave bet- :
ter milk and were in better condition than
ever before.

Proposed Convention of Farmers.

The Baltimore County Agricultural So-
ciety has started a project for the organi-
zation of a convention of farmers of Har-
ford, Baltimore, Howard and Anne Arun-
del counties, to be held annually in Balti-
more city, for the discussion of matters re-
lating to the modes of farming and the
general welfare of the agricultural commu-
nity of the state. The various agricultural
organizations in the territory named have
been requested to interest themselves in the
matter. The Harford County Agricultural
Society last week appointed a committee
to co-operate with the Baltimore county
society, and a representation of the society
will doubtless attend the convention. The
Deer Creek Farmers' Club, which has for
many years been active and thoroughly
wide awake in everything that would tend
to advance the interests of farmers, should
also send a delegation.

For the last dozen years Montgomery
county has annually held a convention of
the farmers, who meet to debate local ques-
tions affecting the agricultural
the best methods of farming, &c.,
and to hear short addresses and practical
papers on various subjects bearing directly
on i he farmer’s every-day life.

A great drawback to agricultural inter-
ests everywhere has been the want of co-

operation among farmers. The proposed
convention will therefore have a good effect

- in that direction, by bringing together some
of the most intelligent practical farmers of
the state, and be a nucleus for more wide-

-5 spread and active co-operation among those
engaged in a common pursuit. Much ad-
vantage, besides, may be expected to grow

, out of the discussions that will take place.
All the farmers of the counties named

. are invited to attend the convention, and
f no one need therefore feel excluded because

. he does not belong to any agricultural or-

l ganization in the county—Belair, Md.,
. jEgis.

• Why should such a convention be con-

i fined to the counties named? Why not
let it be open to all that willsend delegates ?

We doubt not that the farmers of the
whole state would wish to be represented,
and would be benefited by such a convo-
cation.
