I Jt¦ On Friday afternoon of last week a heavy
iwind and rain storm, accompanied by vivid

t "lightning and loud peals of thunder, passed
. over the southwestern section of Carroll,

t causing the most destructive floods known for
, many years. From 2 to 4 o’clock rain fell

I in torrents, and Sam’s Creek and Morgan a
i Run in that short time from insignificant

streams became surging rivers. About 4
, o’clock the large mill-dam of Jecse T. Wilson,

. one mile above Sam’s Creek postoffice, was
swept away, setting adrift thousands of rails,

? logs and trees. The great volume of water
and drift-wood went rushing down the valley,

i and a half mile further on swept out the dam
t at Jesse L. Devilbiss’ mill. On the mad

f waters rushed, and at Sam’s Creek the dam
i at Geo. W. Devilbiss’ mill was considerably

5 damaged. All along the creek the fields were
: badly washed, and fences, bridges and crops

- were swept away. At the headwaters of the
• creek it is supposed there was a cloud-burst.
I No estimates have been made of the losses,

but in the aggregate theywillamount to a con-
i siderable sum. The millowners lose several
> hundred dollars each, and every farmer on

the stream lias sutiered to a greater or less |
i extent.

i At the headquarters of Sam’s Creek on the
farm of Augustus Brown and out Parr Ridge

; as far as Taylorsville several clouds are re-
ported to have met and bursted, pouring
down such a volume of water as to flood the
tributaries of four different streams which
have their source in or about that locality.
Besides the bursting of the dams, writes our
Sam’s Creek correspondent, where were once
rich bottom lands there is now nothing but
bare beds of clay. All the fences in the
meadow of Hamilton Nicodemus and the
post fence of Benjamin Hooper along the
county road were swept away.

Mr. Jesse T. Wilson will not repair his dam
until after harvest, when hands will be more
plentiful. His loss is estimated at SI,OOO.
Air. J. L. Develbiss commenced to repair his
dam on Monday, and willfinish and be ready
for work today. Mr. Geo. W. Devilbiss’
damage amounted to about §IOO, and has
been repaired.

The two large bridges built in 1880 by AL
L. Devilbiss, about the strength of which there
wa ho roach discussion in the Advocate at
the time, ”withstood the flood, though the
heavy logs damaged'the abutments somewhat.
The water was two feet above oneof the
bridges. At Sam’s Creek the water was within
three inches of running into D. E. Stem’s
store, while it was seven inches in his iron
warehouse, doing considerable damage toiron,
nails, Ac. His cellar was also flooded.

Near Denning’s postofliee Augustus Zusche
and his little boy was swept away with the
stream whilst attempting to cross a bridge iri t
a carriage. The carriage was’demolished.
The horse managed to get out, and by extraor-
dinary exertion Zuscbe saved himself and son.

Morgan’s Run was higher than since the
great flood of 1868, and had more drift
wood in it than ever before known. Allalong

( the stream great destruction to fields, crops

i and fences was wrought by the rushing waters,

i At the Washington road the water was esti-
| mated to be 12 feet deep and 150 yards wide.
| The bridge at that point was swept from its
i foundation and carried out on the meadow of

Grove A. Shipley, 150 yards away. The
i abutments were wrecked, and it is estimated
! that it willcost the county about §125 to re-

build the abutments and replace the bridge.
About a mile above Bloom’s millit is said

I there was a water-spout. The run rose so :
: rapidly that the water was three feet above
the breast of the dam, and in a few minutes 1
about twenty-five feet of the dam was washed
out. The flood also caused a break in the
bank of the race. The damage Mr. Bloom
sustained willamount to about S3OO. Peter
Alegin estimates his loss at $l5O.

The lands of Frank Shipley, Francis Ship-
ley, John C. Shipley and Grove A. Shipley
were badly washed and their fences broken

aud washed away, the total damage being
reckoned at §2OO. A §SO cow belonging to

Grove A- Shipley was swept into the current
and drowned, and two ricks of hay were
washed down a short distance. At Francis
L. Shipley’s about 50 feet of stone fence was
washed away.

At Sebastian Bowers’ the destruction was
great. The floating trees, driven by the hur-
rying waters, ploughed up a wheat field and
tore away his fences. The water rose so fast
that a Hock of sixteen sheep were caught up
and swept away, but all but one were rescued
by his son James a short time after. The
sheep were found swimming around ia a
meadow, James stripping off his clothing and
going in the water after them. Mr. Bowers
lost about §3OO worth of growing wheat, in

addition to other losses. Before getting the
sheep out, James Bowers ran a mile down the
valley to warn Mr. Jarrett N. Shauck of the ap-
proaching danger. The water rose to waist
deep in Mr. Shauk’s mill,but the damage done
to his property willnot exceed §75.

! At\\r m. Stubbens’ paper mill(formerly Du-
i sbane’s) the water was six feet deep in the I
| mill. One-half of the breast of the dam was

torn out. Vats, tubs, he., in the mill were
damaged, and the loss there will be between

I S3OO and SSOO.
Joshua Beasman’s land and fences were 1

damaged to some extent, as were those of
every farmer on the Run. The lields of Con-
rad Bowers, not near any stream were flooded
and washed. At John B. T. Sellman’s, near
the headijuarters of the Run, the water was
eight feet deep at his gate and his cellar
flooded. Kverywhere, writes our Shipley cor-
respondent, great volumes of rain fell, and
wheat was beaten down fiat and corn fields
more or less washed.

Conrad Schnavel’s house, on the Deer
Park road, about fivemiles from Westminster,
was struck by lightning during the storm and
damaged to some extent. The chimney was
demolished and the foundation wall injured.
Mr. Schnavel and family were stunned by the
lightning, all being home at the time. Their
escape is miraculoug.

The storm passe Jover into Frederick county,
boating down wheat and washing corn-fields.
At Frederick City the water in the stream

there rose out of its banks and Hooded some
portions of the place.

He cited facts provingthat there half
never has been anything in the history of the
world that will compare with the growth of
these United States. He graphically described
the great blessings which have been secured
to us by our free institutions, and the influ-
ence of this country over other nations in
favor of civil and religious liberty. He spoke
earnestly of the dangers which threaten the
existence of our institutions, and urged the
necessity of virtue as the foundation-stone of ;
our civil and political structure. In order to
secure virtue we must be guided by the Bible, ¦
the great book of private and public morality.
On the observance of the matchless morality
inculcated by the Bible depends the glory and
perpetuity of our nation. Politicians may
speculate as they will; nothing bat an intelli-
gent, living, active Christianity can save us
from the nnelstorm of corruption which
threatens to engulf our nation. He spoke of
the duty of the educated class to form public
opinion in favor of truth and goodness, and
urged on his hearers the faithful discharge of
duty to country, to the world, to themselves,
and to their God.
