Their infiu- i
cnee and patronage are therefore directly trans-

posed.
5. The influence of the Southern question

(the whole range of negro oiftrages, tissue bal-
lots, false counts, intimidation, etc,,) has
nearly vanished from national polities.

(1. The tariff is not so popular, and protec-
tion willprove a less potent party cry than in
1880,

7. Trade ami manufactures are languishing.
Four years ago they were flourishing. The
Republicans got the credit then, and will be
held responsible now.

8. Conceding that Butler’s candidacy will
damage the Democratic chances, it will be
more than offset by the damage St. John
willdo the Republicans. Butler and SL John
may he consiilered, in relation to Democratic
chances, as certainly no worse than a “stand-
off. ’'

0. The business depression and the civil ser-
vice act will lessen campaign contributions,
which were so plenty in 1880.

JO. The Republican funds must be scattered
over many Slates—Massachusetts, Connecti-
cut, New Hampshire, all the Middle States, i
Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, lowa, Kansas, Wis- (
consin and the Pacific slope. New York and
Indiana only needed “salvation” in 1880.

11. The demand for a change on general j
principles, which naturally grows as a party j
remains in power. —Racine ( Wis.) Dispatch
in Chicago Times.

A False Issue.

From the New York Worlds
That genuine specimen of oily gammon,

Senator George P. Hoar, of Massachusetts,
has written to a “Dear Young Friend'' a let-
ter defending Blaine from the charges made
against him in the Fisher bribery and corrup-
tion business. The Blaine organs seize
greedily on this Hoar letter and declare that
it “ends the controversy;” that there remains
nothing more to be said bn the subject.

The only “defense” offered by Mr. Hoar
for his tattooed candidate is in substance that
Blaine was investigated and satisfactorily ac-
quitted of any wrong doing inthe Fisher cor-
ruption. Mr. Hoar knows that this is untrue.
Mr. Blaine never suffered the Fisher letters to
be seen. He read as much of some of them
and insuch form as he pleased. He suppress-
ed others. When the Congressional Com-
notice peremptorily demanded the letters
Blaine sacrilegiously feigned to have had a
sunstroke while on his way from church,
and so evaded having the letters forced from
him. He would not have done so if he had i
not known that he had falsified their con- j
tents.

Blaine affected illness until the adjourn-
ment of the session and then saved himself
from probable expulsion from the House by
sneaking into the Senate with the unmet
charges of official corruption in the Speaker’s
Chair damning his record. Would an honor-
able and honest man have taken a seat in the
Senate before clearing himself of an infamous
charge and, in fact, for the purpose of getting
rid of the charge ?

Mr. Hoar’s position is a false one. His
story of Blaine’s acquittal is an untruth. It
would be just as true to say that Eno has been
acquitted of robbing the Second National
Bank, or that “Limitation” Kellogg has
been acquitted of the offense for which he
was indicted.

The Outlook.

The New York Herald has been making
careful inquiries of well-informed persons as
to the political prospects in several of the
most important States East and West, and the
result may he briefly summarized. In Ohio
the Democrats are fairly sure of success; In-
diana will certainly go for Cleveland by at
least 10,000; Michigan will he lost to the
Blaine ticket; the probability is that lowa will
cast its electoral vote for Cleveland; in Wis-
consin the Democrats believe they will carry
the State; it is thought that with faithful, hard
work Massachusetts can be carried for Cleve-
land; New Hampshire. Democrats say they
can carry the State unless the Portsmouth
navy-yard swamps them; Vermont willcast a
very greatly reduced Republican majority in
November; Connecticut is regarded as a
doubtful State, with the chances in favor of
the Democrats, and New York and New Jer-
sey appear to be safe for Cleveland. The
Herald concludes:

A survey of the field at this moment gives
pVomise of a “tidal wave” in November
against the Blaine ticket. From all quarters
reports come to us of very large and increas-
ing Republican opposition to the Blaine ticket
and much smaller defection from the Demo-
cratic ranks than was at one time feared.
There is, according to our reports, a spirit
and determination this fall among the voters
everywhere which promise very important
results —a determination to “make a change,”
and to see whether tho people still control or
whether the “machine” politicians really
have the country by the throat.

Senator Gor man on the Campaign.

