Obituary,
JOSHUA J. SUOKR.

This gentleman died at his residence in this
city on Monday last, September 8, after a
sickness of several years. Mr. Shorb was
born near Emmittsburg, Frederick county,
Md., February 19, 1809, and was the son of
Jacob and Barbara Shorb. lie apprenticed
himself to James Storm, a carpenter of Em-
mittsbnrg, and on attaining his majority he
went West, where he stayed several years.
After his return he went into business
with Mr. Storm, and after Mr. Storm's
death Mr. Shorb was engaged in bus-
iness with Messrs. Nussear, Tyson, Adels-
pergerand Miles. In June, 1803, hisdwelling
and store were destroyed by the conflagra-
tion that swept away the larger portion of that
town. He rebuilt his property, and came to

Westminster about 1806 to follow his business,
which at that lime was growing. Here he
was engaged with J. J. Leister and William
Sbaeffer, during which he built St. John’s,
German Reformed, Lutheran and the Metho-
dist Protestant Churches, and a number of
dwellings. A year or two later he took his
son Covington into partnership, the firm
being J. J. Shorb A Son, and conducted the
furniture, carpenter and undertaking busi-
ness. About six years ago be retired from
business, and shortly after he was taken with
typhoid fever, which kept him confined to the
house for some time; this was followed about
three years later by paralysis. During the
last few months of his life he was almost help-
less, but loving hearts and willinghands ren-
dered every attention. Mr. Shorb leaves a
widow, one daughter and four sons. His
remains were interred in St. John's cemetery
on Wednesday, Rev. Fathers Gloyd and De-
laney officiating, the pall-bearers being Hon.
Wm. N. Hayden, John B. Boyle, Hon. Chas.
B. Roberts, Francis 11. Orendorff, Jeremiah
Yingling, David Fowhle, E. O. Grimes and
John H. Bowers.

"OUSTAVUS W. S. I BAI’STEB.
On September 10th, 1884, Gustavus W. S.

Crapster died at the residence of his parents,
at Westminster, Md., after a long and painful
illness, in the 30th year of his age. He was
the only child of Gustavus W. and Sophia

•Tour of the Cycling Bamblers.

CHAPTER IT.

[Reported for the Democratic Advocate.l
Having coasted down a steep hill, the tourists dis-

counted in front of the Forest Inn. Here on a
slightly depressed plateau, 1,500 feet above sea level,
arc the Natural Bridge hotels, Applcdore, Pavilion,
Bachelors’ Lcxlgc and Forest Inn.

Moving slowly through this
romantic glen, white through the great trees over-
shadowing them the beams of the fullmoon shin-
ing, produced wierd and ghostly shadows around
them. After walking about 300 yards our tourists
saw rising suddenly in the background the Natural
Bridge, dark, shadowy and massive. Soon the bon-

fire beneath the bridge was lighted, but its rays
were too feeble to illumine the arch overhead, and

served only to make the mighty structure seem
more massive and the shadows darker, while the
forms of men moving about the lire appeared like
small children. Rockets, withhissing high
inair, failed toxeaoh thesummit ofthe arch. As the
ire burned low the sounds ofmusic from the band
milder the arch suddenly ceased, and the people,
filled with awe, were hushed to silence, speaking
almost in whispers, while no sound broke the still-
ness of the night save the rippling of the stream and
the murmuring of the winds among the tops of the
pines. Moving up the glen from the bridge to a
spot where down the rocky bed of what was once a
mighty river, flows a small stream, the crowd
waited in eager expectancy for what was coming. •
Suddenly the sound ofrushing waters greeted their
ears, and almost instantly far up the hillside a

mighty mass of water, Co feet wide, rushing and
roaring, lashing itself into foamy whiteness in its
anxiety to be tree, was seen hurrying, thundering
down.’ This mighty cataract, 60 feet wide and 100
yards high, was made by turning on the waters
from the lake in front of the hotel. Here the secre-
tary found in the leader of the band.

This point is on the
summit of the rock wall above the bridge, about 80
feet less in height than the top of the bridge, which
could be seen from where they stood, Unable to !

the tourists dropped on hands and knees and crawl- ‘
Ing carefully to the edge looked Into its depths un-
til,almost unnerved by the sight and being made
to realize "How fearful and dizzy ’Us to cast one’s i
eyes so low,” and yet held to Uie spot by a strange ;
fascination, they reluctantly turned away, and after I
remaining some time above the arch of the bridge \
went back to the hotel about midnight. Retiring
to their room, the captain and secretary took pos- j
session ofone bed and the president and lieutenant
the other. The night was very warm and it was !found necessary to leave open the door of the room j
for purposes of ventilation. This gave rise to
conversation on the subject of hotel robberies, and i
the propriety ofhanding over their valuables to the j
clerk for safe keeping was discussed. All,however,
concluded that they could take care of their own 1
property, and the lieutenant was more especially
confident, informing his comrades that “by placing :
his watch and pocketbook under his pillow he ¦
would make them perfectly secure.” Alas for over- ;
confidence! In a few seconds the lieutenant was
snoring so loudly that the others were unable to
take their much needed rest. In revenge one of
them rose aud removed from under the pillowthe
watch and money of the lieutenant and then gave
the alarm. Much astonished that he could have
been robbed, the lieutenant rose, and after having
been informed that he was the victim of apractical
joke,replaced his property in its former place and
was soon again making night hideous with his isnores.
