Death of Gen. McClellan,

Major-General George B. McClellan died
,mddenly at 3.10 o’clock Thursday morning at

Orange, New Jersey, of neuralgia of the
heart. „ ,

George Briuton McClellan was born in

Philadelphia, December 3, 1826. He was
graduated from the University of Pennsylva-

nia in 1842, and from West Point m 1846.
He served in the Mexican war, winning two

brevets for gallant conduct. After the war

he was stationed at West Point until 1851;
was engaged in various engineering operations
till 1855, when he was sent to Europe to ob-
serve the operations of the armies at Sebasto-
pol. In 1857 he resigned his commission in
the array and became chief-engineer and vice-
president of the Illinois Central Railroad.
At the outbreak of the civil war, in 1861, he
assisted in the organization of. Ohio troops,

and in May was appointed a major-general,
and sent against the Confederates in West
Virginia, whom he defeated and drove from
the state, receiving therefor the thanks of
Congress. After the battle of Bull Run,
General McClellan was called to Washington,
where, after holding important department
commands under General Scott, he was, upon
the retirement of the latter, made commander-
in-chief of the armies of the United States.
He conducted the Peninsular campaign against
Richmond in 1862, and after Pope’s defeat at
Manassas, was again placed in command of
all the troops about Washington. September
14th and 17th he defeated the Confederates
at South Mountain and Antietam. Novem-
ber 7th he was relieved from command. In
1864. he was the Democratic Candidate for

President. In 1877 was elected Governor of
New Jersey.

Washington, Oct. 29.—The President to-
day appointed Frederick H. Winston, ot Illi-
nois, to be minister resident and consul-gen-
eral to Persia; Wm. A. Mahoney to be collec-
tor of customs for the district ot Fernandina,
Fla.; Geo. A. Hessen to be surveyor of cus-

toms for the port of Memphis; Walter God-
dard to be collector of customs for the district
of Fairfield, Conn.

The Secretary of the Treasury today ap-

pointed L. M. Montgomery, of Maryland, to

be a special inspector of customs for duty on

the Ithmus of Panama. Frederick H. Win-
ston, appointed minister to Persia, is a prom-
inent lawyer and active Democratic politician
of Chicago, and a man of wealth and high
social standing, lie is about 55 years of age,
and has been a delegate to every Democratic
national convention since 1804.

The Colored State Fair of Mississippi was
formally opened on Tuesday at Jackson. Gov-
ernor Lowry, accompanied by ex-Senator
Bruce (colored) and a number of other prom-
inent citizens, was escorted to the fa ;r grounds
by military escort. Isaiah T. Montgomery
(colored), of Vicksburg, offered prayer, and
Governor Lowry, in a short address, declared
the Fair opened. The Governor paid a high
compliment to the progress of the colored
people ; praised the course of B. K. Bruce
while United States Senator, and referred to

the peaceful and happy relations now exist-
ing between the two races in Mississippi.
His remarks elicited frequent and loud ap-
plause.

The Civil Service Commission has written
to the President, calling bis attention to “the
attempt made by the Pennsylvania Republi-
can Committee to collect political assessments

in the departments," and suggesting the pro-
priety of making an investigation of the mat-

ter, with the view of punishing all parties
connected with it who can be reached by the
law. They say that “it is their belief that
Chairman Cooper, who is responsible for the
begging circular, is not an employe of the
Government, and therefore cannot be reached
by the law,” and they discuss the propriety
of asking Congress to extend the law to cover

such cases.

A shocking incident occurred Monday at a
nutting party on Walden’s Ridge, near Chat-
tanooga, Tenn. Mrs. Geo. Snyder, a well-
known lady, while picking chestnuts inserted
her hand under a bush after a burr, and sud-
denly withdrew it with a shriek of pain. At
the same instant a large rattlesnake, which
was coiled under the bush, sprang out, and
the lady saved herself from a second bite by
falling from fright. The serpent had, how-
ever, inserted his fangs the first time. Every
known remedy was applied, but at the last
accounts it was thought the lady would die.

