But a Close Call—Arrest of a Colored Despe-

rado-Taken from the Lock-Up by Colored

Men Who Attempt to Lynch Him-He Escapes
Afterthe Rope is Around His Neck,

f On Wednesday night last, John Bowens,
i colored, made an assault upon a blind man

named Utlio Jones and Ida Milbury, both
colored, who were on their way home from

: Union Bridge to Muttontown. Bowens want-
’ ed the woman to go with him, but she refused.
! Bowens then assaulted her with a razor,

nearly severing both ears. Jones interfered,
1 but being blind could not see what he was

doing, and Bowens gashed himin numerous
> places with the razor. The woman’s jawwas

! broken, and Jones received nine cuts on the
’ face and body. Both are reported to be in a

critical condition.
1 On Thursday Bowens came io this cityand

! returned to Union Bridge by the 8.20 p. m.
I j train. Upon its arrival he was arrested and

. | placed in the lockup,
i About one o’clock on yesterday (Friday)
| morning a crowd of colored men broke into

: the lockup, took Bowens and started out of
| Union Bridge for the purpose of lynching
I him. They had everything in readiness and
{ upon reaching a tree the noose was placed

j around his neck and they attempted to draw
him up when the rope was found to be too

short. Bowens was released, though closely
guarded, and his captors were engaged in
lengthening the rope, when he made a sudden
leap and escaped.

Bowens has the reputation of being a des-
perate character, and has served one term in
the penitentiary and has also been in the
House of Correction.

A rumor prevailed that Bowens was hung
and that after the deed the men became |
frightened, cut the body down and buried it.

Another rumor says that Bowens took to j
the woods, is thoroughly armed, and will not |
be taken without a desperate resistance.

Close of the Twenty-Elrst Year—Beautiful
Weather-Large Crowds inAttendance, &c.

The young ladies made a very favorable
impression withthe dumb bells. The exercise
consisting of arm movements, stepping and
tapping, was divided into three parts, each
requiring a different grouping of the class on
the stage.

The
class of twenty young men stood in lines of
lives and as one looked down any line, it
seemed as if all the arms were moved by one
person so perfectly in unison were the move-
ments. When it is considered that these boys
have been swinging clubs only one year, their
success in these beautiful and bewildering
movements seems wonderful.

The Cane Drilland Broom Brigade which
closed the program for the respective depart-
ments were very entertaining. In the former
the canes were used for calisthenic exercises,

! for fencing, and in giving character attitudes,
I in the latter the brooms were used for guns
| in a short military drill, and then in an exer-

cise showing their various uses in the house.
The young men dressed a la Barry Wall; the
young ladies wore flannel dresses of dark blue
trimmed with white braid, with dusting caps
to match, and carried dust pans at the side.

Every exercise of the program was made
up by Prof. McDaniel who is in charge of the
department. The audience manifested a de-
lighted interest throughout and pronounced
the performance, from beginning to end, a
great success.

UnecHluurente Sunday.
This Baccalaureate Sunday will always be

looked back upon with even greater interest
than generally attaches to these occasions, as
marking the institution of a significant change
in the customs of the day. It has been usual
to see on the jpornipg of this day, the long
procession winding its way from the hillto the
church in the city, and then to find the church
insufficient for the accommodation of the visi-
tors in addition to its own congregation. Rut
it was not this way this time.

In going on down the

catalogue we come next to the juedal piece,

by Clara V. Underhill, of Baltimore. It is

an original design, made up of books, rolls

Lillie
Woodward, of Westminster, had charcoal
drawings of her “Puppy Bob’* and “Pussy
Nig,” which elicited very favorable com-
ments. Harvey Grow, of Frederick, and
Geo. Sharrer, of Westminster, each had good
pencil drawings, and the former a much
admired crayon drawing of a violin.

