The New Emperor.
The new Emperor, Frederick William Vic-

- tor Albert, eldest son of Frederick 111, is in
; his thirtieth year, having been born in Berlin
. on the 271 hof January, 1859. While his fa-

ther and grandfather were in no hurry to get
; married, lie took the Princess Augusta Vic-
- toria, daughter of the late Duke Frederick of

Schleswig-Holstein, for a wife on February
27, 1881, when he had just completed his

s twenty-second year. His first child, Prince
; William, was born on May 6, 1882. As a
; true Hobenzollern, the new Emperor has

been educated more with reference to the
, duties of a soldier than to the demands which

; may be made upon him as a statesman. He
i is above all things a soldier, and makes the

- army the subject of serious and enthusiastic
- study.

The Prince speaks English as well as an

: Englishman—more than that, as well as an

r American —for he speaks itwith distinctness.
1 It is possible that the reason may lie in the

: fact that his father’s English tutor was an
( American, the present Professor Thatcher, of

r Yale College. He believes in Bismarck, and
considers that he has the true theory of hu-
man government. While he is usually grave
and gentle, his manner has occasionaly been
changed recently under adverse criticism,and

j one day when the IronChancellor heard him
Y be-Ttmg one of his servants in the harsh and

rough style which his grandfather knew so

’ well bow to assume, he applauded him. and
' said he liked a man who had a spirit of his
( own.

, Two years ago he ranked only as a major,
the people in general spoke withsurprise at
the slowness with which he advanced, yet all
encouraged the thoroughness of his military
education. He was compelled th work like
the rest of his comrades, equally subject to
military discipline. Early and late he was
with his regiment, ordered about as an ordi-

Judge Thurman and Mr. Conkling were
great friends. They used to go up to the Hot
Springs in Virginiafor their rheumatism when
both were in the Senate, and enjoy themselves
hugely. Judge Thurman would often say
“Conkling is mighty good company when he
chooses.” A scene once occurred between
them in the Senate that is perhaps ihe most
graphic and graceful instance of the retort
courteous on record. It isn’t a new story by
any means, hut it is true, and it is a first rate
story, too. Mr. Conkling was one day making
a speech, during which he repeatedly turned
to -ledge Thurman and addressed remarks to
him. They were not always of a very grati-
fying nature, and Judge Thurman., who is a
peppery old gentleman, at last lost his temper.

“Does the Senator from New York,” he
roared, “expect me to answer him every time
he turns to me?”

For a moment Mr. Conkling hesitated, and
everybody expected a terrific explosion.
Then, with an air of exquisite courtesy, he
replied:

“When I speak of the law I turn to the
Senator from Ohio as the Musseiman turns
toward Mecca. 1 turn to him as Ido to the
English common law, as the world’s most
copious fountain of human jurisprudence.”

What a Manufacturer Says.

The Hon. D. J. Johnston is the superin-
tendent of the extensive hoisery mills known
as the Harmony Mills, of Cohoes, on the Mo-
hawk river, New York. He has recently
given his views to the press on the Mills hill,
and has been roundly abused and misrepre-
sented by the protectionist press. In reply
to the charge that he is a “free-trader,*’ he
says: “I am not a ‘free-trader,’ on the con-
trary, I am, and always have been a home
protectionist, and for this reason am in hearty
sympathy with the Mills bill, and I would be

. in favor of any tariff measure that gives 40 per
cent, protection.” He declares that “manu-
facturers who are opposing a revision of the
tariff, blind to the growing sentiment in its
favor, are making a great mistake, as they
will find when a measure of tariff reform is
passed, not by Republicans or Democrats,
but by tariff reformers, making the duty on
manufactured goods from 10 per cent, to 15
per cent, less than in the present bill.” He
then describes some of the work of the pres-
ent leaders of the Republican party, and
concludes: “Now, ifnot to follow such men
and adopt their measures is to be a Democrat,
then 1 accept the designation; but whether a
Democrat or a Republican, I am and intend
to be a very independent one, acting accord-
ing to my convictions.”
