The Land of Islands.

In a letter from Tokio, the Capital of
the new Japan, to the New York World,
Frank G. Carpenter says: Japan is a land
of islands, and the chain which coustitutes
it extends, says one authority, a distance
of 2000 miles. Most of these island are
small, but the country all told has cuough
territory for & big nation, and several of its
islands are larger than many of our Amer-
ican States. The island of Hondo, which
is the main part of the country, and the
one in which the big cities are located, has
25,000,000 population, and the area of
Japan all told is bigger than Italy, and you
could lose Prussia inside of it. All the
territory of Great Britain and Ireland are
not equal to Japan, and the State of New
York is only one third its size. The
country has to-day more people than we
had in IS70, and its popalation is about
equal to that of Great Britain and Ire
land

These islands run like a crescent, the
horns of which are pointed towards Asia.
There are 3500 of them, and the topmost
horn is formed by the island of Yeso
Yezo is the Alaska of Japan. It contains
one-fifth of the whole territory, and it is
peopled by savages who are hardly wore
advanced in civilization thas the Esqui
maux. These are the Ainos, who are sup-

wed by some to be the primitive Japanese.

here are only 17,000 of them They live
io huts, wear long hair and beards, and
have an entirely different civilization from
the rest of the country. They are small
d

the farmers, are rising in rank, and the al-
mighty dollar is beginning to have the
same power here that it has in America.
The old Japan divided the population
into five classes. At the top was the Mi-
kado, who was supposed to be descended
| from the gods and who ruled supreme.
| Under him came the Shogun, or comman-
der-in-chief of the imperial army, who for
| generations before the revolution had
| usurped the power of the Mikado and who
| held his court here at Tokio while he
| kept the Mikado as a figurehead 300 miles
away at Kioto. Under the Shogun served
the army which was made up of Daimios
and Samurai. The Daimios were Dukes
and the Samurai their retainers. They
lived i fine style here at Tokio and in the
country, and bad low one and two-story
palaces, with black and white checker-
board-walled houses, with heavy roofs runn-
ing aro:nd them, in which lived their sol-
diers.

Under them there were 80,000 families |

of Samurai, and the Samurai were, as a
rule, as dictatorial as the bad man from
Bitter Creck. Each of them carried two
big swords whenever he went out to walk
and they were not at all backward in us-
ingthem. The common people were afraid
of them and the farmers, tradesmen and
the mechanics trembled before them.
When the revolution came the Shogun was
put down, the Mikado was made the real
ruler of the country and the Dukes and
soldiers were forced to give up their swords
and their habitations. Many of them
were taken into the new government and
many of them are now engaged in trade.
Most of the Daimios were paid pensions in
lieu of their lands, and some of them, hav-
ing sold their rights, are among the poorest
of the poor in Japan to-day. The new
Japan aims to establish itself on the basis
of our and the European civilization. Itis
rapidly advancing and it is now a land of
post-offices, telegraphs and school

Shaving as an Art.
From the New York Sum

There are two superstitions yet foand
among barbers. Years ago barbers were
among the most superstitious of workmen.
If he cat a man on Monday, the barber
was sure he would cut seven men before
Sunday. If the first customer in the
morning complimented him, he would get
little but grambles and curses for the rest
of the day. If he dida't receive at least
one tip above the regular fees on Monday,
the week would be a bad one. These
beliefs are rapidly disappearing. There
are two curious faets about razors, though,
that still give rire to general superstitions,
and probably always will. It is noticed
that after long countinuous use it is difficult
to give a razor an edge. The knowing
hand will quietly lay it away with the
remark that the razor is “tired” and “needs
rest.”  After letting it “sleep” a few days
—that is, simply not using it, the razor is
found to be im good coodition. Few
barbers attempt to explain this. Bat the
explanation is simple. The edge of a razor
consists of a series of wicroscopic teeth.
Long continuous use wears these down,
despite stroppings, and it needs the oxida-
tion which time only can provide to bring
out again the microscopic roughness.
Another peculiarity of the razor is that,

The big cities of Japan are in the island
of Hondo, which lies soath of the Yeso,
and which is several hundreds of wmiles
long and at places 200 miles wide. Here
are the chief agricultural regions, the man-
ufscturing districts, and, in short, Japan.
Tokio itself has a million inhabitants and
it lies in the centre of the empire. [ts dis-
tances are wore magoificent than those of
Washiogton, and its size is about that of
Philadelphia. Three hundred miles west
of Tokiwo is Osaka, which has about as
many inhabitants as Chicago, and a very
foew miles off from this is Kiota, which
was formerly the capital of the empire, and
which boasts as wany people as Washing-
ton, Kansas City or Cleveland.

