i A Proposal for a Recognition of the lOOtl
*

Anniversary

Tuesday, April 30th, is the one hundredth
anniversary of the first inaugural of George
Washington as the first President of the

1 United States. The occasion is to be cele-
brated with great pomp and ceremony in New
York, whore Gen. Washington took the oath

of office. In various parts of the country the
day will be duly observed. Westminster, and
Carroll county, it is hoped, is not without
patriotism, and the Advocate suggests that
some recognition of the day be made by our
citizens.
