|BROKEN OCEAN CABLES.

Searching For Broken Ends in Mid-Ocean.

Frem the New York World, Sept. 24, 1891,

The Gonld or Western nion cables, ex-
tending from Ireland to Nova Scotia, are
both broken. They have parted somewhere
in the depths of midocean, and some time
next month what is known as x cable
steamer will steam out to the location on the
surface of the mighty deep, somewhere be-
neath which the rupture has oceurred, will
haul up the broken ends, splice the four ends
into two cables once more, and electrical
communication between the two countries
over these lines will be restored. Then the
cable steamer will leave the spot, unmarked
in all that vast area of water, save by ref-
| erence to the stars above and to the sun, and
{ will sail back to the port where she belongs.
| These two" Gould cables, it may be ex-
plained, are two of the seven cables com-
prising what is-known as the Cable Pool.
Of the remaining five cables four are owned
by the Anglo-American Company, whose
headquarters and whose offices are in En-
gland, and the fifth cable is the Direct Ca-
ble, also owned by Englishmen. These
seven cables, the property of three compa-
nies, pool their earnings under a contract
which has been in existence for several
years and divide them according to certain
| percentages which were fixed at the time
{ of the contract. When oge, or even two,
{of the cables break, as is the case at pres-

HOW CABLES ARE BROKEN.

Outside of this, cables are frequently
damaged by the anchors of vesseles, fishing
vessels chiefly, which anchor for the pur-
pose of carrying on their fishing. Acei-
dents of this kind occur, of course, near the
shore or on the banks of Newfoundland.
The anchor becomes entangled with the
cable, and, rather than spend the time
necessary to get it free, the cable is dragged
up and cut and the vessel proceeds on its
way. Simply to avoid a little trouble the
the captain of a fishing vessel will put a
cable company in for thousands of dollars
of expense. The situation is recognized by
the cable companies, and th have a
standing offer to indemnify any vessel for
the loss of an anchor, and they pay out
large sums of money every year on this
score. It will be seen that there will be
no possibility of verifying such claims, and
the conmsequence is that false claims for
damage have undoubtedly been put in and
unserupulous eaptains have collected money
for anchors which were never lost.

Another source of trouble to the cables
are the iceborgs. These icebergs floating
down from the arctic seas frequently ex-
tend beneath the surface of the ocean for

DETERMINING POSITION OF THE BREAK.

The calculation
of the distance to the break made on this
side the Atlanctic can be checked and eon-
firmed by a similar calculation made on the
other side, although such a confirmation is
scarcely necessary. After having found out
how far from land the break is,the only other
thing the captain or navigator of the cahle
| steamer wants to know is in what direction
| that distance is to be traveled; and as the
l course of the cable is perfectly well known
from the fact that when the cable was laid |
accurate observations were taken by the
cable layers, and records made, the cable
steamer starting out to do the repairs can
steam directly over the spot where the
break is located,

OFf eourse when this statement is male
it is not at all meant that the location can
be determined within a few inches or a few
feet, but it can be determined within a
very limited area, so that the grappling for
the ends of the cable does not usually extend
in good weather over a period greater than
two o three days, and sometimes does nat
last even so long as that.

GRAPPLING.

| The grappling irons arve immense affairs,
attached themselves to cables manipulated
from the deck of the steamer, and are
| plunged downward and dragged over the
bottom of the ocean. When the eable is |
finally grappled the fact is made clear at |
the. stemmer end of the line by reason of
the strain to which the grappling iron is
subjected, precisely as a fisherman knows |
that he has a fish on his hook by the in- |
creased tautness of the line. The only |
difference is that in the case of the grap- 1
pling iron the strain is revealed by an in-
strament on board the steamer known as a
dynamometer. When this instrument re-
veals the presance of such a strain as the
grappling of the cable would bring about,
the iron is hauled up with the cable at the
end of it,

The repairers always caleulate to grap-
ple the cable about ten miles away from
the point at which the break has becurred.
If the irons grappled the cable too near
the end, the cable would slip awsy long
before it reached the deck of the steamer.
In some instance na break has ocourred at
all, and electrical communication has been
interrupted perhaps by the destruction of
the insnlnmﬁovering of the cable, or by
some defect of a similar character, so that

| very short distance. Perhaps the bottom

There are stories of cables having been
injured by whales and other monsters of
the deep, but these interesting tales are to
be taken with a good deal of allowance.
One tale is to the effeet, and it is a tale in
more senses than one, that when a faulty
cable was once dragged on deck the decom-
posed body of a whale was found within
the twisted and convoluted cable, and
electrical communication had been inter-
rupted because the cable had got around
the whale and the whale had got around
the cable. This Munchausen story may
be true, but it cannot be verified. Another
fairy tale, which has attained limited circn-
lation, is that a mid-ocean cable
ed by a sword-fish, the sword-fish laborin
possibly under the impression that the
cable was an elongated eel, and the result
of the attack was that the cuable was peeled
of its outer covering, and the bare wires
were left to the merey of the immediate
and watery surroundings.

BREAKS DISCOUNTED IN ADVANCE.

All the cable companies regard cable

for it. Indeed, all the companies put
away so many thousand dollars every y

Of course the cost of repairing a cable
is very considerable.

two weeks to a month, some idea of the

Daring the March blizzard and at various
other times when the land wires have been
interfered with by storms, the Commercial
Cablo people, with a cable to Manhattan
Beach, have been able to maintain uninter-
rapted communication with the other side,
and in got cable busi at
these times which wounld otherwise have
gone to the cable pool. Possibly when the
cable pool resumed business all of that =
patronage did not return to it, as it is the
