A SEVERE HURRICANE.

The storm of Sunday aud Sunday night was
I wide-spread, extending front Michigan to the

Atlantic Ocean. While not over 50 miles
wide on an average, and passing over many '
towns, cities and village#, yet the destruction j

| was very great in many places, and several;
lives were lost. The greatest loss was in
stopping railroad traffic.

In parts of Ohio, Pennsylvania. New Jer- .
sey. Sew York and New England States
there was a snow fall of front t*to ib inches,

which the wind packed in the cuts aud low
places. At times the lightning was blinding,
the roar of the thunder terrifying and the

¦ wind from So to *¦*' miles an hour. Trains of

cars were blown from the tracks, headlights
of engines smashed in, and tbe employees
compelled to find shelter wherever they eontd
or abandon the trains.

In New York city and Brooklyn many

bouses were unroofed aud several rows of
buildings demolished, the streets swept
clean, many persons were thrown violently to

Feb. 2i.—General
Beauregard died at 10.SO to-night ol heart
failure.

Pierre Gustave Tontant Beauregard was

born near New Orleans on May 28, of
French descent. He was educated at West
Point MilitaryAcademy, which he left in 1838
to take a com mission in the artillery service.
He was distinguished in the Mexican War at

Vera Crux and Ccrro Gordo, and was twice
wounded.

la 1853 he was placed in charge of the de-
fenses of Louisiana, ami in 1861 appointed
superintendent of West Poict Academy. He
held this position a few days only, and resign-
ed from the United States Army on February

I 20, 18$ 1, taking a commission as brindier-
general in the Confederate Army. He was
in command of the Confederates at the bom-
bardment of Fort Sumter in April, 1861- He
also commanded at Bull Run in the same
year, defeating General McDowell's forces,

and was promoted to the grade of general.
In 1562 he look command of the Army of

the Mississippi, carried on successful o|>era-
tions against General Grant in April, and on i
the death of General Johnston assumed chief.
