| A CYCLONE IN CARROLL.
WESTMINSTER VISITED BY A HAVOC-
STORM.

A storm of cyclonie force passed over this
city Jast Sunday night. ‘The wind blew from
the south all day and quickened about sunset.
It increased continuously, until about 9
o'clock, when it veered to the southwest, the
west and finally to the northwest. When the
wind veered there was some lightning and
thunder, rain, hail and blinding snow.

The wind reached its greatest velocity be-
tween 9 and 10, and this was when consider-
able bavoe was wrought. Houses rocked on
their foundations, outbuildings were com-
pletely wrecked, roofs torn from buildings
and carried away, a church steeple blown
down and minor dnm:gc done. On_Belle
Grove Square, one of the highest and most
exposed points, the greatest ruin was wrought.

At the beginning of the storm the root of
the brick dwelling of Themas Bankard was
blown off. Thetin wasrolled nr and carried
100 yards across the square, while the timbers
were d about, & iderabls rt of
them being hurled on the roof of St. Paul's
Reformed Church, tearing holes in the roof.
The chimuey fell in, breaking a large hele
through the ceiling. The upper story had
recently been repapered, and where the ceil-
ing was broken a new carpet had been put
down three or four days previous.

Next door to Mr. Bankard's the out-build- |
ings on the premises of Jacob Eader were |
wrecked and the chimney of the back build-
ing carried away.

The force of the wind increased and about
9.30 o’clock the steeple of St. Paul’s Reformed |
Church on the Square was blown down. It
fell in the vacant lot adjoining, ..here a par- |
sonage is to be built.

One square away, on Liberty street, part of
the second story of the brick cooper shop of
the flouring mills of W. 8. Myer & Brother
was blown in and the roof wrecked. Just
across the railroad on_Green street the front

& Co., was blown away. The rest of the |
building was not damaged, and the gable was |
carried away as throngh it had been taken |
down carefully by carpenters. Nearby the
wind punp of Edward Lynch had its paddles
earried away and a chimney on the back build-
ing of Mr. Lynch's residence toppled.

At William A. Cunningham’s, at the ex- |
treme west end, a wind pump and barn were |
blown down and several other buildings were
crashed, a horse injured. His damage will
be about $1000 or $1200.

At Western Maryland College, also at the
West End, the roof of Smith Hall was blown
off and u small part of the brick work followed
it. Itisthe part of the college where the |
girls' dormitories are, but the destruetion was |
so quickly over that there was not much of a |
panic among the students. Two of the stud- |
ents were slightly injured by fulling debris.
The girls are provided for in another part of
the building. Smith Hall is 105x40 feet, and
the damage amounts to about $2000. |

Near Mr. Cunningham’s the stable of Lewis |
Little was wrecked. On West Main street |
the residence of the late Judge Isaac C. Baile |
was party unroofed and the roof carried nto |
an adjoining yard. Mre, Baile wasasleepand |
did not know of her misfortune until Monday |
morning.

Near the east end of Westminster the barn |
of Frank Wampler was wrecked. All through |
the city chimneys were toppled over, shutters |
torn off, trees twisted and torn and signs and |
awnings smashed.
