DEATH OF COL. MAULSBY.

Action of the Bar on the Death of the Distin-
guished Lawyer.

: The circuit court on Tuesday afternoon took
action on the death of Col. Win. P. Muulsbv,
the oldest member of the bar and a distinguish-
ed lawyer and citizen, who died at his resi-
dence in this city on Octolier 3, 1894. The
day after the bar of the circuit court met and
appointed a committee, consisting of Joseph
M. Parke, D. N. Henning and Jas. A. C.
Bond, to draft a report on his death to lie
presented to the court at the Novemlier term.

On Tuesday Mr. Parke, on behalf of the
committee, presented the following :

TKIBVTE OK RESPECT.

The death of so eminent a man. so distinguished
a lawyer as the late Col. Win. I*. Maulsby, who died
at his residence in Westminster, Md., October :!d,
1894. demands from us some especial notice.

He was the last survivor of the members of the
Bar of the Circuit Court for Carroll county at Its or-
ganization in 1837. Though then quite a young
man, he assumed at once a leading position at the
Bar. and so continued during his life, both in our
county and State. Heaeted as Stale’s Attorney dur-
ing the early years of Carroll county: and for some
time, whilst temporarily residing InFrederick, Md.,
tilled the position of Chief Judge of the Circuit
Court, and Associate Judge of the Court of Appeals
ol Maryland. He tilled all positions with ability,
dignity and impartiality. He was an ardent lover
of biscountry, and took a leading part in public
atliiirs, both Stale and National. He was the lirsl
.State Senator elected in Carroll county, and repre-
sented our county in the State Legislature in that
capacity for six years.

During the lute Civil War he espoused the Union
cause, and served with distinctionduring the war
as Colonel of the First Regiment of the Maryland
Home Brigade, and saw much service in Maryland,
along the Potomac in Virginia,and at the battle of
Gettysburg in Pennsylvania.

He was a man of strong passions, feelings and
sentiments, such us heroes and leaders should have,
whether in military, civil or ecclesiastical life. He
was firmami outspoken on all occasions against
what he conceived to be wrong; but his resent-
ments. often strong, were not lasting, and his pre-
dominent disposition was to lie kind, generous,
sociable and charitable.

From his youth he was attached to his chufch.
and he was one of the founders of the Ascension P.
E. Church of Westminster, Md. At the celebration
ofthe fiftieth anniversary of that church, held a few
months ago. he was the historian of the church, ami
that was his lust public address. Atits close he re-
ferred in feeling terms of the last surviving found-
ers of the church, alluding to himself last, us one of
the three, in a verymodest and unpretentious man-

ner, and closed with the words—“ God have mercy.”
In that hopeful prayer we can all join, for all

have need of it.
He is gone where we must all go. His venerable

form we shall have no more, but we can cherish his
memoir* and profit by the lessons of his life.
