The grand jurors having finished the duties
imposed upon them beg leave to submit to
your Honors their report;

Allthe constables of the county have ap- ]
jjeared before us, and report a quiet and law-
abiding spirit prevailing throughout the county.

We have hail liefore us 108 witnesses: we
have made 14 presentments. We have en-

deavored to obtain evidence whereby we i
might have contributed to the eradication of

the evils of gambling and drinking which we i
were told prevailed extensively among the
young men, hut have failed to secure any testi-
mony upon which an indictment could reason- j
ably l>e based. Public sentiment must be
aroused to an extent that those who know of
the existence of these evils are willing to assist
in punishment of those encouraging them to

the extent of willingly and voluntarily fur-
nishing the evidence upon which they may be
presented. Without this assistance the grand
jury is, and always will he. powerless.

The “Slot Machines" that were suddenij'
introduced extensively in the county have as

suddenly been removed. Believing most of
those in whose places they were placed were
not aware that they were unlawful, we have
deemed it prudent to make no presentments
in reference to them. Should an effort lie
made to reintroduce them we trust the proper
authorities will promptly suppress them.

A committee of the jury visited the Alms
House and found it in excellent condition as

to cleanliness and the general comfort of the
inmates, except that the space alloted to the
males is scarcely adequate to their, comfort,

especially in cases of sickness, and we recoin- j
mend the enlargement of the men’s building.
Some repairs are needed to the main building
which we feel assured willbe properly attended
to bv the commissioners at the right time.

We also visited the Jail and found Ihe prop-
erty in a safe and cleanly condition and jonnd
nothing to criticise or condemn.

We have learned that the condition of the
Flint Mills at Hood’s Mills has not been im-
proved and that the operatives’ health and
lives are still jeopardized. We have failed to
make any presentments only liecaip*e the
