In
a series of preambles and resolutions they
state that the county is now the refage of
gamblers, driven by wholesome laws from
other states; that their presence is corrupting
to both old and young, leading them from the
ways of industry and thrift to fellow these
evil-doers; that not only is the gambling habit
growing upon the people, but that the leading
astray of young girls is frightfully prevalent,
and thst vile protanity on the streets, in the
cars and everywhere is degrading and intol-
erable. They appeal to the moral sense of
the people of the state to unite with them,
and act by securing nominees for the Legis-
lature of men who can be relied upon to abate
the evil by the enactment of laws to prevent
race track gambling.

An attempt to pass such a law was made in
the last Legislature, but the gambling influ-
ence was powerful enough to defeat it, and
the effort will be renewed next winter.
