J>ROOLAMATION.
Whereas at the January session in the year

eighteen hundred and ninety-six of the Gen-
eral Assemby of Maryland a bill was passed
proposing an amendment to the Constitution
of the Slate bv adding an additional section
to Article fifteen thereof, to be known as
Section eleven of said Article, which said bill
and amendment are in the words following,
to wit :

Chapter 459.

Ak Act to amend the Constitution of the
State by adding an additional Section to Ar-
ticle fifteen thereof, to be known as Section
eleven of said Article.

Section J. Be itEnacted bv the Gen krai.

Assembly of Maryland, (three fifths of all
the members of the House concurring.) That
the following additional section he, and the
same hereby is, proposed as an amendmenf
to the Constitution of this State; and, it
adopted by the legal and qualified voters
thereof as herein provided, it shall stand and
be known as Section eleven, of Article fifteen
of said Constitution :

11. Appointments in the Civil service of
the Slate, in the municipalities and counties
of the State, shall be made according to merit
and fitness, to be ascertained as far as practi-
cable by examination, which shall be com-

petitive, except appointments which are sub-
ject to confirmation by the Senate, and the
General Assembly shall pass all such laws as
may be necessary more fully to carry into
effect the provisions of this section.

Section 2. And be it Further Enacted
by the Authority Aforesaid, That the
foregoing section, hereby proposed as an

amendment to the Constitution of this State
shall be, at the next general election held in
this Slate, submitted to the legal aad qualified
voters thereof for their adoption or rejection,
in pursuance of the directions contained in
Article fourteen of the Constitutuion of this
State and at the said general election the vote
on said proposed amendment to the Constitu-
tion shall be by ballot, and upon each ballot
used at said election shall be printed, after the
lists of candidates, the question concerning
the adoption or rejection of said proposed
constitutional amendment, so that each voter

at such election can designate thereon in the
manner prescribed by law, whether his vote

is “For the Constitutional Amendment,” or
“Against the Constitutional Amendment’ - as

he shall elect, and immediately after said
election due return shall be made to the Gov-
ernor of the State of the vote for and against
said proposed amendment, as directed by said
fourteenth article of the Constitution.

Approved, Auril 4th, 1896.

Now Thhbefore, I, Lloyd Lowndes,
Governor of the State of Maryland, in pur-
suance of the provisions of Section one of
Article fourteen of the Constitution of the
State, do hereby order and direct that a copy
of said bill proposing said constitutional
amendment be published in at least two news-
papers in each county, where so many may
be published, and where not more than one
may be published, then in that newspaper,
and in three newspapers in the City of Balti-
more, one of which shall be in the German
language, once a week for at least three
months preceding the next ensuing general
election, (which said general election will be
held on Tuesday, the Second day of Novem-
ber, eighteen hundred and ninety-seven,) at
which election the said proposed amendment
shall be submitted, it; the form and mauner
prescribed by the Genera! Assembly, to the
qualified voters of the State for adoption or
rejection.

OFFICIAL CORRUPTION.
How the State-Tobacco Ware-

houses are Conducted.

60 Useless Employes and 20

Fictitious Names on the
Pay Rolls.

STORY OF MISSING TOBACCO
AND HOW THE OWNER

WAS REPAID.

During the long period of Democratic
control in Maryland, the tobacco ware-

houses, one of the peculiar institutions of
the .State, were conducted in so practical
and business-like a manner that consid-

erable revenue accrued from the fees every
year and was turned over to the State

Comptroller.
Scrupulous care was observed in the

inspection of tobacco sent up to the ware-

house from the tobacco growing counties,
and exact justice invariably characterized
the management of the financial end of
the institution as - long as it remained
under the control of the Democratic party.
Never were there any scandals under the

old regime.
Its annual contributions to the State

needs were significant testimonials to the
honeslry and worth of the Democratic ap-

pointees, and, in view of the present con-
ditions and corrupt practices precipitated
by the passing of the management of af-
fairs into Republican hands, they appear
to be remarkable tributes of Democratic
worth. These officials were subjected to

precisely the same temptations and de-

sires, as their Republican successors, and,
if their abstenence from misappropriation
of the public money does not indicate the
moral superiority of the Democratic official

to the Republican, it at least strengthens
the belief that the money of the State is
more likely to reach its proper destination
by passing through Democratic hands than
by its present medium, the puppets of a

Southern Maryland • ‘statesman >.f Re-
publican persuasion.

