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The floral committee, which rejected the
emblem, has prepared an explanation of
the incident, which says :

“‘In first accepting the wreath, the chair-
man of the committee did not know what
entered into the formation of the emblem.
When it was learned that the design con-
tained the emblem of the American flag
supported by an arm clothed in the Con-
federate gray, with an arm clothed in blue
beneath it, many members of the Grand
Army of the Republic entered their pro-
tests against placing the emblem upon the
wound and it was rejected.”’
