The dwelling house of Henry Rife, a

Nearly
every farmer in Conewago township has
suffered recently from raids on his chicken
coop, and they believe an organized gang
Ls operating in the neigh borhood.

Unless the snow in the Rocky Mountain
region melts gradually the indications are

for the worst flood in the great Mississippi
Valley that has occurred for years. The
snow fall the past winter was heavier than
for 50 years. On June 1 the report - from
YVestern weather bureaus indicate that
there is sufficient snow in the mountains to

set a new high-water mark from the head
waters of the Missouri and its mountain
tributaries even down to New Orleans and
the gulf. Pioneers of the Rocky Moun-
tains prophesy dire things to the people
who live along the lower waters of the Mis-
souri, the Platte, the Askansas and Mis-
sissippi rivers. They -ay the most de-
structive floods of the century may reason-

ably be expected this summer. This cover

of snow extends from the head waters of
the Missouri and its mountain tributaries.
down even beyond the source of the Ar-
kansas. For hundreds of miles the snow

is believed to range in depth from 5 to

more than 100 feet. Boreas, Colorado,
the highest postoffice town in the United
States, is buried perhaps 50 feet under
snow banks. Here, as iu many other
mountain towns, the people have tunneled
from door to door, and thus made life
somewhat tolerable. To these people pro-
visions have been carried largely on -now-

shoes, the eatables being let down through

shafts or tunnels in the snow to the people
below. Uncle Sam’s mail, excepting papers
and second-class matter, has been delivered
for months on snowshoes, and intermit-
tently at that. This, however, is not an

exceptional state of affairs, for nearly every
winter the Government mails are carried on
snowshoes, especially in Egeria Park and
the Hahn’s Peak region.

A mild form of smallpox exists at the
Indian School at Carlisle, Pa. There are

several cases of varioloid quarantined in a

portion of the school hospital. Thomas
Marshall died recently from the disease,

which at the time was said to be black
measles. The infection was carried to him
in a letter from his home in Dakota, where
his brothers and sisters died from smallpox.

At Johnstown, Pa , the Cambria Steel

Company eclipsed all records Saturday
when it paid wages amounting to over

6191,000. The best previous record was

“Situation Most Serious.”

Brig. Gen. Charles King, who returned
to San Francisco from the Philippines on

the transport City of Puebla, last week,

owing to ill health, in an interview said :
The situation in the Philippines is most

serious. The people of those islands will
keep up it guerilla warfare, and there is no

telling when the hostilities will cease.

They retire to the fastness of their moun-

tain retreats when they are whipped and
hide in the jungles. Subsisting on prac-
tically nothing, they have no fixed base of
supplies. Itwill necessitate a large force
of men to subjugate them completely.
Their entrenchments were works of mili-
tary engineering and construction, equal
to the best that the most civilized military
nations have produced. Under the Span-
ish regime the Filipino learned something
of war, and we are receiving evidence of
this every day.

PACIFIC ISLANDS CEDED TO

GERMANY.

Spain Clives I p the Bast ol Her Possessions
in the Far East—Announcement Made to

the Cortes—Useless for Spain to Retain
Such Minor Appanages —Coaling Stations
to be Reserved for the Spaniards.

Madrid, June 2. — The Queen Regent
opened the Cortes today with the usual
ceremonial, and in the speech from the
throne announced that the Marianne,
Caroline and Palaos Islands were ceded to

Germany by the late Spanish Cabinet.
During the course of the speech her

Majesty said :
‘ At the opening of the Cortes all the

sorrows which have wrenched our hearts
through the disasters which have visited
our country arc reawakened. Y\ e must

preserve sadness in order to derive expe-
rience therefrom, but the woes ot our

country are of such a nature that reticence
and silence avail better than complaints.

"When peace with the 1 nited States

was concluded Parliamentary troubles
caused a change of Cabinet, and the pres-
ent Cabinet was formed. I nderthe t on-

stitution it belonged to mo to ratify the
treaty by laying it before the Chamber.
There remained under our control the
Carolines, Palaos and most ol the Marianne
Islands. Hut the former Cabinet bej
leived it useless tor Spain to retain such
minor appanages of our ancient importance,
and signed with the German Emperor a

convention offering to i-ede the-e territorie-
under the law which will he submitted
immediately to the Chamber.

¦¦Our foreign relations are cordial and
friendly. Me specially owe to the Pope
recognition of the many time- he has given
us hi- moral support.
