The crabbing interests - t Cambridge

Dorchester county, says the Democrat and
News, are more extensive and valuable
than many imagine them to be. There Is
a small army of crabbers here, and the
daily catch of each is said to be from GOO
to 1,000. These are sold at 30 cents pier
hundred, so that fair daily wages are

made. Most of these crabs are shipipied in
the shell to points north, but a few are

cooked and picked up and put on the mar-

ket as “crab meat,” for which, we are 1
told, there is a good demand. In the
Choptank the crabs are caught with a trawl i
line and no scrapes are used. The crab-
bing industry at Oxford, it is rejiorted, is
more extensive than that of Cambridge.

A letter from Middletown, Md., July
14, says : “Afierce storm of wind and i
rain swept over this valley about 2 o’clock
yesterday afternoon. Many trees wen-

destroyed, coni was blown down and brok- {
en off and other damage was done.
Southwest of town, along the foot of South
Mountain, hail fell heavily, and the corn
was in some instances cut to pieces. Mr.

Between Middletown and Broad Run the
road was blocked with fallen trees. Six fine
large trees were blown down in Mrs. Lewis ,
Young’s picnic woods, west of town. Mr.
Howard Beachley's orchard was nearly
destroyed. On the farm of Charles Dar- S
ner a self-binder in the field was carried
some distance by the wind and hurled
against a fence with such a force as to

smash the fence down. In many instances
large trees were twisted off as if they were
pipe stems. On the farm of Robert Ke-
fauver, south of town, a load of hay was

blown completely away, not a bit of it be-
ing found. On the farm of Martin Rems-
burg, south of town, a stack of wheat was

blown and scattered in every direction.and
a straw stack was picked up by the wind
and torn apart and carried away. An-
other letter on the 16th says : “The
heaviest rainstorm of the summer visited
this section last evening, when within a

fraction of one and a-half inches of water

fell in less than an hour. All the streams

were very high, and, iu some instances,
overflowed their banks and flooded the low-
lands. Fields, roads and gardens were

flooded and badly damaged. The corn

fields suffered heavily. The storm was

accompanied by lightning and thunder.' |
