LIME AS A FERTILIZER.

j Why it Should He Applied in the Fall Sea-
son—Combinations and Changes—Facts as
to the Part Performed by Lime in Supply-
ing Plant Foods and Rendering Them
Available for Crops.

From the Philadelphia tPa.) Record.
The fall is the best time for applying lime

on the soil, though some farmers use it early
in the spring. It does well when a green crop
has been plowed under and the lime broad-
casted over the surface of the land. Lime is
procured in two forms fur use on farms, that
from limestone being preferred, but lime made
by burning oyster shells is also excellent,
while wuoil ashes contain a large proportion,
the lime from stone being taken direct from a
mineral substance, the shell lime being a pro-
duct of shell lish, while that in ashes is pro-

duced through vegetable sources. In all
cases, however, the lime is the same, but in
variable quantities, according to the materials
from which il is derived, though stone lime
gives the most direct results. When lime-

stones or shells are burned there is a libera-
tion of carbonic acid, the substance being

I changed from carbonate of lime to lime; but

as lime has a tendency to revert to carbonate

i of lime it is disposed to lake carbonic acid
from the air or any substance containing it in

the soil. When slacked with water the result

I is hydrate of lime, and when air-slacked it
1 take- water from the atmosphere, becoming a

fine while powder, in which form it is used
on land. If the hydrate of lime is not imme-
diately applied, but remains long exposed to

the ai r. it unites with the carbonic acid ofthe
atmosphere and becomes carbonate ot lime
again, being then in the same condition as

before being burned. It has really returned
to limestone, only it is in the form ot a line

i jHiwder. and has then lost its power to exert
! immediate chemical effect. Lime should,
j therefore, be applied as soon as it is sufii

I cientiy air-slacked to become fine.

Lime is not classed among the fertilizers
which are quicklyavailable for plants. bile
ilenters into the composition of all plants, it

Millet for Late Pasturage- Girdling

of Grapes.

It is too fate to depend upon millet as a

i crop, but if a piece of land infested with

weeds is sown to the ordinary common millet
the iisuit will be that the millet will kill out

all other plants. One of the advantages of
millet which is sown at this season is that it
provides excellent green food or pasturage
tor all kinds of stock after grass becomes
scarce. As it grows so rapidly it keeps up

i almost an unlimited supply. One ot the uses
ot laic green tood is that the animals are pro-
vided lor st a season when they have difficulty

. . in securing a plentiful supply of grass, and the

I green food is valuable as much tor its aid iu

promoting digestion and supplying a variety as
iu ns value as a portion of the ration. It is
a rule of farmers to depend upon the pasture
as much as possible, hut after a dry summer

soaie pasture* become exhausted, and are also

injured bv l>eiug too closely cropped. As the
broadcasting of a field with millet or Hunga-
rian grass costs hut little, and the growth is

rapid, there is no crop that can be seeded
down in August that willgive better results

i as green food late in the year than they.
The old canes of raspberries and blackber-

ries are of no further use, having fulfilled their

mission, and should be removed late in the

fail and burned, as by so doing the borers will
also he destroyed, as well as the s;iores of the

1 i raspberry disease known as anlhracuose,
which gives so much difficulty to the growers
of raspberries. All refuse material between
the rows, sue ii as dead erahgrass. weeds, etc.,

should also he removed amt consigned to the
flames as a precaution against disease.

The girdling or ringing of grapevine* is
done to increase the size ot each cluster. It

1 is not extensively practiced, however.although
' some find the method profitable. The bark
j ls entirely removed below the fruit cluster
I about a month before the period of ripening,
! w hich hastens ripening a week or two in ad-

I vance and enl irges the bunch and berries.
| The sap ascends through the pores of the wood
j to sustain growth, but the elaborated sap de-

scends between the wood and the hark, and
1 j can go no lower than the point at which the

girdle is made, where it stops and is utilized
in feeding the grapes. Some injury is done
the vine below the girdle, and it may not pay
to girdle on an extensive scale.

Ifpure, unleached wood ashes could he ob-
tained plentifully, and at a moderate cost,
they would give perhaps more satisfactory re-
sells than the salts ofpotash, as the ashes con-
tain lime in its best form, ami serve well as a
precaution against the attacks of some kinds
of insects. They can he used without liability
or injury on all kinds of crops if broadcasted
over the soil, as many as 150 bushels per acre
not being considered excessive on certain
soils, and they make a better fertilizer lor

clover than barnyard manure. For fruit trees
ashes cannot he excelled.

Sassafras is one of the worst pests that can
find a hold on a field. Cut it down, or even
grub it up, and it will reappear almost unex-
pectedly. growing rapidly and taking posses-
sion of the land. There is a time when it can
be removed to the best advantage, however,
and that is by grubbing about the first of Sep-
tember, removing the roots and then clearing
off the field. Should any plants appear next

spring, go into the field and touch a little sul-
phuric acid on each —half a teaspoonfnl will

answer —and repeat should any shoots appear
later, first cutting off all plants that show above
ground. This is also an excellent method of
eradicating thistles and other weeds that are
difficult to remove.

