To formulate an entirely fair and oqni- j
table assessment law was a matter beset
with ilifiii allies, The law which was

pass<sl by the Legislature in 1390 did not
meet the public demand, ami the supple-
mental bills, demanded by Gov. Lowndes
at the command of corporate influences as
a condition preeetlent to his signing the
act, made it worse. Instead of making
wealth jiav its just proportion of the pub-
lic burden the law deliberately exempts it.
I nder one of the supplementary acts bonds,

certificates of indebtedness and evidences
of debt arc assessed at their market value
and taxed at the regular rate for state pur !
poses and at thirty cents, mni /> ne.rr, on

the SIOO for county, municipal and city j
purposes. Baltimore city gets the whole
thirty cents, but. under a decision of the :
Court of \ppeals. every county has to give
to each incorporated city or town in the
county one half of the lax collected on j
this class of property in the city or town, i
thus cutting off the revenue for county !

Money invested in mortgagee is mostly !
: -orpin* money—money not needed in ac

tiial business or in running a farm. It is

was very considerate in taxing wealth in-
vested in mortgages. Holders arc required
to jsav eight j-er cent, of the grim income,
two >s-r cent going to the Stale and six
jier rent, f r county puqawes where the
holders reside A SI,OOO mortgage,
bearing six per cent., would y ield $4.80

A SI,OOO mortgage will pay a tax. pro-

vided there is a six-per-cent, income, of
$4.80. A SI,OOO farm pays a county
and Stale tax ill Carroll of $0,27A, and a

much higher rate in every other county,
reaching the highest point in Somerset,
where the lax is $11.25.

Not only is the law discriminating in its
previsions in favor of wealth, but it is full
of ambiguities and is differently construed
throughout the state. The I>eMinerals of
the Senate, particularly, made a strong

l effort to have a fair and equitable law, but
they were outvoted and had to sanction the |
act and the supplementary bills or be placed

! in the attitude of having accomplished the
I defeat of an assessment law.

The law is a failure entirely in meeting
public expectation. The assessors seem to

have nursed their jobs, as the assessment

cost fully sixty per cent, more than the as-

sessment of 1870. The cost in a few
counties will illustrate this :—The cost of
assessment in Dorchester county in X S7O
was $5,500. The cost in 1890 was $9, -

700. In Washington county in 1870 the
cost was $7,835.25 and in 1890 $20,-

022.51. In Prince George’s county in
1870 $8,591.58 and in 1896 $12,610.-

00. In Wbomico $2,900 in 1870 and
$4,943.58 in 1890. In Carroll in 1870
$8,011; in 1890 nearly $13,000. In
Allegany in 1870 $0,929; in 1890 SB,-
738.21.

The assessment was stretched out over
seven months in the counties and much
longer in the city of Baltimore. The
new basis was first used in 1897, and
the very nest year over $4,000,000 had
been taken from the books. The table
below will show the basis in 1890 and in

1893. It will be seen that the increase
was about §03,000,000, about all of it in
Baltimore city.

The basis in the counties is about what
it was before the reassessment, and the
discriminating rates in taxation in favor
of wealth, has caused a general average
increase of about 2J- cents in county tax-
ation. The following table of tax rates for
the counties will show this. It will be
observed, ifa calculation is made, that the
average rate in 1893 was 85 5-6 cents on
the SIOO, and in 1898 it was 88 1-2:1.
