The Executive Hoard of the I uited

confer with coal operators and railroads in
Missouri, Kansas and Texas, and the

s contemplated strike affects 5000 miners
f who are now idle in this district, besides

others that are at work. The general
, strike will call out 15,000 men. It will

¦ tie up the coal shipments over railroads in

C the Southwest. The railroad and coal
companies have ignored efforts of the Ex-
ecutive Board to bring about a conference,
and the strike will be the method the
miners will use to secure the payment of
onion wages to all miners.

Instead of depending on corn, wheat,
rye and the old stand-bys, some farmers
in Indiana are tilling their purses by rais-
ing such products as skunks, weasels, rab-
bits, frogs, ginseng, leeches, tom eats,

noxious weeds and other things which the
old-school farmer has made it a point to get
rid of, writes an Auburn. Ind . correspond-
ent of the Chicago Inter-Ocean.

Indiana lias six large skunk farms, and
the industry is becoming so extensive that
a “trust was formed three weeks ago.
The pelt of a black skunk is worth to-

day in any market, and those of the striped
ones will bring from 51.5(1 up The
skunk farmers are now raising them by the
thousands. The skunk Is a sensible animal.
It appreciates good treatment, and is a re-

spector ofpersons The kittens are pretty

little pels, are easily handled, do not de-
mand much care, are cheaply maintained,

and easily placed on a profitable market.

are raising Angora cats on farm-basis pro-
portions There are several farmers and

Kansans Fear a Coal Famine.

The people of southwestern Kansas are

appealing to the coal companies and rail-
roads t<> avert a serious coal famine at Syr-
acuse, near the west line of the State, on

the Santa Fe road. A blizzard such as

sweeps across the Western plains would
cause great suffering in hundreds of homes.
Syracuse supplies southwestern Kansas,

southwestern Colorado and northwestern
Oklahoma with fuel. One hundred teams

from this wide territory have gone to Syr-
acuse for coal during the past week and
have been compelled to return without
fuel. The dealers say they can't get it,
the railroads say they haven’t the cars to

haul it, citizens of Syracuse say train after
train of coal passes through Syracuse every-
day for points in the far West.

Judge Lester, the Mayor of Syracuse,
writes that great indignation exists among
the citizens of the plains and that they
threaten to come to Syracuse in a body,
sidetrack a coal train and haul the fuel
away. A band of cowboys stopped a train
tit Syracuse seven years ago when a terri-

i ble blizzard was raging, emptied the coal
ears and guarded tiie fuel until farmers
could come and haul it away. j

Truth and Fable About the Camel.

There are many fables told about the
camel. Riding him is supposed to make
people seasick. He has the reputation of
being very vicious. He is supposed to

have several stomachs, and to go for sev-
eral weeks without water as a matter of
choice. I can only say that in nearly four
years of experince I have never met with
a case of seasickness or heard of it; neither
have L known a really vicious camel, ex-
cept when they are in a state called by the
Arabs "saini.” which means “fasting"
and corresponds to the •¦rutting" periods
in slags As regards the camel's stomach,

1 believe it is identically the same as that
of any other ruminant, or that, at any rate,
there is no formation of stomachs which
would enable him to do without water.

FI is abstinence is merely the result of
training, and it is a fallacy to suppose that
he is better without water or can work as

well. In the camel eoqts we watered our
camels every second day in the summer,

i every third day in winter, giving
them their fill of water morning and eveu-

j iog on those days, hut if in the summer

we expected a long desert march without
water, we trained them beforehand hy only

I watering every third day. But I never
found that this improved their condition,

j The Arabs keep their camels longer with-
i out water, it is true, but then they travel

slower, and their animals are grazed on soft
food. containing a certain amount of mois-

! ture. This lowers their condition and
makes them inferior to a cornfed camel
when bard work and long, fast jaurneys
have to be done.

We always found that ifwe put a grass-
led Arab camel alongside of ours it failed
in work and endurance. If torn-fed, it
cried out for water as soon as and sooner ;

than ours did I say “cried out, be-
.•ause a camel, when it wants water, moans 1

i ixmtinuallv, and there is no more painful j
I sound at night in the desert than the case-

less moaning of thirsty camels.

A Good Cleaning Oil.

An excellent cleaner and polisher for
j furniture with a very high finish is recom-

mended by an experienced dealer in rare

woods To one tablespoonful of linseed oil
add an equal portion of turpentine, together
with a piece of any pure soap the size of a
walnut Pour this into a ravel containing
one quart of boiling water, and let the
whole boil for about 10 minutes, stirring it

i occasionally, so that it may be well mixed.
This liquid can be used either warm or

i cold, but exjierience teaches that it is more

effective when warm ,it can he heated sev-

-1 eral times before it will need renewing,
i Apply with a soft flannel cloth, well wrung

out. to a small portion of the surface tube
cleaned. After the dirt has been well
wi|s>i off. take a fresh flannel to polish
with, and a few minutes' vigorous rubbing
will soon restore the wood to its original
brilliancy. Crude oil is the polisher used
in most of the furniture shops. But it 1“
well to remember that iu the stores there is
scarcely a day when each piece of furniture
is not carefully wiped off with a soft cloth,
keeping the surfaces perfectly clean, so

I that the aid of the oil is only called in to

take off the cloudy appearance which will
at times disfigure the most carefully tended
furniture.

FIGHTING A SANDSTORM,

Terrible Experiences of British
Troops in the Soudan.

Prom London Standard.

