The state is under no obligation to estab- ¦

lish and maintain schools of any kind. As

government is good or bad as the people are
intelligent or ignorant, it has been regarded |
good policy to establish a system of free >
schools. In establishing the system it was '

never intended to furnish anything but a com - J
mon education—reading, writing and arith- 1
metic. Further than this the public schools >
system should not go. Further than this is a '
luxury of education, and luxuries should not 1
be provided at the public expense. 1

The tendency, however, is all toward higher

education. While people in all avocations of

life fit themselves at their own expense, nor-
mal schools are maintained to educate those
who desire to become teachers, and lately a

department of teachers’ institutes has been

established and maintained for their special <
benefit. All this is wrong, and instead of

advancing further in the line of education it (
would be better to go back and conduct the
schools on the plan they were originally de- '
signed. The normal school, with their pianos j
and expensive educational paraphernalia, ,
should .be abolished; appropriations to col-

leges discontinued; the Johns Hopkins cut i
off from further aid, and the public schools 1
confined to English education. The high

schools are as wrong in policy as the appro-

priations to colleges and universities. The
money now spent for higher education if

properly applied would maintain proper pub-

lic schools ten ton months in year.

The state should never do for the people

what the people should do for themselves. 1
The best citizen is the industrious and self-

reliant one. When the state relieves him

ofhis burdens he relaxes his energies and

becomes dependent and indolent. Free books

was a questionable step, though a very popu-
lar oue. Iffree schools and free books, why
not free clothing? Parents desire their child-

ren as well clothed as others, and pride may

induce some to keep their children away from

school because they cannot dress them as
well as some other children. Books have

always been free to those unable to pay the
book fees. It was said that many persons

were too proud to acknowledge their poverty,

hence to avoid any embarrassments on this

score books are furnished free to all. Of
equal force is the argument for free clothes—-
a uniform forall public school children. This
mutter has been broached, and if a billwere
introduced into the legislature to carry it into

effect, we have no doubt it would meet with

popular favor.
Manual training schools are maintained in

Baltimore, and educational enthusiasts have
advocated them for the counties. Governor
Lowndes, in his recent message to the legis-
lature, advocated their establishment through-

out the slate for colored children. This is a
starting point, and if some protest is not

made, manual training schools for whites and
blacks will be added to the public school sys-

tem of the state.

A halt should be called in this wild enthu-

siasm for free education. It does not spring
from the people, but from those enjoying 1
comfortable salaries as professors, teachers
and heads of the school system, and who bear
but little of the burden of taxation. A good
starting point is to deny further slate aid to

the Johns Hopkins University. Then let the
colleges be cut off; then abolish the normal
schools and teachers’ institutes, then reduce

the public schools to plain course of spelling,

reading, writing and arithmetic, with the
schools open ten mouths in a year and fair
salaries to teachers. By so doing children
will become better citizens, be willing to stay

on the farm or learn trades, and parents will
be more self-reliant and industrious. About

half of the male graduates of the public schools
want political positions and clerkships, and
many of the females are too nice to attempt to

earn a living for themselves.

Against Quay.

The Senate Committee on Privileges and
Elections has, by a vote of four to thrfce, de-

cided against the seating of Senator Quay, of
Pennsylvania. The committee is composed
of four Republicans and three Democrats, and

the majority vote was made up of Senator
Burrows, Republican, of Michigan, and the
three Democrats. The Senate set a precedent
not to admit Senators appointed by Gover-
nors when the Legislature failed to elect, in
the case of Mantle, of Montana. Since Sen-
ator Quay’s term ended, the Pennsylvania
Legislature has been in session and failed to

elect a successor. As soon as the Legisla-

ture adjourned Gov. Stone appointed Mr.
Quay, and the Governor's commission is the
only title he has. Quay’s case is not even as
strong as was Mantle’s, of Montana, for the
Pennsylvania constitution requires the Gov-
ernor to call an extra session to elect a Sen-
ator in the event of a failure to elect at the
regular session. This Gov. Stone did not do,
and it willbe interesting to note the vote on
the seating of Quay. Mr. Quay is a man of
strong influence, and is backed by the Re-
publican machine in the banner Republican
state. His political friendship is desirable;
his enmitv is to be avoided.

The Maryland Democratic Editors’ Asso-
ciation held a meeting in Annapolis on Wed-
nesday. The meeting was held, by invitation,
at the rooms of the Baltimore Sun’s Annapo-
lis bureau, and the members were cordially
received by Mr. N. E. Ford, the chief, by Mr.
Williams and others, and pleasantly enter-

tained. The Executive Committee of the As-
sociation named Tuesday night, February
6th, as the time for the annual banquet, to

which will be invited Gov. Smith, Comptrol-
ler Hering, Attorney-General Rayner, Treas-
urer Vandiver, President Hubner of the Sen-
ate. Speaker Wilkinson of the House, and N.
E. Ford of the Sun. It will be an elaborate
affair and the occasion of brilliant post-pran

dials.

