CARL SCHURZ ON EXPANSION.
DISCUSSES THE PHILIPPINE

AND PORTO RICO

QUESTION

SCORES THR McKINUEY ADMIN-

ISTRATION.

From the I'hiiadeiDhia Ledger. Feb. 23.

At a meeting of Aiili-lmpi*riali.slsat Pliila
deiphia. Pa.. lasi week. Hon. Col Schurz
was the principal sjieaker. He said:

For more than three-quarters of a century —

a war of our own making and llc period ot
our civilconflict excepted—the Ameilean peo-
ple have enjoyed the inestimable Ikmiii uf a
suiisiantial unarmed peace in perfect security.
Until recently we valued this privi-
lege so heartily and proudly that we h*ked
down with pitying superiority iq*>n the nations
ot the old world, seeing them grievously bur-
dened with their monstrous military and naval
establishments; and we watched with an almost
disdainful smile their incessant efforts to in-
crease those burdens in their nervous anxi-ty
le*l some rival might gel an and vantage; until
at last one of their mightiest rulers truthfully
confessed that the ruinous competition eoald
not much longer go on without fatal conse-
quences. And we were the only great nation
on earth securely free from these drag weights
and worries.

“Therefore, we could uut have a war unless
we kicked some foreign nation into it. Even
all our wishes concerning Cuba would prob-
ably have been conceded bv Spain without
firing a gun, if we had only waited. In one
word, it was the tir*t precept of European
statesmanship to remain on gn>d terms with
this Republic at almost any cost. And, there-
fore, it was that we were secure in the enjoy-
ment of the inestimable blessing? of unarmed
jieace, with ihe fullest liberty to devote all
our social energies to ihe development of our
immense material resources and of our men-
tal and moral capabilities; to ihe solution of
the great problem of popular government
given in our charge, and to our glorious mis-
sion to promote Ihe cause of liln'riy ami civili-
sation among mankind by the peaceable moral
force of our example.

“These were the extraordinary providential
favors le*towed upon the American people,
part of which Washington witnessed, part of
which he foreaaw, and ike duties and respon-

I *ebililes H *wingfrom which he fell so deeply.
“What have we done with these blessings?

While the conduct of the American Demo-
cracy has, indeed, not reached the ideal which
wa* in Washington’* mind, and while for this
reason it ha* had its failures, the Republic ha*
achieved a measure of development in wealth,
greatness and powrr that ha* in a like space
of lime never been equaled by any nation in

history.

“But now we are told that we have come
lo a turning point; that the v.-rv pawer we
have w*n in walking that providential path,
oblige* us to strike out in a different direction;
that w must no long* r content ourscUes with
making this vast cwnuncnl the home ot a free,
peaceable and happy people, with an honest
endeavor to solve on ihi* virgin soil the mo-
mentous problem of popular sell government,
and with advancing the cause of liberty and
ririlixation among mankind by the moral
force of our example, but that we most give
up the pneelea* privilege of unarmed peuce;
that we muat have big Heel* and arrae* in
ortlec to play a new part tu lh** affairs of lb**
world; that we must lassie conquerofa to

*pr**ud our cmnoierre *{hav* lnr away
}scimmh and rule foreign peoples a* our

mailer what lb**original design
of our Republic and the fundamental prin
etidea of our demoerucy may have been.

part in it. In this *u*e it mar be said that
geographic, climato and other such con
difious, which ma*le the building up of a great

deA*craCT on tbi* American soil *o natural,
were provideulial; that the rising up of an
idea leader at the beginning of our Govern
tueni was pnvideoUal; that the Wt'nliar situ
ation of tbi* Republic am*i>g the Power* of
the earth, enabling it lo build up that great

democracy in the new world, untroubled by
the jealousies and uuarreU of .Uher nation*,

was providential- But can it be maintained
that in the same sense the eonuirl of the

Philippines was providential, and that Pfesi
dent McKinley was right when he said in R*s-
ton, February 16, 181*9; "The Philippine*
were intrusted to our band* by the Providence
of God; it is a trust we have not sought?*

The speaker then referred to ihe corres

lodeoce between Commodore Dewey and
the Government ruupuetmg the Philippine
Islands and the S|anish force* there; bis
instructions after ihe declaration of war lo

destroy Ihe Span tab Heel, and then said:

