News of the Week.

Smallpox has broken out on the Devil’s
Lake Indian Reservation in North Dakota.

Three men and 60 mules were killed in a

coal mine at Mahanoy City,Pa., last Saturday
by fire-damp.

Henry D. Stringer, New York city, real es-
tate dealer, has assigned. Liabilities, $256,-

. 210; assets, $45.
Germany’s exports of war material to China

last year aggregated 8,150,000 marks, as
against 3,480,000 for 1808.

The International Packing Company’s plant
at the Chicago Stock Yards have closed,
throwing 1000 men out ofemployment.

At Alexandria, Indiana, the largest axe

manufactory in the world was burned Sunday
night. Loss $800,000; 1000 men are thrown

out ofwork.

Germany produced 1,580,000 tons of war

sugar dining the twelve months ending July
31, as against 1,520,000 tons the previous
twelve months.

On Friday night of last week Morganstown,
Wi st Virginia, and vicinity, was struck by a
terrific storm, causing a loss of $125,000 to

limber and coal oil rigs.

Owing to heavy rains most of the steam

¦ shovel and open pit mines at McKinley,

Minnesota, have been compelled to suspend,¦ the mines being flooded.
Franklin J. Moses, governor of South

Carolina, during the “reconstruction” period,
was arrested and sent to jail in Boston, Mass.,
last Saturday, for stealing $5.

Incendiary forest fires prevailed in Colo-
rado. last week, extending from 5 to 85 in
width and several hundred miles in extent.
The loss will run into millions of dollars.

Ex-Secretary of Slate Caleb Powers, who
was tried for complicity inthe murder of Gov.
Gobei ofKentucky, was found guilty on Sat-

, urday last and sentenced to the penitentiary
for life.

Owing to the great heal and prolonged
drouth the Kansas corn crop has been cut

down about 45,000.000 bushels. The crop, it
is thought, will not he more than 75.000,000
bushels.

An application iu involuntary bankruptcy
has been filed at Houston, Texas, against T.
M. Richardson & Sons, lumber dealers. The

' assets and liabilities of the firm will exceed
half a million dollars.

The carpenters, the strongest organization
of artisans in the Chicago Building Trades’
Council, have decided to withdrawfrom that
body, and most, of the men probably will be
at work withintwo weeks.

In view of the fact that numerous murders
have been committed in Berlin, Germany,
of late without successful investigation, a re-

organization of the criminal division of the
police force has been ordered.

The pecan crop of Texas promises to be
the largest known iu many years. Last year’s
crop was a small one, caused principally by
the floods iu the Brazos Valley, but this year

. the trees are loaded with nuts.

It is reported in Chicago that transconti-
nental freight rales have gone to smash iu the
scramble for contracts for carrying Govern-
ment supplies to Sun Francisco, and ageneral
rate War is regarded as imminent.

Sheep roaming ‘over the bills in Morgan
, 1 and Summit counties, Idaho, have stampeded

• swarms of squirrels from their usual haunts,
and the little rodents have descended on the
farmers’ crops of cereals and vegetables.

Rev. Richardson Graham, a -retiivil priest
of the Protestant Episcopal Church, and who
is said to have been one of the first American
missionaries to onter China, died in Phila-
delphia, Pa., last week, aged 90 years.

Wind and bail storms of unusual severity
visited Nebraska on the 16th instant. Crops
were ruined by the bail, and in some cases
small buildings were wrecked. The damage
to crops will amount to more than SIOO,OOO.

The trustees of the Des Moines, lowa,
Baptist College have just been notified by John
D. Rockefeller, the coal oil baron, that he
will give the institution $50,000 on condition
that a like sum is raised by the trustees them-

| selves.
t Two thousand vest makers in the New
• York sweatshops are on strike for the pay-
} inent of the same Scale of wages which was in

force last year, for a ten hour day and for
I weekly payments. The Brooklyn vest makers

are also on a strike.
The United Hatters of North America on

Tuesday ordered a strike of union men in the
hat factory of Eugene V. Connett & Co., at
Orange, New Jersey. The strike is for the
purpose of making the factory a “fair” instead

The Hamburg-American Line steamer

i Deutschland, which sailed from New York
for Plymouth, England, made a new record

I for the eastward passage, and the fastest lime
ever attained by any ocean steamer, of 5 days
11 hours and 45 minutes.

Lehigh, Lebanon ami Delaware counties,
Pa., were swept by a disastrous storm on Sat-
urday afternoon hist. The loss to crops and

An incendiary attempt was made to burn
and loot Smithfield, Illinois, on the night of
the 17th instant. It is a town of 1500 popu-
lation, houses all frame, and was set on fire in
seventeen places. Loss $75,000. In several
bouses near the scene of the fire the Incendi-
aries were discovered trying to gather up valu-
ables left by the citizens in the excitement at-
tending the fire. They were driven out of
half a dozen houses, and finally escaped from
town in a carriage.

Dr. Arrington, in Platte county, Mo., near
East Leavenworth, on Monday, shot and kill-
ed Janies Wallace, a wealthy farmer, in a

quarrel over a line fence. Arrington then

went to the home of his mother-in-law, the
widow of William Wallace, and deliberately
shot her to death. Arrington escaped in a

i wagon with his young daughter, but was pur-
sued by Sheriff 1Hlliugham and a posse. About
ten o’clock the posse caught Arrington in a

> road near Farley. The murderer opened fire,
fatally wounding Sheriff Dillingham in the
breast. As the sheriff fell he shot Arrington
through the heart.
