- Proud To Have His Child Set Along-

t side A Black One At School.

From the Baltimore Sun.

Marylanders, as well as the voters of the

entire South, will be interested in learning
of Governor Roosevelt’s extraordinary love

. for the negro race. It is set forth in the fol-
lowing special dispatch to the Sun trom New
York :

“Under the terms of a repealing act passed
at the last session of the Legislature largely
through the efforts of Governor Roosevelt,
local boards ofeducation are no longer per-
mitted to designate or maintain separate
schools for the instruction of colored children.
This result was achived with the support of
the Platt Republican machine, alter the ne-
groes anil their sympathizers had fought a
long battle in the courts to test the conslitu-
litnalily of the law under which they were

formerly excluded in many towns from public
schools for while children. The Court of
Appeals upheld the law in a decision in 1899
refusing the petition of Mrs. Samuel B. Cisco,
a colored resident of Jamaica, a village of the
Greater New York, for a mandamus to com-
pel the city school superintendent to admit

her children to a school in Jamaica main-
tained exclusively for white pupils. The
school official’s contention that he had com-
plied with Ihe law in providing a separate
st huol for colored students convenient to Mrs.

Cisco’s home w:ts upheld.

send her children to the Jamaica school lor

So it bap -
pens that the grass lands of the country,
which require a great deal of rain, are
found chiefly in the west, while the grain
and fruit regions are in the sunnier and
drier part of the country east of the moun-

tains, for they mature best in a relatively
dry and clear climate.
