WOMAN’S FIRST APPEARANCE.

“Mother Eve” a Fruitful Subject for
Legend Mongers—Various Myths.

Woman’s first appearance has been a

fruitful subject for the legend nongers of
all ages and places. According to S. Bar-
ing Gould, there was an extraordinary
mystic named Antoinetler Bourignon, who
held that Adam’s stomach contained a clear
fluid, like water in a crystal bowl, in which
liny eggs developed themselves like bubbles
in wine, and when he strongly desired
companions he deposited some of these
eggs, which hatched out Eve. The
Phueuician myth of creation is found in the
story of Pygmalion and Galatea. There
the first woman was carved by the first
man out of ivory, and then endowed with
life by Aphrodite.

The Greek theory of the creation of
woman, according to Hesiod, was that
Zeno, as a cruel jest, ordered Vulcan to
make woman out of clay, and then induced
the various gods and goddesses to invest
tlie clay doll with all their worst qualities,
the result being a lovely thing, with a
witchery of mien, refined craft, eager pas-
sion, love of dress, treacherous manners
aud shameless mind. The old Scandina-
vians, on the other hand, made their com-
mon mother out of nobler stock than man.
Their mythology says that as Odin, Yili
and Ve, the three sons of Bor, were walk-
ing along the sea beach they found two

sticks of wood, one of ash and one of elm.
Sitting down, the gods shaped man and
woman out of these sticks, whittling the
woman out of the elm and calling her
Emla. Closely allied to this is the lonian
myth, which makes the first pair, Meschia
and Meschiane, out of the beidas tree.

One of the strangest stories touching
the origin of woman is that told by the
Madagasearenes. In so far as the creation
of man goes the legend is not unlike that
related by Moses, only that fall came be-
fore Eve arrived. After the man had
eaten of the forbidden fruit he became af-
fected with a boil on the leg, out of which,
when it burst, came a beautiful girl. The
man’s first thought was to throw her ' 1 the
pigs, but he was commanded by a messen-

ger from heaven to let he play among the
digging until she was of marriageable age;
then to make her his wife. lie did so,
willed her Bahoura, and she became the
mother of all races of men. The Ameri-
can Indians’ myths relative to Adam and
Eve arc numerous aud entertaining. Some
traditions trace hack our first parents to

white and red Maoze, another is that man,
searching for a wife, was given the daugh-
ter of the king of the muskrats, who, on

being dipped into a neighboring lake, be-
came a woman. Poor first mother! For
untold centuries she has been twitted for
her primal share in the world’s cares and
punishments. No matter whether a paint-
ed Kicknpoo or a classic Greek, a bare
breecked Madagascarene or long robed
rabbi, man looks malevolently backward at
his Eve and growls at her as the origin of
his woes. But whether the product of a

pimple or of a divinely vivified rib, the
paradox remains that she who is the truest

daughter of Eve has never a lack of ad-
miring slaves.

Ohio’s Great Underground River.

Roaring wells in widely separated parts
of the State indicate the existence of a
mighty subterranean river that flows across
the State a a depth of comparatively few
feet below' the surface, at least at certain
places. The latest of (he roaring wells is
at Chardon, a suburb of Cleveland. The
men have refused to work in it and plans
are being made to dynamite it.

Pour More Hot Summers Coming.

All astronomers know that the face of
the sun is blanketed with absorbing vapors,
while its interior is much hotter than the
glowing shell that we see. Strip off the
vaporous blanket Entirely, and the surface
of the earth would probably burst into
smoke and flame in the instantaneous gush
of unbearable heat that would be poured
upon it.

Whenever,as occurs periodically, though
not always to the same extent, the solar
vapors are thinned, the heat from within

leaps out through the weakened shell and
strikes the earth and the other nearby
planets as with a breath of fire from the
suddenly opened door of a blazing furnace.

That is wbat happened this summer, and
the immediate agency that flung open the
furnace door and sent forth the destroying
blast is the mysterious power whose visible
manifestation is the presence of black sun

spots. But it is a mistake to suppose that
the sun spots themselves exercise any direct
influence upon the weather or that there
must be spots on the sun whenever there
is extraordinary heat on the earth.

The spots are simply indicators of the
sun’s condition, resembling in that respect
the eruptions on the face of a smallpox
patient. They tell the story of the sun’s
internal convulsions and indicate some of
the places on its surface where the pent up
forces are bursting out.

The sun is subject to strange physical
disorder, which shakes its system to the
very center and, like a malarious disease,
recurs in more or less regular periods, hut
with varying intensity. In fact, the simi-
larity to some of the recurrent diseases that
afflict humanity goes so far that there is a

kind of double period in the sun spot cycle,
and we have now arrived at the beginning
of the great primary period of the cycle
which is marked by intensification of the

solar disturbances.
Hence the fierce blasts of the destroying

sunshine that dried and parched the air,
dissipated its gathering moisture, scattered
the assembling stonuclouds and out of a

cloudless sky dropped scorching atmospheric
sheets upon the cornfields of the west until
the very soil seem on the point of catching
fire.

For the next four years these gigantic
outbursts will increase in fury, and a cor-

responding series of terrestrial seasons,
marked by great excesses of temperature,
sudden contrasts and extraordinary cyclonic
disturbances, will follow
