The Assassin’s Fatal Bullet.

On Friday afternoon of last week the coun-

try was thrilled with the announcement that
a change for the worst had taken place in the
condition of President McKinley. Telegraph
and newspaper offices were beseiged with
people in all stations of fife for the latest
news, and not since the assassination of Lin-
coln and Garfield has the whole country been
so stirred. A night of suspense was passed,
and at 2.16n.m. Saturday the news of his
death was flashed from poie to pole and from
ocean to ocean. A pall seemed to fall upon
the earth, and threats against the assassin and
his kind were unrestrained. Unfortunately a

few indiscreet persons gave utterance to ex-

pressions that called forth summary punish-

ment by those nearest them, and (hey soon

sought more congenial company.
At all times death is appalling, one may

drop dead on the street, or in his house, and
it is a terrible shock; but when it comes from
the hands of an assassin, with cold, calm de-
liberation, shock and sympathy are changed

into a feeling of contempt for the cowardly

perpetrator. One loses all the finer feelings

of sympathy and is willing to assist in almost
any thing that will remove the perpetrator of

so heinous a crime Irom the sight of man.

Such a calamity makes all the world akin.
To the dead President the country laid pro-
found sorrow; to his wife and relatives a .sym-

pathy unbounded; while the nations ol the

earth commingled their sorrow with ours.

The President in his last period ol concious-

ness, which ended about 7.40, j>. m., Friday

night, chanted the words of the hymn, “Near-

er, my God to Thee,” and his last audible

conscious words as taken down by Dr. Mann

at the bedside were :

“Good-bye, all good bye. It is God’s way.

His will be done.”

DEATH OF PRESIDENT McKISLEY.

Roosevelt Sworn In and Issues a

Proclamation—The Same Cabinet

Will Act for the Present—Mourning

In Every Quarter.

A foreshadowed in our last issue President
McKinley died at 2.15 a. m. on Saturday, the
14th instant, from blood poison, superinduced
by gangrene.

In a moment the world knew of the great
calamity that had befallen this country, and
telegrams of condolence were received during
the day from every place where cable or tele-
graph office was located. Business exchanges
adjourned, and evidences of mourning were
placed on State, municipal and many business
places.

Vice President Roosevelt was in the Adi-
rondack Mountains, so confident was he and
members of the Cabinet that the President
would five, that they left Buffalo lor their re-
spective homes or places of resort. The
change in the President’s condition was tele-
graphed them, an I they hurried at once to

that eity, though Mr. Roosevelt’s had to he
taken to him by courier a distance of 35 miles,
and be returned by a relay of horses, reaching
the railroad where a special train was await-
ing him, leaving at 5 o’clock Saturday morn-
ing, reaching Buffalo at 1.30 p. in.

THE OATH OF OFFICE.

The President went soon to the Millmrn
House and offered his condolence to Mrs.
McKinley. It was shortly after 3 o’clock
when Mr. Roosevelt returned to the Wilcox
bouse to lake the oath. Senator Uhanneey
M. Depew, who made the speeches nominal
ing Mr. Roosevelt for Governor and Vice-
President, was one ot those to arrive early.
Among others in waiting were Dr. and Mrs.
Charles Carey, W illiam Jefferies, George L.
Williams, Judge Albert Haight, John N.
Scalcherd, Robert .Scatcherd,Carlton Sprague,
George P. Sawyer, John N. Millmrn, Mrs.
Ansi. V W ilcox, Miss Wilcox, Mrs. Millmrn,
Mrs. Sprague and Mrs. Mann, the wife ol one

of the President's physicians. Later there
came Secretary of War Root, Attorney-Gen-
eral Knox, Post master-General Smith and
John R. Hazel, Judge of the United Slab s

Court of the Western District of New York,

in another carriage arrived Secrelaiy ol tin-
Navy Long, Secretary ol the Interior Hitch
cock, Secretary of Agriculture Wilson and
Colonel Bingham, snpelintendeiit of the W bile
House buildings and grounds. Following in
a third carriage came Secretary Cortelyou,
John I. Milburn and George P. Keating, the
Clerk of the United Stales District Court.

Standing beside the President as lie took
the oath was Judge Hazel, who administered
it. The President was grave, and some of the
women were in tears.

“President Roosevelt,’ said Mr. Root, “1
have been requested by all tiie members of
the Cabinet of the late President who are here
in the city of Buffalo, being all except two, to
request that for reasons of weight affecting
the administration of the Government yon
should proceed without delay to take the con-

stitutional oath of office.’
Silence fell upon the group. It lasted a

minute, and then Mr. Roosevelt spoke:
“Mr. Secretary,” he said, "Ishall take the

oath at once, agreeable to the request ol the
members of the Cabinet, and in this hour of
our terrible national bereavement 1 wish to
say that 1 shall continue absolutely unbroken
the policy of President McKinley for the
peace, the prosperity and the honor of our

beloved country."
Judge Hazel said:
“Theodore Roosevelt, hold up your right

hand.”
The President complied and Judge Hazel

read the oath, the President repeating it after
him, phrase by phrase. It was very brief,
reading as follows:

“I do solemnly swear that 1 will faithfully
execute the office of President of the United
States and will, to the best of my ability, pre-
serve, protect and defend the Constitution of
the United States.”

