EXPLORING PARTY NEARLY
STARVED.

Frightful Sufferings of Porter’s Marines in
Samar—Obliged to Eat Dog Meat—Some
of the Men Likely to Die as Result of Priva-
tions—Insurgent Officers Surrender—Party
Led by Renegade Americans Attempt to
Surprise Native Police.

Manira,Jan. 28.—General Chaffee curtailed
his trip and returned here this morning. He
says he found the conditions satisfactory every-
where exceptat Samar, where continuous rain

during the past two months has retarded the
i pecially against such an elusive

enemy.

The condition of Captain David D. Porter’s
marines, who took part in the expedition into
the interior of Samar, is much worse than

reviously described. They suffered fearful
Kuduhi and were without food for several
days. }Exe natives who accompaunied the ma-
rines claimed they were unable to distinguish
the edible roots, which the marines did not
believe. The anger of the marines against
the natives is intense. None of the latter re-
turned with the marines. The marines suf-
fered so acutely from starvation that they ate,
raw, the flesh of two dogs.

When Captain Porter and the first three of
his men smgﬂglered into camp they were deliri-
ous, and difficulty was experienced in ascer-
taining the whereabouts of their companions.

Wilfiams. of the First Infantry, headed the
relief expedition in the face of a torrential
rainstorm, which flooded the rivers. Hesuc-

ded in r ing the r ining ten men,
who would otherwise have certainly perished.
He found them all delirious. Two of the men
were discovered in the branches of trees bark-
ing like dogs. Some of the marines are so ill
that they are not likely to recover.

General Chaffee has endeavored to obtain
full details of the trip of the marines, but
Captain Porter is not yet able to lucidly ex-
plain matters.

The expedition into the interior of Samar,
led by Captain David D. Porter, of the Marine
Corps, numbered 36 men. It had been ab-
sent two weeks. The marines had been pro-
vided with rations for only five days. On
January 21 Captain Porter and 26 members
of his party reached the coast of the island of
Samar. The other ten men were missing and
little hope of their safety was entertained.

Letter from Annapolis.

Mgessrs, Eprrors :—Improvements are be-
ing rapidly pushed along at the Naval Acade-
my. hen the work is completed we shall
have an institution which has no peer in the
world. The work which is being done at
present consists in enlarging the grounds by
taking in a part of the Severn River. Walls
are constructed of saitable strength, and then
the dregs of the river are piled in the enclos-
ure. Thus several acres have been added to
the Academy grounds.

There is also under construction a building
of immense proportions, which extends across
that part of the grounds which face the Ches-
apeaEe Bay. When this building is completed
it will be a magnificent structure, made en-
tirely from granite, and will contain the cadet
quarters, an armory and a boathouse.

A very commodious building for Marine
Barracks is also under way. The whole will
probably cost $12,000,000.

Within the last year the municipal authori-
ties have had the streets paved with vitrified
bricks, and they have also llmd more safe pave-
ments laid.

These improvements, with those of the new
postoffice and State buildings, will add much
to the attractiveness of Annapolis.

A hurricane was raging at the
time; assistance from nearby cities and towns
came, but nothing could prevent the spread-
ing, and four acres in the heart of the city are
in ruins. Fully $3,000,000 in property were
destroyed, with about one-third covered by
insurance.

GIGANTIOC BRIBERY PLOT.

Three St. Louis Assemblymen Arrested on
Bench Warrants—Indicted by Grand Jury
—Members of the City Council and House
of Delegates Agree to Pass Street Railway
Franchises for $135,000.

Sr. Louts, Mo., Jan. 27.—Charles A. Kratz,
Emil Meisenberg and John K. Murrell, mem-
bers of the Municipal Assembly under the
Ziegenhein administration, were arrested this
afternoon on bench warrants, charging them
with bribery.

Indictments against them will be returned
by the Grand Jury. Circuit Attorney Folk
says that the arrests bring to light the biggest
bribe: lot ever uncovered in St. Louis.
From half a dozen to a score more of bench
warrants will be issued for members of the
last Municipal Assembly.

It is alleged that Kratze, Weisenberg and
Murrell, with other members of the City Coun-
cil and House of Delegates, agreed with the
Suburban Street Railway Company to pass
certain desired franchises for $135,000 which
was placed in safe deposit vaults,
Seventy-five thousand dollars were placed
in a vault at the Lincoln Trust Company to
be distributed among certain members of the
House of Delegates in the event the franchises
were granted. There were two keys to the
box, one held by Philip Stock, agent of the
Suburban Railroad, and the other is said to
have been retained by John K. Murrell, of the
House of Delegates.

Sixty thousand dollars were deposited in a
box at the Mississippi Valley Trust Compeny,
to be divided among certain members of the
City Council, after the ordinances granting
the Suburban the desired right of way should
have been passed.

Circuit Attorney Folk and a committee of
Grand Jurors visited the vaults of the trust
companies this morning and found the money
in the boxes, according to the information
filed at the Grand Jury. The money was in
crisp new bills, tied in packages. After
counting the money found the committee re-
turned to the Four Courtsand the indictments
were found.

At Circuit Attorney Folk's request Judge
Wood issued an impounding order command-
ing the two trust companies to preserve the
boxes and their contents undisturbed so that
they may be held for evidence in the Criminal
Courts.

The exposure was the result of a wrangle
between members of the House of Delegates
and representatives of the Suburban Company
over the payment of the $75,000. The claims
set up by the members of the House of Dele-
gates combine is that they carried out their
part of a contract and the company now re-
fuses to open the boxes and give them the
money. This combine even went so far as to
be willing to make a compromise, by which
the 19 members who were in the combine
were to receive $2000 or $2500 apiece, instead
of the entire $75,000.

A combine of 19 members controlled all the
legislation in the House of Delegates of the
last Municipal Assembly.

There has just been completed at the
Fulton Engine Works in Los Angeles, Cal.,
a huge telescope, minus the two 36 inch
lenses, for the Lick Observatory on Mount
Hamilton. The tube is 40 inches in di-
ameter and 16 feet long. The instrument
will go to Chile and stay on some Andean
peak for three years for observations of
the southern heavens.

The organ in the chapel of the Episco-
pal Church on State street, in Portsmouth,
N. H., is to be taken to Boston, to be
placed on exhibition, being the oldest in
America. The organ was brought from
London in 1713 and placed in King's
Chapel, Boston. While it wasin Boston
Benjamin Franklin was the organist. . It
was sold to Newburyport some eighty years
afterward, and in 1836 it was purchased
by Rev. Dr. Charles Burroughs and pre-
sented to the chapel in Portsmouth.

Internal revenue returns for the last fis-
cal year show that more than $62,000,000
on account of ‘‘the weed'’ were turned
into the Treasury, being an increase of
$3,000,000 over the previous year's re-
ceipts.

There was a notable decrease in the con-
sumption of the cheapest class of cigarettes.
The domestic production of tobacco in its
various forms (including 8500 tons of
snuff ) was 160,000 tons. We state it in
this form because the figures given in
pounds seem almost incredible.

A table published by the United States
Tobaceo Journal, giving the production of
cigars by districts during the calendar year
1900, shows that in the New York district
alone we converted more than 11,000 tons
of the herb into 1,291,000,000 of cigars,
big and little. The cigars, big and little,
made in the whole country that twelye-
month numbered 5,565,000,000.

This was an increase of 13 per cent. over
the preceding year, and reflected the freer
consumption due to general prosperity.