Senator Arthur P- Gorman, of Maryland,
is at the head of the .Democratic organization,
being chairman of the Executive Committee
of the National Committee and also chairman
of the Congressional Committee, composed of

Senators and Representatives from every
State. He is in a position to know, better
than any one else, the state of the campaign
throughout the country. Whilst inBaltimore
last Monday he was interviewed by a Sun re-
porter, and we extract the following from the
published report:

“The real issues of this campaign cannot be

dodged by the Republicans. There is a uni-
versal demand that the books of the Treasury
Department shall be overhauled by new book-

keepers. A long continuance in power of the

Republican party has made them careless,
extravagant and corrupt. Defalcations are
being frequently brought to notice. Depres-
sion inbusiness is now upon us, and a change
of men and an overhauling of accounts is de-
manded everywhere. Four years ago Senator
Davis, of West Virginia, when chairman of
the committee on appropriations of the I nited
States Senate, as the head of that committee

overhauled thoroughly the accounts ol the
Treasury Department. He forced from un-
willingwitnesses, all of whom were officers of
the treasury, the testimony that there were
1,300 erasures op the treasurer’s books, and
millions of dollars entered, so as to make the
books balance, without a single item to show
when the entries were so made or wjjat bad
become of the money. This extraordinary
showing did not attract popular attention at
the time because we were in the midst of

great prosperity. Now the case is reversed.
Grant & Ward’s failure had the effect of
drawing special attention to public institu-
tions and public officers. Every man in ins

private business is having a balance sheet and
taking on account of stock. It is perfectly
safe to say that the people of this country will
appoint new agents to overhaul their affairs
at Washington.”

i “What is the belief as to the probable re-
sult illNew York in November?”

“As I have before indicated,” said Mr.
Gorman, “the campaign is not yet thoroughly
organized. A few disappointed politicians
and some who Have been misled by the false
reports have been making a great )>oisp
through the press and otherwise against Goy-
CleveTand. I am satisfied he willcarry that
State by a much larger majority than has been

given toany Democratic candidate since the
war. I have been amazed at the strength of
the opposition toBlaine iuhis own party. It
is not confiued to New York city, hut extends
throughout the whole North, and my belief is
that Cleveland’s vote will surprise the most
sanguine Democrats.”

“What is the information you have of Ohio
and West Virginia, the two October States?”

“Ohio is naturally a strong Republican
State in presidential elections, and the Demo-
crats have not as a rule expected much from
that State in national contests. My impres-
sion, however, is that the Republicans are
having a great deal of trouble to hold their
majority there. West Virginia is a Demo-
cratic State, with an average majority of some
5,000 or 0,000. They have had their local
troubles, as wo have bad in Maryland, and
on their local ticket in the October election
there is unquestionably some trouble. It
would bo so, no matter who the Republican
nominee might be; in other words, Mr. Blaine’s
nomination has not brought about the condi-
tion of affairs there, as the Republicans would
have us believe. Notwithstanding these local
troubles, I think oar Maryland friends can
rest perfectly easy as to the result in West
Virginia.”

“Maine holds an election in September.
What is the outlook there?”

“The Democrats of Maine are making a
reasonably well-organized fight, but no special
attention has been paid to it by the national
organization. Notwithstanding this it is ap-
parent to everybody that the Republican man-
agers have been alarmed as to the condition
of affairs there, and have even found it neces-
sary to have their candidate for President at

some of the public meetings. It is a Repnh- !
liean State, hut I do not believe they willhe
able to get their usual majority, not because
of any special organization on our part, hut j
simply from the desire of the people every-
where for new men, better methods and an
overhauling of accounts.”

Independent Republicans.

The New York Herald of Tuesday says: j
“How is the movement progressing?” a
Herald reporter yesterday asked Mr. Horace
E. Doming at the headquarters of the inde-
pendent Republican Committee at No. 35
Nassau street,

“It is spreading so rapidly that we find
ourselves constantly compelled to enlarge our
clerical force to take care of it,” responded
Mr. Demjng. “Within the past three days
we have had sent in to us the names of more
limn 2,000 Republicans who ure pretty wejl
understood to be opposed to Blaine. _We
had’3oo such names from lowa this morning;
from New York State we received about 800
names this morning. On last Thursday we
had upward of 2,000 names sent in from dif-
ferent points inthis State.”