Anton Pfans, of Peninsula, Ohio, was given
three to five grains of morphine in mistake
for quinine by a green boy in a drug store.

His life was despaired of, and the entire pop-
ulace turned out, and about one hundred men,

in an effort to save his life, ran him up and
down the streets in the wildest manner, while
women and children followed. At last Pfans
turned upon his well-meaning tormentors and
several desperate struggles ensued. His con-
dition is critical. Physicians from Akron at-

At East Saginaw, Michigan, about half-

past six o’clock Wednesday evening, fire
broke out on a tug near the Genessee avenue

A herd of cows at Greenfield, Massachu-
setts, has been found to be afflicted with the
anthrax, a disease similar to the Texas fever.
The animals will be isolated and the premises
disinfected.

Frederick Weigmann, a veteran of Water-
loo, on Monday celebrated, his 106th birth-
day, at his son-in-law’s residence, in Cincin-
nati. Mr. Weigmann was 90 years old when |
he emigrated to this country.

A Pittsburg paper publishes a list of 24
persons in that cityworth $2,000,000 each, 15
worth between $1,200,000 and $1,500,000, and
31 worth $1,000,000. Mrs. Schenley heads
the list and is worth $25,000,000.

A new disease is proving very fatal to the
hogs in Webster county, lowa. The animals
are attacked with a cough and die in a day or
two. Many farmers in the southern portion
of the county have lost all their hogs.

The rear car of a train on the Wabash, St.
Louis and Pacific Railroad was thrown from
the track near Laporte, Indiana, on Monday,
by a broken rail, and rolled into a ditch.
Nine persons were injured, all severely.

Rev. Alfred Coffee, a colored minister of
Madison, Florida, has been arrested for beat-
ing to death his thirteen-year-old son, to
make the child honest. The boy had sold
three pounds of stolen cotton to a country
store.

A telegram from Pittsburg, Pa., says: All
the Evangelical denominations are holding
day and night revival services in nearly all
churches in Pittsburg and Allegheny. The
movement is an outgrowth of the Moody and
Saukey meetings last sping.

The Court of Alabama Claims, which will
expire by limitation on December 31st, is
making rapid progress with the business be-
fore it. One of the officers says that all the
cases before the Court will certainly be dis-
posed of by the middle of December.

John Howell, a farmer of Wayne county,
Penna., last Friday afternoon shot four of his
children, whose ages ranged from three to
eleven years, and then shot himself. His
wife and daughter were absent at the time,
Howell, who is insane, will likelyrecover.

Aman in Fort Worth,Texas, has contracted
with an English syndicate to deliver on the
wharf at Galveston fortnightly, for the next
five years, 3000 frozen carcasses of beef cattle.
The price is 6 cents per pound for the beef
and 9 cents for the hides, and the shipments
are to begin next week.

Samuel Campbell, twenty-one years of age,
residing at Green Spring, Frederick county,
Va., went hunting Saturday.

Turkish Military Activity.

Constantinople, Oct. 28. —The war office
presents a scene of unusual activity, clearly
indicating that the Porte is determined on
adopting effective measures in the event of I
the conference of the Powers failing to agree
on a plan for the settlement of the Roumelian
question.

An official report to-day shows that 180,000
Turkish troops are now mustered at available
points on the frontier for active service in the
Balkan Peninsula, and reinforcements are
continually arriving. The Mustahfiz, or Land-
sturm, and the Bashi-Bazouks, have been
summoned for military duty'. The levy of the
Landsturra is only resorted to as a war meas-
ure, and will add over 120,000 men to the
service. Circassia has tendered 25,000 cav-
alry, and Albania has promised to assist the
Porte. In view of this the Turkish troops in
Albania have been withdrawn and massed on

the Greek, Bulgarian and Servian frontiers.