WATER COLORS.
“High Tea” and “There was Once a Boat

on a Billow/’ two sepias in brown and white,
are remarkable for clear washes. They are
the work of Mary Fisher. Nettie Shriver, of
Westminster, had a fine collection of water

colors, the most of which were llowers painted
from nature. Of all her pieces her chrysan-
themums in body color were perhaps the most
admired.' The next collection was by E- May
Wallis, of Bell Buckle, Tenn., a member of
the graduating class, and who expects to make
art a profession. She has been a most suc-
cessful student, and her pictures show the
work of a true artist. Her original design
picture of “Old Friends” was awarded the
gold medal in this branch. It is a collection
of well-worn books, one of which we could
readily imagine was the Bible. “The Bell
Buckle,” a yachting scene, is trulya thing of
beauty. The combination of delicate tints
produces a most pleasing effect. Two pastels,
“Evening” and **The Roadside,are, in the
opinion of the writer, the finest things on ex-
hibition. They are particularly forcible in
atmospheric effects and in rich harmonizing
greens. Few school exhibitions could show
anything as fine as these.

appropriate designs. It is impossible to give
anything like a fair account of the beautiful
and valuable work in this branch.

ART NEEDLEWORK.

Avery prominent object in the room is a
handsome screen by Mrs. Chas. Billingslea,
of Westminster. The embroidery was done
on brown and dark blue satin sheeting, and
the panels set in a frame of mahogany. The
panel on which the design was Cherokee

roses was especially admired. Mrs. Billings-
lea has also a sofa cushion embroidered in
silk and gold cord inarabesque pattern. Miss

Willyou make diligent use of every oppor-
tunityto increase your stock of knowledge,re-
membering that what is yet to* learn is more
than the whole sura of what has been hitherto
learned ?

Willyou give earnest heed to the necessi-
ties of the ignorant and so long as you live
let the lightwhich is in you shine upon the
darkness in which your less fortunate brothers
dwell ?

Willyou, finally, solemnly covenant here
to-day that you will cease to claim the digni-
ties of a scholar when you shall forget Alma

Mater or cease to love her with the growing
affection of ripening age. Will you comfort
her, honor and keep her in sickness and in
health; and forsaking all others,keep thee only
unto her, so long as ye all shall live ?

Did I not confide in the honesty of your
satisfactory replies to such queries as these,
I should not consent to be the instrument of
your decoration to-day, and the sadness I feel
at parting with you would be greatly dimin
ished. I have already spoken to you ray con-
victions of the moral significance of your
present situation and I will only add iper-
sonal word before bidding you a final adieu as
students under our charge. That word shall
be a cheerful, hopeful word. We have been
associated in relations which time aud dis-
tance will never efface. Try as we may we
can never hereafter be indifferent to each
other. You cannot forget or forsake us; we
cannot lose interest in you. “The tender
grace of a day that is dead” will even be po-
tent to stir in us the liveliest sensibilities.

The Maolshy-Reifsnlder Slander Suit.
In the Court of Appeals, on Wednesday,

among the cases decided was that of Col. Wip.
P. Mauslby vs. Charles T. Reifsnider. Col.
Maulsby sued Mr. Heifsqider for words used
in the trial of a none. Judge Robinson deliv-
ered the ooinion of the Court. The Annapolis
correspondent of the Baltimore American
says:

“This was a suit against the attorney for
slander. The defendant pleads in bar of the
action that the alleged defamatory words set

out in the declaration were spoken by in
his capacity as counsel iq the trial of a cause
in a qonrt of justice. The plaintiffreplied that

j the words spoken had no reference to the ac-
• tion. To this replication the defendant de-

murred. and in sustaining the demurrer, the
court decided, as a matter of law, that if the
defamatory words were spoken by defendant
as counsel in the trial of a cause in a court of
justice, the action could not be maintained,
even though the plaintiffshould prove that the
words thus apojceq were false, and We *e known
to he false by the defendant, ana even though
they were spoken maliciously, and even though
they had no reference to the cause, or to any
judicial inquiry Involved in the action. In
other words, the court decided that the priv-
ilege of counsel in the trial of a cause is an
absolute and unqualified privilege, and, al-
though he is subject to the authority of the
court for the abuse of this privilege, and may
be punished for misbehavior or misconduct,
be cannot be held liable in qn action of slan-
der brought by the person injured. This
question ia for the first time presented to the
court.