(Osaka is now the New York of Japan,
and Kiota, with its temples, may be called
the Mecea of the empire. Nagoya and
Kanazawa are cities each having over 100,-
000 population, and there arc a dozen other
cities in Japan each of which contains from
40,000 to 80,000 people.  There are count-
less villages and many small cities, and the
land of Japan has been a semi-civilized
country for centuries

Japan is a land of mountains and val-
leys, and it has as many different climates
as the United States. Sarrounded by the
sea, the air is ever full of moisture, and
even in winter the land is green. Itis a
land of flowers. 1 saw Camellia hedges
like trees near Yokohama. There are
acres and quarter sections of water aboat
Tokio covered with lotus flowers as big as
a round five-cent loat of American bread
and surrounded by green discs, each of
which is a8 big as a palm leaf fan. The
wisteria bere grows wild and Javan is the
land of the chrysanthemum. This flower
forms the crest of the Mikado, and the po
etic nature of the Japanese people isshown
in their love for flowers. They have their
flower shows three times a month, and
when the trees blossom the whole nation
goes wild. Flower peddlers are everywhere
and Tokio is a city of gardens.

The biggest mountain in Japan is Fug-
iyamr, an extinct volcano, whose small
summit is over 12,000 feet above the sea.
There are now over twenty active and hun-
dreds of dormant voleances in Japan, and
the land is one of earthquakes. Some per-
sons state that Tokio has an earthquake
every day of the year, but if so they are
imperceptible, for I have been here a month
and have noticed but one, which was only
a slight shiver of the earth, which passed

{away in a minute. One hundred and

eighty-five years ago an earthquake de-
| stroyed the whole of this city, and it is
said that in it 200,000 people lost their
{ lives. Tokio had an earthquake as far
| back as 1855, which cost the capital the
| lives of 104,000, and within five years of
| scientific observation, between 1872 and
| 1877, eighty-six earthquakes were noticed
| at Tokio.

Still the Japanese country in this part of

the island looks anything but volcanie. It
is made of beautiful patches of hill and

- | hollow cut into ficlds like a erazy quilt, and

with the various crops covering areas each
of which is not much larger than the floor
of a good sized room. Agriculturally the
people seem to work their ground as
though it was all garden,and I doubt
whether there is more thorough cultivation
anywhere. I am told that only two-tenths
of the area of the empire is cultivated, and
that much of the remainder contains valu-
able land. Colonization is new going on
in Yedo, and the experimental farms which
the goverment has instituted will show that
some lands which are not good for rice or
tea can be planted in other crops.

The Japan of the past was made up of
farmers and warriors, and in the Japan of
the present the farmer has not materially
changed. The advances have all been

made by the warrior class, and Japan is
governet{ The

used, it sometimes positively refuses to take
an edge when put on the hone in the morn-
ing. A few hours later it will take an
edge besutifully. This is due to the same
principle of exidation. Barbers will some-
times say a razor is “balky,” by which they
wean that it refuses to take an edge, al-
though not wade “tired” by long previous
work. Some razors, because of peculiari-
ties in the grades of steel, are more apt to
be “balky” than others.

“Do barbers allow superstitions to affect
their method of shaving?” was asked of a
Broadway veteran

“There is only one method of shaving,
said the barber; “there never has been but
one, and there mever will be more. The
barber rubs the lather into your stub unti
it clings to the face itself. To accomplish
this he has first sponged your face with
water to remove skin secretions. When
first put on the lather sticks on top of the
stub and does not touch the skin much.
Rubbing brings it into the skin. It
also softens the beard, and a barber
always lathers you before he strops his

razor, so as to give the lather time to get !

in its work. Then when he shaves you it

is always with the grain.

the direction the hair grows. If this rule

were not followed the toughest skin would, |

an hour later, show abrasions, and eruptions
would come. After the face is once shaved,
the barber shaves it again for closeness.
This second shave may safely be agniost
the grain.  Most faces can stand the second
shave aguinst the grain, but there are some
men with stiff beards, t0o, whose skin is so
tender that they can only be shaved one
way. The barber can never kunow positive-
ly from the appearance or touch of a skin
whether or not it can stand the second
shave. That is something the owner of
the face must discover by experience. So
when he shaves a stranger, unless be is
sure he has a tough skin, the barber asks,
after the first shave, if the man desires it
The razor is placed nearly flat with
the face. The free hand draws every bit of
skin tight before he shaves over it. Some
barbers pick up the skin between their
fiugers, others, merely press it tight.
Practically, though, every barber the world
over shaves the same way.

“He has no room, therefore, to bring in
superstitions, so bound is he by the recog-
nized principles of the art, except in such
little details as beginning the shave on the
right or left side of the face, shaving the
upper lip before or after the chin, and
other things of that kind. Every barber
has some little maxims of his own about
these unimportant items, and some believe
that bad luck attends the man who doesn’t
shave every face in precisely the same
manner regarding these little details.”

| How to Hold a Horse.
Country Gentleman.

If you have a horse that is hard in the
mouth, or takes the bit in his back teeth
or grinders and holds it so you cannot
control him, you will find the following
contrivance just the thing you mneed:
After you have your horse harnessed and
checked up, take a strap long enoug
reach overfthe top of the horse's he
come down on each side through th
of the bit. Have a small ring fastened
each end of this strap, and put the ends of
the strap through the rings of the bit from
the inside to the out. Then snap or
buckle your lines in these rings in the end
of this strap, and by pulling on your lines
you will find that you can pull the bit out
of the horse’s teeth up in his mouth, and
by this means hold the hardest mouthed
horse in the country. It is a good plan to
fasten the strap to the bridle on the top of
the horse’s head so that it can slip neither
way. Many runaways and accidents may
be avoided by this simple device,