On the assumption of control by the
Republicans, Governor Lowndes turned
over the tobacco warehouses, prizes which

Southern Maryland Republicans had long
been eyeing greedily, to Congressman
Sydney K. Mudd, then Speaker of the
House of Delegates. Mr. Mudd had been
of material assistance in bringing about
the election of George L. Wellington as

United States Senator, and. although it
was generally suspected that he had been

as materially rewarded for his “services"
as the most exacting politician could de-
mand.

*

the Governor felt compelled to

throw further favors in his way by ap-

pointing men to the warehouses at Mudd’s

suggestion, or practically at bis dictation.
The Governor had no knowledge whatever

as to the character or fitness of the ap-

pointees. Mudd knew them, however—-
he knew them thoroughly. He was to be
his party's candidate for Congress from

that district, and, although eminently
better able to enter the light for the nomi-
nation on retiring from the Speakership
than when he appeared at Annapolis in
rather indigent circumstances, he did not

propose to leave any stone unturned, and
the tobacco warehouses became practically
a club to hammer out the advancement .(

the Sydney E. Mudd congressional boom.
The conspiracy worked like a charm,

the hope of obtaining a place on the ware-

house pay roll was more than sufficient to
keep the floating Southern Maryland vote

in line, and, on the day the Fifth District
Republican Convention met, the “Hon.
Mr, Mudd was nominated, and an addi-

tional reason for the existence of the ware
houses was recorded.

After his nomination, the candidate felt
the need of money.—an emotion peculi-
arly strong in Republican statesmen from
his section of the state, where the pros-

perity of the Republican voters usually in-
creases as election day approaches and cul-
minates on that day. Mr. Mudd has

never been noted for heavy personal con-

tributions to campaign funds. He is
rarely, however, unnerved at the n.se of

money in politics—unless it be his own—-

and consequently, the employees at the

warehouses from the chiefs down, were
“invited’’ to contribute a portion of their

salaries to farther the Mudd campaign for

Congress.
These “contributions.” itshould be ex-

plained, were to be “voluntary, and in

view of the complete and perfect under
standing on this point, it is difficult to con-

ceive why* the impression got abroad that

those who should neglect to avail them-
selves of the privilege should he relieved

ot their places. It is a satisfaction to

state that the employees, with remarkable
unanimity, responded to the invitation at

once and put up their cash.
After the election, last year, the report got

abroad that affairs were not going on among
the followers of Congressman Mudd—or to

be more explicit the officials at the ware-

houses—as might be desired.
There was no surplus as had been the

case “under Democratic misrule" and

some carping critics were so unkind as to

suggest that the high price of votes in the
past election might have something to do
with its absence.

The dissatisfaction among those whose
business relations brought them into con

tact with Mudd’s officials grew, and so

great became the suspicion the Governor

suddenly removed Inspector Naylor, of

Charles county, and later on Inspector
DuVal, of Prince George s, conspicuous
Mudd lieutenants, and determined to have
the condition of affairs subjected to a

thorough investigation.
Col. John A. Tompkins, the well known

expert accountant, s|enl two months in
going through the hooks. The accounts
were found to be “in a disgraceful con-

dition.’’ Absolutely no effort at order or

system had been observed. Col, Tomp-
kins was compelled to wade through a

veritable labyrith of crooked ink, and the
result was sufficient not only to show the
complete unfitness of the horde of Mudd-
Lowndes appointees, but to prove that the
dishonesty and corruption alleged against
them had failed completely to measure up
to the real situation.

The pay rolls were found to Ite padded,
not only with names of those who never

performed a stroke of work at the ware-
houses, but even with names of fictitious

personages. .Some of those named in the

pay rolls—not the mere creatures of political
fancy, but real flesh and blood Republi-
cans, capable of turning so many votes
apiece—had never seen the warehouses,
and did not even come up for their salaries.
Instead of this they had their checks
mailed to them with agreeable regularity'—
about as fair an illustration of calm and
sublime impudence as might be cited.

As an example of the self-indulgent
mode of work under the Mudd-Lowndes
machine, the experience of a tobacco
grower from one of the counties may be
mentioned. This gentleman sent some to-
bacco on for inspection, and after waiting
a reasonable time for some reply or action
from the authorities, he came on himself
to investigate. He found that the official;
knew absolutely nothing about his tobacco,

beyond the fact of its reception. It had
disappeared, and was not to be accounted
for. The officials were called on to make
good the loss, which they preceded to do in
a manner peculiar to themselves. The
owner of the missing tobacco was put on
the pay roll and continued to receive checks
on the State Treasury until his loss was
made good.