Cottonseed meal is used by growers of cer-
tain kinds of tobacco in connection with sul-
phate of potash. It has been found that
muriate of potash is undesirable for the pur-

pose. Cottonseed meal, however,is not classed

among the available fertilizers for other crops
as it can be utilized better as food for stock,
the undigested or refuse portions going to the
land in the manure. As better results can be
obtained from cottonseed meal as food, it will
not enter largely into (he composition of fer-
tilizers owing to its cost. The same rule ap-
plies to bran, which is an excellent fertilizer,
but is preferred as stock food.

It is belter to collect all fallen fruit and feed
to the hogs than to have such remain on the
ground and lay the foundation for disease next
year. All apples that are unsuitable for
market should be disposed of in some manner,
as even the sound fruit under trees will in
time rot and contaminate the ground. Any
fruit that can be utilized should assist in the
production of vinegar or be evaporated for
winter use.

Ifsweet corn is grown itwill be a good plan
to save a few of the earliest and best ears for

seed. By careful selection every year the corn
will be earlier each succeeding spring, and if
quality, size and plumpness of grain is also
considered great improvement in the sweet
corn can be made.

The late weeds in the garden—those that
come in August and September—are the ones
that produce seed before the fact is noticed,
and thus stock the ground with weeds next
year. The garden is often neglected late in
summer, but it should be kept clear of weeds
until frost, and the result will be a great sav-
ingof labor in the growing ot small fruits and
vegetables, as most of the work required is
due to the weeds and grass which spring up
at alt times.

Farmers who receive circulars containing
offers of preservatives of milk and cream, or
of methods for doubling the amount ofbutler
from the milk, should consider such proposi-
tions very carefully. Butter is made from the
cream only, and the proportion of butler ob-
tained depends upon the amount of butter fat
inthe milk—the tat being in the cream. Il
is impossible to get something from nothing,
and any product devised by the use of special
agents is simply not butter, but coagulated
milk,the price of which in market will be less
than that of uuchumed cream.

Milk that contains blood indicates that the
cow has received an injury to the udder from
some cause. Wash the udder with warm
water twice a day, the water to be as warm as
the cow can hear it; wipe dryand gently rub
the udder with the towel until considerable
heat is created. For warts on the udder apply
castor oil after each milking, washing the
udder with warm water when the cow is next
milked.

Where to Sow Wheat.

Frcil.tJrumly in Agricultural Epitomist,
A mile from me lives a man who has 30

acres of as fine wheat as I ever saw growing.
Across the road his neighbor sowed til) acres

I of the same variety of wheat, and he has
j plowed il up and planted corn where wheat
; should have stood. Half mile farther are 20
j acres, same kind of wheat, that will yield 10
j bushels per acre. A mile farther on are 12

acre* of a* fine wheat as ever grew. It will
i yield, like the field first mentioned, 30 or more
I bushels per acre. The land in all these fields

is aliont alike—level prairie. Then why this
difference inthe crops? The 30 acre and 12
acre fields were clover sod. The wheat on the
20 acres that was plowed up was sown among
corn. The 20 that yield a scant half crop was
oats ground. Fully 20 per cent, more labor
was expended on this oats ground in prepar-
ing ilfur seeding last fall than on the clover
sod. We can drive over the country in any
direction and find the same conditions exist-
ing.

WHEAT OX CLOVER SOU.

I am asked by a subscriber, who says he
has lost two crops, if it will be worth while
to try it again ? Ifyou have a clover sod tti

turn down, or land that is one year from a
clover sod, yes. If not, no. Let me add
that next winter may he an exceptional one;
a winter that will be so favorable that any
kind ofa wheat plant willlive through it. It
will pay to sow wheat if the land is especially
adapted to its growth, or has been prepared
for it with a previous crop. I have never
known winter wheat that was sown on properly
prepared clover aod to fail hut once, and then
all wheat was killed outright by a 10 below
zero snap, following a long warm, wet sjiell.
Rarely is wheat badly damaged by severe
winter weather if it is on land one year from
clover sod. This is because many of the old
clover roots are still in the subsoil, and the
routs of the wheat plant following them down,
obtain such a deep, firm hold that only the

1 worst heaving conditions can break them, or
lift the plant.

rXIIKSIRABLEWHEAT LAND.