Our camp couiists of nine tents scattered
among dry and stunted acacias, on which
the camels feed with evident relish, writes
our war correspondent from the scene of
the British operations on the Nile. Beat-
ing down upon this arid plain is the fierce
sun which gives a temperature of 120 de-
grees in the shade. The heat and glare
are intolerable. At midday one lies swelt-
ering and gasping under a coating of sweat
and sand; eyes, ears and nose choked with
dust, while flies, gnats and ants seek out
the tenderest parts. There is no escape
from these conditions.

At first one sighs for a breath of wind
to cool the burning air. When it comes
the effect is disastrous. A blinding, suf-
focating cloud of dust springs from the
earth, sweeps over the camp and searches
out every nook and cranny iu hut and
tent. It penetrates the most secret re-
cesses of trunks and boxes, mingles with
food and drink, and makes a sticky com-
pound of sweat and mud, under which the
skin smarts and stings. Evening and
morning are numbered among the delights
of the desert. Under normal conditions
they are pleasant enough, but unhappily,
they are too often attended in these parts
with violent storms of wind and sand dev-
ils. These “devils” are whirlwinds of
dust that gather volume and force as they
sweep along cutting fresh particles from
the matrix of sandstone rock, and driving
their myriads of atoms to swell the dust of
the desert.

During the last few days we have had
several opportunities of observing this pro-
cess of nature. Last night my blankets
were spread under the veranda of the tent.

!It was a beautiful night. The air was
\ calm, the sky was clear, and the moon

; cast dark shadows of dark palm mimosa
|on the white plain. Under these soften-

ing influences of light and sound the desert
lost its terrors, and one looked dreamily on

the picture, until a solemn silence fell
upon the camp and sleep sealed the eye-
lid*. A moment later and the scene was
changed. A breath of hot wind, as from
a furnace, brought every tented sleeper to
his feet with a gasp. Instantly the camp
was alive with sounds and motion. The
rush ot the storm mingled with the neigh-
ing of horses, the groaning of camels, the
bleating of goats and the flapping of can-

vas. The moon was hidden behind a

cloud of sand. Sand filled the air—a
whirling, nulling hail of atoms. As it
swirled around and above the tents, strain-
ing ropes, dashing against canvas, tearing
tent -pegs out of the ground, one began to

realize how fragile wss the roof overhead,
and lu be even thankful that it was not
more substantial. The sand devil raged

1 for half an hour without damage, save to

tent-pegs, which flew about rather dan-
gerously. Every moment I expected the
tent to collapse and go scudding before
the storm. But it held fast, and, cover-
ing my head with n blanket, I lay down,
smothered in dust, while the struggle be-
tween canvas and sand went on with grow-
ing fierceness. The servants, who lay on

the sand, slept undisturbed until aroused
by their masters.

Then active operations began, and the
sharp click of mallets falling on tent-pegs

; was beard through the storm. The tent

next to mine was the first to go. Itfell,

1 or rather glided to the ground, and pres-
’ ently there emerged from the wreckage

three figures. Finding the {>sition un-

tenable. I made a virtue of necessity and
struck my tent before further damage
could be done. Having made fast the
canvas over my baggage and furniture, 1
drew my lied into the open, and wrapping
myself in a blanket lay sweltering and
choking until the storm abated. At dawn
we were able to remove the traces of this

' experience. The tents were soon pitched.
Furniture, clothes and boxes were dug out

of the sand, and presently Abdul Hasson,
Mohammed, and the other servants were

"making kitchen” and lighting fires under
cover of some dead bushes.

For the Farmer.

The weight of the grain from an acre of
com is about the same as the weight of the
cured fodder. Forty bushels of corn weigh
about a long ton. and the weight of the
fodder will be nearly the same. There
may be variations sometimes, but one can

estimate very close to the weight of the
cured fodder by arriving at a knowledge of
the number of bushels of com from laeh

; acre.

Hogs are very partial to cow peas, and
such food is excellent for them. They first
eat the jiods, and where there are no pods

; to he had they eat the leaves, following
with the stems. When the vines are gone
they will, if the ground permits, eat the

roots by rooting for them. In this manner

the hogs will feed themselves and manure

the ground at the same time. Where
there is a field that can be used in that
manner a crop of cow peas should pay well.

Hauling is one of the most expensive
items in farming. When planning for

crops and their location the cost of the
hauling should always be considered. If
the teams are idle in winter it will pay to

haul the fodder in the fields to the barn,
and whenever the teams can be made to do
service in winter there will consequently

i be a reduction in the cost ot spring work.

I Hauling is increased in cost when the teams
j are idle at one time and busy at another
period.

The curry comb and brush are as im-
portant for the cow as for the horse, and
promote thrift. The cleaning of the skin
is beneficial. Hundreds of cows are milked
daily while their bodies are anything but
clean, and it is not uncommon to notice
that the sides and udders of some cows are

plastered with the filth of thq stalls.
Cleanliness of the skin of the cow is the
first step in cleanliness in dairying, and it
is almost impossible to keep cows clean un-

less they are curried and brushed. Before
milking the cows the udders and teats
should be thoroughly washed with soapsuds

I and then rinsed with clean water.

Where the family has but one cow the
butter is frequently bad, no matter how
carefully the churning may have been
done. This is due to keeping the cream

too long before churning. The new cream

is mixed with the old, and the butter is
not good. This can be avoided by churn-
ing more frequently. Cream should be
churned as seen as it reaches the proper
stage of ripeness, and where there is a
mixture of the cream of different ages it is
impossible to have the butter of the best
quality.