Annually, for the past twenty-five years,
the Baltimore Sun has issued its Almanac.

One good work of the press bureau of the
Democratic Editors’ Association in the late
campaign was the expose of the intended sale
of the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal to Bal-
timore and Ohio railroad interests for a mere
pittance. Had the Republican party been
successful a sale would have been made and a
rich and populous section of Western Mary-
land would have been at the mercy of a soul-
less corporation.

Mr. Gage’s Reply.

In reply to resolutions of the Senate and

House in relation to government deposits in

the City National Bank of New York, Secre-

tary of the Treasury Gage has made a volum-

inous reply. The reason, in brief, for putting
government money in a national bank, with-
out interest, is that the revenues of the gov-
ernment are greater than disbursements, and
will be, says Mr. Gage, for an indefinite lime,

and to keep it in the treasury, and out of cir-

culation, might create financial embarrass-
ment If the government receipts are greater
than expenditures, taxation should be re-
duced, then there would not be wrung from
the people unneeded funds, and there would
be no surplus to be deposited in favored banks,

without interest, to be loaned to the public at

six per cent, interest Mr. Gage knew that

a surplus was accumulating, but we do not re-

collect that he recommended a reduction oj |
taxation.

Slat© Fir© Marshal.

Gov. Lowndes recommended to the General ‘
Assembly the abolition of the office of State ¦
Fire Marshal as a useless office. Governor
Lowndes was late in finding out its useless
ness. He tilled the place for four years, and

in that time the Chief found an extra clerk
necessary. His recommendation to abolish <
the office is neither a credit to his own sincer- 1
ity in appointing a marshal nor a compliment ¦
to the appointee. The Democrats may as

well try it two years, and a close scrutiny of I
the work will reveal its usefulness or useless-

ness.

GOV. SMITH’S INAUGURAL.

He Insists on the Performance of
Campaign Pledges.

Col. John Walter Smith look the oath of
office as Governor of Maryland at noon of
Wednesday last, in the presence of a large
concourse of people, including representative j
citizens from every county in the state and
Baltimore. The Fifth Regiment Veterau
Corps, with band, acted as escort to Col.
Smith, aud three Democratic clubs from Bal-
timore, with bands and drum corps, made up

the organizations in attendance. The fare-
welladdress ofGov. Lowndes and Col. Smith’s :
inaugural were delivered from a stand erected
on tlic Senate side of the State House.

LOWNDES’ FAREWELL.

Gov. Lowndes said—-
“Tha time lias now come when I am to re-

linquish the trust the people of Maryland gave
into my hands four years ago. I have striven
to fulfill the pledges I made when I took tht
oath of office. I hope I have helped to give
good government to all classes of our people,
and that the seed planted will continue to
grow. As the retiring Executive, I present
to you him who has beeu elected to be the
Governor of Maryland for the coming four
years.”

WORDS OF THE NEW’ GOVERNOR.

Governor Smith then spbke as follows :
•‘Senators, Gentlemen of the House of Dele-

gates and Fallow-citizens:
“Four years ago the Democratic party sur-

rendered the government of this stale to the

Republicans. Prior to that time, for nearly
thirty years, the Democrats had shaped the
destiny and controlled the policy of this com-
monwealth. For reasons it would he futile to

discuss on this occasion, the people, in the ex-

ercise of their sovereign right, saw fit, in 1890,
to change their public servants. They elected
a Republican governor and a Republican
majority of the House of Delegates. Two
years afterward they returned a Republican
majority to the State Senate, as well as to the
House of Delegates, thus placing both the
executive and legislative branches of govern-
ment into the hands of that party. Whether
during the opportunity thus given them they
have governed well or otherwise; whether
they have measured up to the expectation of
the people who placed them in power, it is
not for me to say. Nor is it necessary or ap-
propriate at this time to pass judgment upon
them. Whatever the facts in that regard may
be, it is certain that the people have restored
the Democracy to power in (Jie state. They
have again placed every branch of the govern-
ment in our hands. They have elected a

Democratic governor, comptroller and a'-

torney general. They have elected a Demo-
cratic majority in both branches of the Gen-
eral Assembly. We shall at an early date be
plated in possession of the Board of Public
Works, 'thus we shall have the entire and
undivided responsibility of state government.
This responsibility we asked the people to
give us. They have complied with our re-

3 nest. We must see to it they shall not be
isuppointed.