“When Spain, after a senes of defrals, got

ready for the Secretary of the Navy
telcgrajdied to Ih*wey a* follows ‘Washing
ton, August 13, 1898, —The President desires
to receive from yvu any unmirtant informa
lion you may have of the Philippines; the
desirability uf the several islands; ihvcharacter
of their population; coal and other mineral
deposits; their harbor and commercial ad-
vantages. and in a naval and commercial
sense, which would he the moat advantage
oil*,’ etc. Thus, it appear* that the President
wa* than not yet quite certain how fur it would
lie profitable to u* that Providence should im

p*e that ‘unsought’ trust upon us. When
he had received information which made him
think it would be profitable to have the whole
archipelago intrusted to us, he instructed our
Peace Con roiawooer* at Pans to insist that
Spain ihould cede us Ihu whole. And after a

loug and arduous wrestle with the representa-
tives of Spain, as described in Senate doeu
meat No. 42, our Commissioners at last suc-
ceeded in extorting from them the cession of
what sovereignty Spain had over all those
islands, and they agreed that the United
State* should |ay $20,000.000 therefor.

“Thus the record shows most conclusively

that the conquest of the Philippines was not

thrust upon the Administration by a mysteri-

ous and overruling power, but that it was de-
liberately planned with a cool circulation of
profit, ami that if the business so far ha* not

been as successful us expected, it proves only
that the calculation was not mute correct.

And when now President McKinley tries to

make the American people a. eepi his inter-
pretation that the Philippines were simply
‘intrusted lo our hand* by the providence of
God,’ and that ‘it is a trust we have not

sought/ he has. to say the least, taken liber
lies with Providence which he may answer
fo^.' ,

The speaker then reviewed the history of

the war with Spain, to show how the policy
for which the President makes Divine Provl

• deuce responsible was carried out. He said
the spectacle of our going to war to secure
freedom for a foreign population was so novel
that we had been charged with some secret

1 de*ign for conquest, and that Dewey’s victory
in Manila Bay brought with it the temptation
testing our sincerity; that Dewey invited
Aguinaldo to join him in a movement against

1 Spain; that he did so, and set up a civil gov
1 eminent well spoken of by imperialistic agita-

tor Barrett; that the Filipino army did the
only fighting against the Spanish up to the
surrender of Manila, and had cooped up the

‘ Spanish in Manila; that all this time they
acted as our allies against a common foe. He
continued:

“And then when he had taken Manila and

assembled a large land force there—did we
remember that we had to war against Spain
with the solemn proclamation that this should
be a war of liberation, and not of conquest,
and that our Filipino allies were fairly enti-
tled to the full benefit of that pledge? No,
not that. President McKinley entered into
peace negotiations with the common enemy,
Spain—negotiations from which our allies,
the Filipinos, who urgently asked to be heard,

I were carefully shut out, and through his Peace

I Commissioners President McKinley conclud-
f ed, behind the backs of our allies, a treaty

with Spain, the common enemy, by which he

, recognized, not that the Philippine Islanders
were, and of right ought to be, free and inde-
pendent, like the Cubans, but that Spain,
even after having been actually ousted from
that country, was still the rightful sovereign of

1 the Philippine Islanders, so that she could

sell them; ami he bought them ami their
, CMunlry lor the sum of S2O, (N *O,OOO. It was

in singular way that, as President MeKi.ii-
ley wishes to havens believe, “the Providence

| ol God intrusted to our hands the Philip*
pires—n trust we have not sought."

“Thus, in the first place, he contrived to
turn the much-vaunted unselfish war of liber-
ation into a vulgar land grabbing game, and
to strip the American people of the unique
glory of a most generous act, grand in its un-
selfishness. Does he think such a breach of
faith can be pleasing to the sight of an all-
righteous Providence? Or, does he imagine
ho can deceive an omniscient God by the wily
plea that the pledge of mu unselfish generosity
applied only to the Western hemisphere, and
that the liberating of one people gave us a
right to subjugate another?

PHILIPPINE COMMISSIONERS' REPORT.
“I have read with care the famous ‘prelim-

inary report* made by the Philippine Com-
mission ‘at the request of the President* just
before the last November elections; and I
confess that some passages of it have filled me
with painful antouishment. That report, ter
instance, in order to justify what has been
done, asserts ‘that no alliance of any kind
was entered into with Aguinaldo, nor was any

promise of independence made to him then
or at any other lime.’ I was sorry to see
such a statement signed by gentlemen of high
standing. Was it worthy of such men to for
get that while there was alliance in form,
signed, sealed and delivered, there was co-
operation amounting to an alliance in fact,
and that tins carried with iimoral obligations
of a class which no man of honor will disre-
gard?"