Another pause was broken by Secretary
Root quickly stepping up to the President,
shaking hands with him and wishing him suc-
cess during his terra. Some shed tears.

Presently everybody except those who had
some official connection with the incoming of
the new President left the house. Mr. Roose-
velt met the members of the Cabinet in the
parlor. With them was Secretary Cortelyou.
The President asked them all to refrain from
presenting their resignations and for the pres-
ent at least to continue in office. He said he
had not in mind a single thought that would
lead him to deviate from the policy that had
been successfully carried out by tne late
President. The members of the Cabinet told
him what had been done in the way of ar-
ranging for the funeral.

Saturday night President Roosevelt issued
a proclamation appointing Thursday, Septem-
ber 19th, as a day of mourning and prayer
throughout the country.

The remains of the late President, after
short services at the Milburn residence, Sun-
day morning, were taken to the City Hall,
Buffalo, under military escort, and lay in siale

until midnight. On Monday the body was

taken to Washington and placed in the While
House. On Tuesday morning it was taken to
the Capitol by the army, navy and civic or-
ganizations, and funeral services were held
at once, after which the remains laid in stale
until evening, when they were taken to Can-
ton, Ohio, and deposited in the familyvault on
Thursday.

At every station from Buffalo to Washing-
ton and from Washington to Canton, hundreds
of people stood with bare heads as the funeral
train passed.

Memorial services were held during the
funeral Thursday in nearly every church in the
country, and in many factories; bells tolled,
and nearly all business houses closed for the
day or suspended lor two or more hours; and
never perhaps, was there ever such universal
attendance at churches. Throughout the
world there were special memorial services.

Caterpillar Itch Has Come.

Buri.IKOTON, N. J.. Sept. 10.—Many women

in Burlington are suffering from what is known
as caterpillar itch, which attacks the limbs
below the knees, and was at first evidenced by
the apparent, uneasiness with which the ladies
listened to a full hourserraona Sunday or two

ago. On that occasion they just rubbed one

foot against an ankle, and made the other act

in a reciprocal manner.
Burlington is infested with an awful plague

of caterpillars, and the pavements are literally

alive with them. In walking along the streets

the women’s skirts gather up the fuzzy mate-

rial from the insects and conduct it to the
stockings.

Substitutes for the President.

From the New York Sun.

The old scheme of Presidential succession,
which placed the Speaker of the House of
Representatives next to the Vice-President
ami then stopped, was changed in the first
session of the Forty-ninth Congress, in 1886.
Vice-President Roosevelt having now assumed
the duties of President, the following substi-
tutes are provided, in ease he, and each of
them in order, is disabled :

The Secretary of Stale.
The Secretary of the Treasury.
The Secretary of War.
The Attorney-General.
The Postmaster-General.
The Secretary ot the Navy.
The Secretary of the Interior.
lu view of the Constitutional provision that

only native-born Americans shall he eligible
to the office ol President and Vice-President,
section 2 of the act of 1886 limits its applica-
tion to “such officers as shall have been ap-
pointed, by the advice and consent of the Sen-
ate, to the offices therein named and such as

are eligible to the office of President under
the Constitution.” We give here a list of the
members ot the Cabinet, in accordance with
the law providing for their succession, together
with their places of birth :
Secretary Hay Indiana
Secretary Gage New York
Secretary Root New York
Attorney-General Knox Pennsylvania
Postmaster-General Smith Connecticut
Secretary Long Maine
Secretary Hitchcock Alabama
Secretary Wilson Scotland

The Hon. James Wilson, therefore, good
American as he is, is the single statesman not
to be counted on in case the Cabinet is called
upon to furnish a successor to Roosevelt.

Czolgosz Indicted.

Buffalo, N. Y., September 16. —Leon F.
Czolgosz, alias Fred. Nieman, was indicted
today by the County Court Grand Jury for the
crime of murder in the first degree in fatally
shooting President William McKinley at the
Temple of Music in the Pan-American Expo-
sition grounds at 4.15 o clock on the afternoon
of September 6.

When arraigned before Judge Edward K.
Emery, in the County Court, the prisoner
stubbornly refused to answer questions repeat-
edly asked of him by District Attorney Pen-
ney as to whether he had counsel or wanted
counsel. The District Attorney then suggest-

ed that, inasmuch as the defendant refused to

answer, counsel should be assigned.
Judge Emery assigned Hon. Loran L. Lewis

and Hon. Robert C. Titus. ex-Supreme Court
Justices, of this city, whose names had been
suggested by the Erie County Bar Association.