“Are those names sent to yon from all over
the country?”

“No, onr principal advices outside of New
York State come from New Jersey, Ohio,
Indiana, lowa and Wisconsin.”

“Don’t you hear from the New England
States at all ?”

“Oh, you don’t understand. The move-
ment. of course, extends all over the country,
hut it would he impossible for us to take care
of such a wide area. There are other com-
mittees besides our own to whom reports are

made. For instance, the New England States
concerning which you ask, are mainly looked
after by the Massachusetts Independent Re-
publican Committee —or rather they have j
been until recently, when a committee was
formed in Rhode Island, which will lighten
the work of the Massachusetts committee.
We were receiving on an average thirty names
a day from Rhode Island ourselves until the
Newport meeting, hut now as they come in
we send them to the committee of that State,
and gradually the arrangement is becoming
understood. It was the same iu Indiana.
We used to receive great lists of names from
there, hut now a committee has been formed
in Indiana, and we turn everything from that
section over to it.

THE SII.EXT VOTE THAT COUNTS.

“But, speaking of New England, I might

say that three fourths of our strength there—-
and, for that matter, a goodly proportion of
it throughout the country—lies in the silent
vote. In Maine and New Hampshire partic-
ularly they don’t wish to make much noise
about what they are doing, hut there is a very ,
lively ‘stillhunt’ inprogress there, and itwill

become very much warmer as the campaign
advances. When we receive letters from that ¦
section of the country —and the experience of
the Massachusetts committee is the same as
our own—the writers say. ‘These men have |
expressed themselves as against Blaine, hut .
they don’t want to advertise the fact.’ Last j
week, for instance, we got one list of over a [
hundred names from Blaine's own county, in i
Maine, with the assurance that they were anti-
Blaine, but preferred to he quiet about it.”

“Then the movement is actually making
great headway, even in Republican strong-
holds?”

“Itis increasing every day, and its progress
is not among any one particular class either.
Our lists often comprise the names of labor-
ing men; hankers, lawyers, and ministers. I
recall a letter that we got the other day from
a western university. Itwas from one of the
professors. He said, as I remember it, that
there were twelve or thirteen professors inthe
university, of whom he sent us the names of
seven who had openly announced that they
would vote for Cleveland. The others, he
said, had not fully made up their minds, but
they were determined on one point—they
would not vote for Blane.”

Blaine as a Litigant.

From the Lawrence (Mass.) Sentinel:

The trick of suing for damages for libel, on
the same ground as that Blaine has instituted
against the Indianapolis Sentinel, is on old
one withthat gentleman. The Portland Ar-
gus, the leading Democratic organ in Maine,
says that Blaine tried the damage dodge on
it, on the same ground of aggravation, some
twenty-five years ago, to the tune of $25,000,
the result being that the Argus had only to
pay for the writ in the civil suit. Some time
afterwards Blaine had the proprietor of the
same journal indicted in an other county, on
the same charge, but declined to bring his case
to trial, and it was nol pros’d without the
knowledge of the accused. Both processes
were mere bluffing; and there is not the least
possible chance that the Indianapolis journal
will ever be called upon for any defence.

It
says: “If there is one act which more than
another willincline the belief that the reports
of immorality on Mr. Blaine are not without
foundation, it is his attempted injunction of
investigation and discussion by the press. Is
his record of such a character that he mast
needs resort to theatrical methods, to calcium
lights and stage thunder, rant and crocodile
tears, to produce an effect? ‘Fifty thousand
dollars or your life!’ says Jim Blaine, the-
Republican tough to the Sentinel. Nice way
for a plumed knight to make a raise. Don’t
you come too near, Jim, the Sentinel is
loaded.”

The plumed knight himself meets the charges
of one only of these papers by sueing it for
libel, claiming $50,000 damages, and assum-
ing his customary attitude, he blusters that
he will defend the honor of his family, if
need be, with his life. A funny kind of a
plumed knight this! Allowing an imputation
to rest upon his private character and a stig-
ma upon the good name of his family, while
a suit for libel that, in all probability, will
never come to trial, hangs fire in an Indiana
coart. Be these the kind of plumed knights
that grow in oqr days ?—Boston Post.