There was evidently wide diversity of opin-
ion among the learned judges onthis question,
as it took three opinions to make up tne views
held by the court, Jqdge Robinson,
Judges Bryan, and Jrvmg agree in. entirety;
Judges Stone and McSherry agree ;,a part, and

separate' opinions, coinciding with the
court hpldw*

Judge Hohinson’s opinion states the law of
the State as interpreted hy the court of last re-

sort. A counsel ia absolutely protected as to
everything he says having relation or reference
to the subject matter before the court- But if
be takes advantage of bis position as a coun-
sel to assail wantonly the character ofanother,
and to utter maliciously what he knows to be
false, and in regard to a matter that has no re-
lation or reference to the subject matter of the
inquiry, he is answerable in action of slander
to the party injured, and, although the court

erred in sustaining the demurrer tp twelfth
replication of the plaintiff, yet, inasmuch as
the words se- out in the declaration were
spoken by the defendant as counsel, and had
reference to the subject matter then before the
court, no action will lie against him, and the
judgment must therefore be affirmed,”

ONIONTOWN ITEMS.

A Visit to the Gettysburg Battlefield-Death
of an Aged Citizen, &c.

The members of the S. T. Literary ami
Social Club, having previously made all ar-
rangements, visited the famous battlefield of
Gettysburg on Wednesday, June flth. The
morning dawned bright and beautiful, and by
5.30 o’clock all were seated in the different
carriages that conveyed them to the objective
point. Having passed through some most
delightful and fertile country, the party ar-
rived at the base of Big Roundtop, after 34
hours of moderate driving. The sightseers
alighted from their carriages and commenced
to ascend this wilderness of timber and pyra-
mid of rocks. After a tiresome walk of per-
haps twenty minutes we found ourselves on
the top of the rocky peak, over which many
a weary soldier marched. Some of the party
having taken a telescopic view of the sur-
rounding country from the observatory, the
visitors proceeded pel! mell down the steep
rocky footpath to the carriages, where lunch
was served by the ladies after each one’s
thirst had been quenched by most excellent
water from a pump near by. Immediately
after lunch the party started out again, driving
on around by Little Roundtop, observing all
the monuments and points of interest between
that and the Park, where they again stopped,
this time to recuperate and eat that most ex-
quisite dinner, which had been so nicely pre-
pared by the ladies. While the ladies ar-
ranged the substantial and dainties on a large
picnic table, which seemed to have been
erected expressly for the benefit of these
visitors, the gentlemen attended to the horses.
After dinner had been served the travelers
again repaired to their carriages and drove
over the battlefield, going first to Devil’s Den,
observing the handsome monuments in this
locality, erected in memory of the patriotic
dead who gave their lives for the defense of
their country. The party passed out through
the wheattield to the Emmitsburg road, along
which there are several elaborate marble
structures; thence to Culp’s Hill, where the
eye observes that this is the place where art
reigns supreme. The beautiful design of the
sharpshooter at the edge of the woods and the
statues of several distinguished commanders
leads one to believe that the hand of the
sculptor has elevated art to that degree of
culture which is irreproachable. Before
leaving Culp’s Hillthe party drove around by
Spangler’s Spring, where everyone partook of
the refreshing water. While here a gentle-
man, who is thoroughly acquainted with the
battle ground, informed your correspondent
that there are about 200 monuments already
on the battlefield, and between 20 ami 25 in
course of erection. The next place of interest
was the national cemetery. After a drive
through this beautiful resting place the party

j drove into Gettysburg to the Eagle Hotel,
i under the management of Harry Tingling,
formerly of this place. Here all indulged in

| a cool bath, and after a rest of 1.1 hours started
! on the home journey by the way of the avenue
i leading from the Baltimore turnpike to the
I Park. In passing along this avenue one will
l notice that many of these fine monuments are

adorned with designs of the different species
of musketry and other articles necessary to a
man of wr ar. To the right, at a short distance
from the main road, you will see the famous
old “Pudding Stone,” which at one time
stood in Boston Common, but was removed
to Gettysburg several years since to mark the
place where a certain Massachusetts regiment
was stationed during the battle, because many
of the men who belonged to this regiment were
killed in the battle of Gettysburg, and they
too had spent many a happy hour around this
huge stone in their boyhood. Upon arriving
at the Park supper was prepared and served
in a similar style to dinner. Immediately
after supper the excursionists left the baltle-

! field for home, after having spent one of the
most enjoyable days ever experienced by
many of them.