Another discovery of Col. Tompkins
was that several checks had been made out

to Southern Marylanders who had not the
slightest identification with the institution.
Conspicuous among these was a cheek
made out to Sydney E. Mudd. Just why
Mr. Mudd should have been paid out of
the funds of the warehouse, and what ser-

vices he could have rendered to warrent

such payment, was a question which has
puzzled those who learned ofthis disclosure.
This lack of positive information on such
an interesting subject led to numberless
conjectures, many of which did not reflect
favorably on the distinguished subject, but
Mr. Mudd himself has set all doubt at rest

by stating that the one of the
“voluntary” campaign contributions he re-

ceived, and that inadvertently the public
money had been used, but that the loss
had been immediately made good. This
explanation is reassuring and should set all
anxiety(?) at rest.

The contrast between this institution
under Democratic control and Republican
mismanagement will at once appeal to the
intelligent voter, and all Marylanders who
have the interests of the state at heart and
who wish her institutions to be worthy of
pride and respect will hang their heads in
shame at the disclosure of Republican
license and thievery shown by Col. Tomp-
kins’ examination.

Another result of Col. Tompkins’ inves-
tigation showed that 60 men were on the
pay rolls who had no right to be there, and
Secretary of State Dallam says that of
these at least 20 were fictitious and that
no such men existed except in the imagi-
nation of the scheming politicians who had
them placed there. Who got the money
on these fictitious names Col. Tompkins
is now trying to find out. but up to the
present time with poor success, The men

i who were caught red-handed in perpetrat-
ing these frauds and outrages on the peo-
ple of the state are attempting to brazen
the whole thing out, and, while they do
not deny the accusations against them,

they refuse to explain them.
Readers should remember that all the

above statements have been made as a

result of an investigation ordered by an

executive who appointed the guilty men to

office and placed them in charge of valua-
ble state interests without knowing any-
thing about their fitness or honesty. The
men were admitedly appointed in fulfil
ment of a deal to get votes for George L.
Wellington as U. S. Senator and no other
reason was ever given for their appoint
ment. The man who made the investiga-

| tion. Col. John A. Tompkins, is a Repub-
; lican and is one of the ablest and best-
known expert accountants in Baltimore.

The facts above set forth are only a part
of the report he expects to make, for he
has not yet completed the investigation.
Governor Lowndes himself has given the
whole disgraceful business to the public
without any concealment, and is being
roundly abused for allowing the dirty linen
of his party to be exposed to the popular
gaze.

EUROPE’S IMMENSE SHORTAGE.

Needs Millions of Bushels of Wheat.
Rye and Potatoes.

European advices of the American

Agriculturist, New York, show a shortage
this year in European crops, as compared
with average crops, as follows: Wheat.
800.000,000 bushels; rye, 325,000,000
bushels; potatoes. 1.000,000,000 bushels.

The heaviest {shortage in rye is in the
countries of largest production—Russia,
Germany, Austria and France. In these
countries also is the heaviest decline in
potatoes. The seriousness of the situation
in Europe is apparent from these figures,
and the known fact that rye, far more
than wheat, is depended upon as a bread-
stuff by the European masses. No part

ofthe world, apparently, has a consider-
able surplus of cereals except the United

States and Canada.
WK can't SI¦ I*l*l,VPOTATOES.

The potato crop in these foreign coun-

tries is found to be about 25 per cent, less
than last year, and may he still smaller.
The United States has no jiotatoes for ex-

port; but if prices go high enough the

United States can spare 240,000,000
bushels of wheat, 300.000,000 bushels of
corn, 100,000,000 bushels of oats, and

10.000. bushels of rye—a total of

650.000. bushels.
This will he the biggest export ever

made of American grain. It is just about
enough to offset Europe’s needs of wheal
and rye. but where is she to find a sub-
stitute for her enormous shortage iu po-
tatoes? Must she not take every bushel
of feed stuff’s that America can spare?

FORMER HEAVY EXPORTS.

In the twelve months ended on June
30, 1892. following Europe’s short crops
of 1891, the foreigners bought from the

United Stales flour and wheat amounting
to 225,000,000 bushels, at an average ex-

port price above SI a bushel; of corn,

177.000. bushels, at an average value
of over 55 cents a bushel; of rye, more

than 12,000,000 bushels, at an average
of 95 cents a bushel.
FARMERS HOLDING FOR HIGH PRICES.

A canvass of (he farmers in the centres

of commercial production has shown that
the fanners arc very firm holders. They
think that they control the situation, and
say they want to net at their local shipping
stations for wheat and rye and jiotatoes, 81
a bushel; corn, 30 cents; oats, 25 cents;

hay. 812 and sls;cotton, 9and 10 cents;
tobacco, 50 to 150 jier cent, above last

year’s sales.