It willnot pay to sow wheat on land from
which ail available nitrogen has been washed
or burned, nor on land that is rough or full

' of trash. The soil must he well supplied with
fertility, especially nitrogen, that is imme-
diately available or the growth will he weak
and the root hold poor. It must be perfectly

‘ | free of trash—coarse, uudecayed material—-
; and it must be mellow and line to a depth of

at least three inches, and the sub soil must
lie well supplied with moisture. A line, mel-

; low surface and moist subsoil can be secured
only by plowing shallow immediately after
the crop is removed, and discing or double

I harrowing, repeated after every shower. Or,
’ if no showers fall, rediscing and harrowing

every 10 days. If the working is not begun
until the soil liecomes baked and cloddy,

1 nine seasons out of 10 it is useless to begin it
at all.

IDEAL WHEAT LAND.

The ideal wheat land is clover sod; and
next after that, land upon which a crop ol
cow peas or soy beans has been grown. Cow
pea, make a plendid preparatory crop for

¦ wheat. They belong to that class of legumes
' that have the peculiar power of taking nitro-

gen from the air and depositing it in the soil,
Thev dejmsit tar more than they use, and the
vast quantity left in the soil when they are
harvested, is iu a form that is immediately
available to the succeeding crop; if wheat is

1 sown the plants lake it up at once and a thrif-
ty, sturdy, frost-resisting growth is the result.
1 am satisfied that the time is coming when
no scientific farmer willthink of sowing win-
ter wheat in the older sections of the country

without first preparing the soil for it with
clover, cow peas or some other legume.

The Price of Lumber and the Tarifl'
1

From the Philadelphia Ledger. Republican.
Wo publish in another column a communication

on the lumber question fromu member of the Lum-
bermen's Exchange of this city, who lakes excep-
tion to some remarks made by the “Ledger” on the

relation between the Diugley tariff and the recent

increased price which consumers are compelled to
pay for lumber. The writer of the communication

contends :hal the Dingley tariff has nothing to do
with the price of lumber, which he says is fixed by
the inexorable law of supply and demand, and he
denies that there is any lumber trust or combina-
tion. 'How could any trust control the 30,000 saw

i mills inoperation ?” he naively asks, and then vir-
tually admits that there is an effectual combination
by arguing in favor of the control of the “atum-

; iage” “by a few.*'as a safeguard against indiscrim-

inate cutting. Il would be equally impracticable
to form a combination of the myriad of grocery
stores in the United states, and yet who willdeny
that sugar is controlled by the Sugar Trust ? Grant-¦ lag that the millmen and the manufacturers “only
consult together" and “suggest advances,’* and
that there is no rigid combine, the lumber trade is

controlled just as effectively if the “stumpage*’ is
I controlled bv a combine. Ifthe source ofsupply is

l iu the hands of a few men. lumber is as firmly
1 within the grasp ofa combine as sugar is. Our

corresdondent goes on to say ;
• Hard limes over, general prosperity’ has worked

a radical change. The difficulty today is, not to
make a sale, but to secure the material needed.

The West, prosperous after years ol depression,
needs all the stock produced iu their section.”

The demand is greater, he argues, and the higher
prices result. That is true, no doubt, but why are
the lumbermen able so handily to fix the high
prices, w ith Canadian lumber knocking foradmis-
sion. except by the grace of the exorbitant and use-
less Dingley tarifl on lumber, which blocks impor-
tations and* places 70,000,000 consumers at the mercy
of the lumber trade ? Ifthe tariffon lumber has no
influence on prices, why did the lumber interests
practically stop the negotiations between England
and this country for the settlement ofdisputes with
Canada, by fighting any reduction of the lumber
duly, ami why did they not rather, as patriotic cit-
izens, urge the repeal of the useless tariff, and in re-
turn secure concessions that would be of value to
this country and its people? If the tariffis of* no
value to the lumber combine, why did the lumber
lobby have il inserted inthe Tariff bill? Ifit is of

no benefit to the Lumber Trust, who is the bene-
ficiary? Certainly not the consumer. That the
duty was not really needed by the lumber interests
is clearly conceded by the writer of the communi-
cation, who slates that native stocks cannot supply
the demand.

To state the truth plainly, the duty on lumber is
of like nature withmany others, which were fixed
bv rapacious speculators for the sole purpose of de-
spoil iug the people, and written on the tariff*sched-
ule at the behest of powerful lobbyists. In many
instances over protected wares are sold by the pro-
tected and fostered trusts to foreigners at a lower
price than at home.

As to the evils resulting from the reckless destruc-
tion of forests, the fact that a Senatorial Committee
on Commerce received no evidence bearing on the
subject, which was deemed conclusive to it,can
haidly be cited as proof that deforestation is not
harmful and disastrous. The rapid disappearance
of our forests is recognized by all intelligentpeople
to be a grave problem, and the dedication to
national uses of huge forest areas by Presidents
Harrison and Cleveland was an attempt to prevent
threatened evils. Scientists and expert foresters
have long expressed the opinion that forests are
natural storage reservoirs, ami that the complete
destruction of forests by lumbermen w’ithont any
effort at reforestation is reckless waste, improvident
and dangerous to the laud.