MUST KEEP THEIR PROMISES.
“We promised them good government.

They have taken us at our word, and have
trusted us again.

“We promised them a clean, honest, busi-

ness administration. They have said they be-

lieved we would do what we promised.
“We pledged ourselves to measures of re-

form desired by the people—reform as to the
police system of Baltimore city; reform as to

the system of public education; reform as
to bribery in elections; reform ns to

the methods in legislation. These are things,
I say, we have promised the people. They
are entitled to them. They must and shall
have them, ifit can be made possible by me.
The Democratic party has no disposition to
ignore them; but I wish to take this public
opportunity to impress upon the members of
the Senate and House of Delegates the expe-
diency of prompt and successful action in fully
currying out the promises made during the
campaign. Allefforts in this direction shall
have my cordial and earnest support,

“I propose, ray fellow-citizens, so far us

shall lie in the power of the Governor of the
state, to redeem, honestly and faithfully, every
promise I made the people during the cam-
paign, both in my letter of acceptance and in
my public speeches.

To this end I most earnestly ask the assis-
tance and support of all good citizens, to

whatever party they may belong. I appeal,
likewise, for aid from the public press, the
great exponent of popular sentiment, that I
may be able to ascertain the wishes of the
people on any public question of state
concern, and to shape my course accordingly.

“The government of Maryland must be
managed upon business principles. It must
be administered for the benefit of all alike,
without distinction of party or color or creed
or condition. That shall be ray object. That
shall be the one and only policy I shall adopt.
I shall endeavor to appoint honest and cap-
able pereons to fill the public offices within
my gift.

THE LAWS MUST BE OBEYED.
“1 shall see to it that the laws of the land

are faithfully executed. It shall ue my en-
deavor to put an end to the rowdyism, turbu-
lence and wanton violation of law, of which
there has been so much just complaint of late
years. To that end, I shall appeal not only

to the white people, but also to the colored
population, to aid me. I want to say here

and now, at the very threshold of the admin-
istration abaut to assume the responsibilties
of government, that the violations of law to
which I have referred must and shall be
stopped, and that there shall be no meicy
for those who wilfullyand ruthlessly attempt
to ride rough-shod over the laws intended to
afford protection to the life, liberty, safety
and property of our people.

EDUCATION.
“The cause of public education, in my

judgment, is one in which the state would be
justified in exercising a wise and prudent lib-
erality. I believe our public schools should
receive from the state treasury a more gener-
ous allowance than has heretofore been grant
ed them. Ifretrenchment in other directions
is necessary to bring this about, then let us
have such retrenchment.

ECONOMY IN EXPENDITURES.
“Both the political parties in the late cam-

paign expressed the belief that our state taxes
could be reduced without in any way injuring
the public service, and each party promised

- that, if successful, it would make an honest
effort to bring about this devoutly-wished
consummation. I believe such a reduction
can be made during the present administra-
tion. Let us at least try to effect it. I prom -

r ise to do my part

A Man’s Heart Misplaced.

Dr. Julius Friedenwald, professor of the
department of diseases of the stomach at the
College of Physicians and Surgeons, Balti-
more, Md., presented a most remarkable case
of malformation of the internal organs, before
a class of students at the college, Monday
evening, the subject being Charles Schuppel.
The professor showed that the man’s heart is
misplaced, being on the right side, instead of
the left, and, that the beat of this organ is
plainly visible on the right side; that his liver
is on the left side, instead of the right side.
The man's spleen is on the right side, instead
of being bn the left. The physician inflated
the man’s stomach with air, aud the fluid, in-
stead of running from the left to the
right side, runs in the opposite direction.
Schuppel’s large intestines, the professor
showed, instead of emptying on the left,
emptied on the opposite side.

Schuppel is thirty-one years of age, and was
born in Ileidelburg, Germany. He has no
relatives in this country; but, he says, his
father still lives in the old country. Schuppel
has exhibited himself before classes of students
in many of the large colleges of this country.
H'j has’been in that cityabout a week and ex-
pects to remain there for two weeks longer,
during which true he expects to exhibit hun-
se! flie fore classes of students of ether colleges.

Coventry, R. 1., Jan. 8.—The mills all

over Pawtuxet Valley that have engines are
using them. Water was never so low before
in January. Long Pond, Moosup Pond, in
Connecticut, and Pawtuxet river are all very-
low. Scarlet fever has appeared in many of
the villages, and typhoid also in scattered
cases. 'Ihere is considerable trouble among
farmers for water, as pasture brooks are dry.