He then quoted from the report to show
that the Filipinos had Ik'Cmi verv effective
allies, virtually recognized as such by our
commanders. He quoted Admiral Dewey's
despatch to the Secretary of the Navy relating
fh- capture of 1300 Spanish troops, which
were turned over to Aguinaldo. and the recent

report lhat n claim would be made for dam
ages by Spain, who surrendered them to the
Doited States forces only by agreement with
our navy officers. From which he argued
lhat Aguiualdo was nradically recognized as
a tnHigerent ally. He added :

“But let us hear Admiral Dewey himself.

In a recent letter answering an inquiry from
1 Senator Lodge as to what pledges were given

I to Aguinaldo, th* Admiral says : ‘I never
i trtwted him as an ally, except to make use of
| him and the natives to assist me in mv opera-

tions against the Spaniards.’ Precisely so.,
j We ‘used' them practically a* allies against
; the common enemy, profiting from their co-
‘ operation as allies. And then, having so used
j them, we refused them the recognition morally

j due to an ally. Does not the Admiral ‘give
away' the whole case?

“After all this, what fair minded man will
I deny to all intents and purpose* the Filipinos

were our allies; that they were fairly entitled
at our hands to every consideration due from
•mo ally to another; and lhat when our Ad-
ministration refused them audience at the
peace negotiations which were to decide their

i fate, and then behind their backs bought them
1 • like a herd of cattle from the defeated com-

mon enemy, it did a thing so mean in its dis-
i loyalty that it is no wonder its snonsors shrink
from looking it in the fare, hut nervously

| strive to hide its hideonsnexs from their own
eyes by covering it up with ail sorts ot pretexts

I expectation of independence might be disap-
pointed ? It was not Indeed, the Adminis-
tration did secretly instruct our Consuls and

j comwanders n*.l to make any promises to the

Filipinos lhat might embarrass the execution

jofthe treacherous scheme. But the Filipinos
themselves were left in their happy confidence

i so long as their service as our allies was of
i anv %alue to us. I any. therefor**, although

there was no written engagement promising
ib' in their independence, our solemn procla-’
mat ion at the beginning of the war that this

i would be a war of liberation, and not of eon-
| quest, and our permitting them to expect their j

independence according!v while %e accepted
their aid as oar allies, constituted a promise

so complete and morally so binding that it is

j difficultto understand how any honest man
< can M 3 forget himself as to question it."

Referring to the position taken by our Gov
! eminent that Spain had forfeited her Hover

| eightv in Cuba, and must, therefore, be driven
1 out, he asked :

“How does this bear upon the case of the

I Philippine* ? It is a fact, not questioned by

anybody, lhat Spanish sovereignly was histor
1 uallv no better founded in the Philippines
j than in Cuba; that Spanish misrule was fully
j as grievous in the Phdippineaa* in Cuba; that

the people of the Philippine* had risen against

I ihe misrule as the Cubans bad; that the case j
| of the Philippines was. therefore, identical j

Willithat of Cuba -with this difference, that j
i ibe Filipinos had achieved much gieatermiii- i
j tarv successes, and organized a tar belter and :
I stronger native Government than the Cubans
I ever had; so that, in the Philippines, the

Spaniards bad not only, as they had in Culm,
1 forfeited the moral title to sovereignty, but

| had actually lost also the exercise and posses-
• sioii of it- The right of the Filipinos to sover-

i esgwly over their country was. therefore, ac-
| cording to our own professed principles, even
j stronger than that Ot the Cubans.
| Referring In the purchase from Spain, he

said ;

“He who uses the technicalities of the law
to lake a wrongful advantage ot his neighbor
may keep clear of the penitentiary, but he is
not an honest man.

“And now 1 solierly ask you, does not the

purchase of that Spanish sovereignty put the
American people plainly into that category ? i
How pitiably the Administration itself has
been at sea as to the origin of our title to sov-
ereignly ! On December 21, 1800, in his

: famous ‘benevolent assimilation order, which,
I m fact, was his declaration of war against the

Filipinos, President McKinley said : ‘The
I destruction of the Spanish Heel in the harbor
; ot Manila by the United States naval squad -
I run, followed by the reduction of the city and

i the surrender of the Spanish forces, practical-

i ly effected the conquest of the Philippine Is-

I lands and the suspension of Spanish sover-
| eignty therein. With the signature of the
! treaty of peace between the United Stale* and

Spain on the 10th instant, and as the result of
! the victories of American arms, the future

j control, disposition and government of the
; Philippine Islands are ceded to the United

States. In fulfillment of the right of soyer-
-1 eignty thus acquired,* he ordered immediate

military occupation.”
Mr. Schiirz did not regard that as a truthful

1 statement of the case, and that the President
himself admitted it in aspeech several months
later at Pittsburg, when he said we had no
authority in the island beyond Manila city,
bay and harbor. He continued :

“And finally comes the President, who

cooly observes in his message that the Philip-
pine Islands ‘belong to us by every title of law

I and equity. 1*

“Law and equity, forsooth ! Consider it

1 from the ethical standpoint, which to honest
men is the only true one. What is our posi-

tion in truth? That of a powerful and rich
1 man who. artfully abusing the confidence of

I poor and feeble people, robs them of their

dues by legal jugglery and force, and then
blandly tells his victims lhat Providence has
so ordered it for their good, putting upon him
a trust which he has not sought.”

THE WAR UPON THE FILIPINOS.

He then said lhat upon this shrewd legal
technicality we had proceeded to enforce our
title to sovereighty by making war upon an
innocent people. He placed the onus of be-
ginning the conflict upon our own troops, and
said that our commander refused to slop it
when he might have done so with honor. As
to the responsibility for the war, he said it was
a shrewd trick of representing those who
labored to prevent the war as being responsi-

, ble for it.
“The people will find,” he said, “if they

have not found it already, that a great wrong
hap been done in their name, which, unless it

’ he undone, so far as it can be, will cover them
with eternal disgrace. I challenge any one of
the President's defenders to point out in the

, whole history of the world a single act of
, perfidy committed by a Republican govern-

ment more infamous than lhat which has been
committed by this Administration against our
confiding Filipino allies.”

f FOOTHOLD FOR EASTERN TRADE.

1 Again, he said : “Then we are told that

those islands are rich ami will be a foothold
for our Chinese trade, and lhat, therefore, we
must have them. Indeed, in the sonndful so-
phomoration of the young Senator from Indi-
ana recently delivered in the Senate, a pic-
ture of the wealth of the Philippine Islands
was unrolled gorgeous enough to make
the month of the most virtuous pirate water.
He looked down with the loftiest pity upon
every one who would be so blind as not to
lay hold of that wealth if he had a chance;
and to make sure that our chance should be
fully used, he proposed a system of govern-
ment for the Philippines so absolutely despotic
—a despotism so entirely undiluted with any
American idea of human rights—that itwould
more than satisfy the sternest Russian auto-
crat. No more brutal appeal to sordid greed,
no appeal so utterly hostile to the vital prin-
ciples of our free institutions, expressed inthe
most high sounding verbiage of American
patriotism, has ever been addressed to our
people. It this be the spirit animating the
youth of America, then the great American
Republic willsoon cease to be an encourage-
ment to the progress of political liberty and
become a warning example to all the world.

PUERTO RICAN POLICY.
“Listen to the wail of misery and despair

coming from the Puerto Ricans, who were
promised liberty and happiness under the
American Hug ! Do not now powerful inter-
ests demand a policy which means to them
poverty aud oppression? Now, was thereever a sound reason why we should have want-
ed that possession, unless it were to get a na-val station which we might easily have had on
some other island without much’ population?
May we not well ask whether it would not bemuch better for onr own comfort, as well asfor the Puerto Ricans, to let them go free and
help them to form a confederation of the An
idles with C nba, Hayti and San Domingo I”
AMERICA SHOULD RENOUNCE HER CONQUESTS.

Mr.Schnrz did not believe any foreign pow-
er would dare to interfere with’ an indepen-
dent Filipino government, ifthe United Statesshould torbid it. He considered that a phan-
tom danger. He said : “Ifthe Americanpeople, even alter the monstrous aberrationsuf their Government, repudiate the policy of
criminal aggression and renounce their con-
quests; it they declare lhat their profession
ol unselfish motive and generous purpose in
the 'Spanish war was sincere, and must be
maintained at any cost—what then? They
wid forever put to shame the detractors of the
American democracy. They will show that,
although the powers oftheir Government may
some time be put to base uses by men of mis-guided ambition, the American people are
honest and can be counted upon to resist even
the strongest of temptations, the intoxication
ot victory, and to submit even to the mortify-
ing ordeal of a confession of wrong done intheir name, in order that right, justice andliberty may prevail. Such an altitude will
secure to the American people the confidence
of mankind as it has never been enjoyed by
any nation in the world’s history, and with it
the fruits of that confidence. Our democratic
institutions will issue from the trial with a
lustre they never had before. By so splendid
a prool uf good faith this Republic will achieve
a position of unexampled moral grandeur and
influence. It willnaturally become the trust-
ed umpire between contending Slates, a peace-
able arbiter of the world’s quarrels, ft will
not only be a great world power by its strength,
but the greatest of ail existing world powers
by its moral prestige.

“Let the imperialists not delude themselves.If the present Congress fails to undo the
great wrong that has been done, appeal will
be taken to the people. And it will be kept
there, and. if need be, renewed year in and
year out.

Hicks’ Forecasts For March.

A reactionary fttorm p*rio*l is central daring the
three Amt djrof March, with Moon on the celes-
tial equator and new on the Ist A very general
*nlmarked tv* lion to wanner weather may be
?•xpetieO Ly the Ist. attended by a low barometer
ami rebutting in storms of lightning, thunder,
w imi, rain and snow. By the Srd or 4lh a high bar-

ometer willhave fticoe*b*l storm conditions and
cold, fair weather will have traveled cast want
from the northwest over most of the country.

A regular Vulcan storm period runs from thetUh
to KHh. Southerly winds, fallingbarometer, much

warmer weal her and general storm conditions will
appear In western parts early in this period, and
mre storms uf rain an<t snow w illbe progressive
from w est to east about Thursday the *th to Sun-
day the 11th.

We have many times explained that on and
about March the llth falls a crisis in magnetic and
electric phenomena. About this lime, also, there is
great mason to anth ipate equatorial and cyclonic
storms up through the south seas and islands ami
along our southern coasts. We predict, however,
that the disturhamws normally due about the lith
will this mouth be delayed or prolonged until the

llth. ISth. and IMh, at which time the Moon will

be in apogee, on the celestial equator and at her
full. Violent equinoctial hurricanes and gales

will occur on many seas, and around many coasts
along amt U>rdenng on the tropical girdle of the
globe, not tar from this central perturbation in

March. A marked blizzard and boreal storm over
northern sections of this country need not surprise
our readers about the same time.

The cold weather following the disturbances de-
| scribed above willmoderate during the first part of

the Vulcan storm period. I7th to 22 id. and more
tnark-d storm conditions wid return about Mon-

j day the 19th to Thursday toe 22uU.
Center; g about the .251 h and 26th change to

warmer, falling barometer ami more rain and snow
will likely appear. At this time Moon will be
moving northward from her south declination and

the Sun willhave made its transit northward over
the equator* hence numerous conflicts of warm,
southern, electric currents, with cold, boreal cur-
rents from the north, resulting In sharp, vernal

storms and rapid changes of temperature, maybe
counted on through all this part of the month. A

cri.-Lsof unseasonably high temperature, with very
low burom-der, may bo expected over much of Ibe

continent, on and touching the:*9th. This willbe

the central day of the Mercury period, with Moon

on the equator and In perigee within a few hours

of conjunction with Bun‘ and Earth, called “new

Moon.*’ A Vulcan storm period overlaps the Mer-

I cury disluroauce at the same time. We therefor© pre-
dict some wicked tropical storms over wide area* to

southward, with conditions favorable to violent

sleet and snow storms over northern and central

{Kirtsof the country on ami next to the last three

days of March. We shall be surprised if one of the

most destructive sleet storm* of the winter does
not visit many northern sections at this time.
Apriland May. upon the whole, will bring favora-

ble weather, but some Venus frosts and floods ore
to be feared In May.

Saw the Frozen River Explode.

From the Minnea)>oli6 Times.

. A farmer named Banker, who lives on

the Nebraska side of the Missouri river,
recently had a remarkably narrow escape
from instant death as the result of an ex-

plosionnut ofdynamite or nitro glycerine,
but of ice in the Missouri river. Hanker
was driving across the river on the ice
bridge. When about in the center of the
main channel he suddenly heard an omin-
ous rumbling underneath the ice, and was

m>t long in deciding that something unusual
was about to happen. Lashing his horses
into a wild run, he headed for the shore,
which he had just reached in safety when
the explosion or “blow up” occurred. It
is said by those who witnessed the incident

' that, large bodies of heavy ice in an area

of about a square mile were thrown fully
forty nr fifty feet into the air by the force
of the npheavel. The phenomenon is said
to have been caused by Ihe sudden and ex-

treme change of the weather to colder, the
icc forming so quickly and so solidly that no

air holes were left, the pressure of the im-
prisoned air finally becoming so great as to
force its escape in the manner stated by
tossing hundreds of tons of ice into the
air as though it were feathers.

The Ice Bridge.

The “ice bridge” across the Susque-
hanna at Havre de Grace, Md., which was

used for running ears of the Philadelphia,
. Wilmington and Baltimore Railroad over

the river, enabled that company, which at

the time ferried its trains on a large steam-
boat, to lay tracks on the ice and have its
cars drawn across by horses. Passengers
were carried across in sleighs. This was
from January 16 to the month of Febru-
ary, 1852.
