Legends of the Lily.

From the Philadelphia Ledger.

Eastertide brings redolence of lilies.
Everywhere their alabaster fencers wave,
exhalant of perfume, which, indeed, bears
to the throne of God the thoughts of man.

Would our great Christian festival be as

solemn, as rich in uplifting influence, as

truly interpreted, if there were no lilies?
To many a kneeling worshipper before holy
altars they have been as angelic messengers.

These beautiful flowers have been asso-

ciated with religious impulses from the
time, 4000 years ago, when the Egyptian
lotus, known also as the rose lily of the
Nile, was held in high sanction by Egyp
tian priests, to the days when Julia Ward
Howe wrote by inspiration, “Intho beauty
of the lilies Christ was born across the sea.

The lilies of the field which the Saviour
used in illustration of His teaching were

not, however, of the spotless hue from
which we derive our impressions of purity
and innocence. Their color was red, and
they grew profusely upon the plain of Gen-

nesaret, as indicated in the sixth of Mat-
thew, yielding upon distillation a most fra-

grant juice. It is believed that Old Testa-
ment allusions to lilies included in that
family tho iris as well as the lotus. In

modern times the flowers which impress
the generality of travelers as being the
‘ ‘lilies of the field’ ’ alluded to by our Lord
would be termed by Western peoples
anemones, and these strew the turf in lavish
profusion.

It is not difficult to sympathize with the
devout imaginations which early in the

Christian era associated the lily with the
personality of the Virgin Mary. One of

the traditions first originated narrates how
the first lilysprang from a drop of milk,
which fell to the ground while the infant
Jesus was receiving nourishment. White
flowers of many varieties were held sacred
to the Virgin in loving hearts, but of all
these two are most prominently connected
with her, the lily and the rase. At a very
early date roses, both red and white, were
regarded as emblematic of the mother of

Christ, “and were specially so recognized
by St. Dominic,” we read in Ibid, “when

he instituted the devotion of the rosary
with direct reference to her.

ITALIAN ART.

The brushes of mediaeval artists de-

picted the Madonna with a lily in her hand,
and the painters of Italy portrayed her
with a vase of lilies at her side, three ex-

quisite flowers supported on green stems.

The large white lily with which we are
familiar was here represented, “the pure
white petals signifying her spotless body,
and the golden anthers within typifying
her soul, sparkling with divine light.” In

like manner other white blossoms were
“considered typical of her purity and holi-
ness, and consecrated to her festivals, ” and

it was whispered that lilies of the valley
were formed in the beginning from her

tears.
At a Utter period in the history of art

the lily, as especially appropriate to the
Annunciation, was introduced into paint-
ings depicting that wonderful event Thus

we may look upon the angel Gabriel bear-
ing a cluster of lilies. In fact, as has been
well observed in Folkard’s “Plant Le-
gends,” “the life of Christ may be said to

fling its shadow over the whole vegetable
world.” From that epoch the trees and
flowers which had been associated with
heathen riles and deities began to be con-

nected with holier names, and not infre-
quently with the events of the Crucifixion
itself.

But there are other associations with
this most beautiful of all flowers, dating
much further back than the earthly life of

the lowly Nazareoe, but full of beautiful
imagery, as those which linked it with the

Virgin.
THE BUDDHIST PRAYER.

The lotus, the sacred lily of the East, is

the symbol of Buddha, who is said to have

first appeared to his disciples, or those who
were to become such,seated upon an opened
blossom. He is not the only Eastern deity
who is written of as having loved to re-
pose on the rich petals of the flower, for

the Chinese represent their god Pazza as

reclining thus. So through the centuries

devout Buddhists have worshipped the
lotus; and the prayer, if we may so term

what is merely an ejaculation, which the

Thibetans print upon slips of paper and
fasten to revolving cylinders in order that

by a convenient mechanical process the at-

tention of Buddha may be incessantly be-

spoken, consists only of the words, “Om
mani padme hum !” or “Oh, the jewel in

(or of) the lotus !”

Sir Edwin Arnold, in his poem “The

Light of Asia.” includes these lines :
“Ah. Lover! Brother! Guide! Lamp of the law !
I take my refuge inThy name and Thee !

I take my refuge inThy Law of Good !

1 take my refuge inThy Order! Om!
The dew Is on the lotus. Rise, Great Sun,
And lift my leaf and mix me with the wave.

‘Om mani padme hum,’ the sunrise comes,
The dewdrop slips into the shining sea."

In Buddhistic China the lotus is promi-
nent, of course, in art, poetry and folklore.

Hindu legends tell us that from the heart
of a lotus blossom Brahma emerged. Sir

William Jones’s translation of a Hindu

poem reads thus :
"Aform cerulean fluttered o’er the deep;

Brightest of beings, greatest of the great,

Who, not as mortals steep

Their eyes In dewy sleep.
But heavenly pensive on the lotus lay

That blossomed at his touch and shell a golden ray.

Hail, primal blossom I Hail, empyreal gem !
Kernel or Pedma. or whate'er high name
Delight thee, say. What four formed goddess came,

With graceful stole and beamy diadem.
Forth from thy verdant stem 1"

The name ‘ ‘ Pedma’ ’ is Sanscrit for lotus.
FAVORITE FLOWER OF CECILIA.

The graceful mythology of the Greeks
assigned the lily to a place among Juno’s
flowers, and wove the fancy, which no

doubt survived in the tradition of the Vir-
gin, that the first lily sprung from a drop
of Juno’s milk. The Greeks have always
highly favored the flower, and now use it
extensively in bridal wreaths.

According to legend, Solomon, the King
whose name the Saviour coupled with men-

tion of lilies, wore one as the principal
adornment of his crown, because it typified
love, charity, purity and innocence—a

combination of virtues, which, as Taylor
remarks in his “Storyology,” did not exist
in the character of the wisest man of his
time, if not of all times. The Jews, says
Taylor, anciently believed that the lily, or

lotus, defined botanic-ally as Liliutu candi
dum, was a protection from enchantment;
as such it is said to have been worn by-
Judith in a wreath when visiting Flolo-
fernes. Open lotus flowers appeared gen
erally upon the capitals of buildings in
Egypt.

Coming back to apostolic times, we may-
recall the fact that the “golden star lily”
was known as St. Jerome s lily; at a later
date chroniclers claimed it to have been
the favorite flower of St. Cecilia, in despite
of the popular belief assigning the rose that
honor. It was said that an angel brought
her each night a bouquet of roses fresh

gathered in Paradise.

pitcher and return home in perfect silence,
and without looking back even once. She
may then return to bed and finish the in-
terrupted nap.

Bathe your
face with it every week and you willnever

have wrinkles. The dew gathered at sun-

rise from crocuses is also a preventive
against wrinkles.

We are told that we must distinguish
between the lotus, or sacred lily of the
East, and that mentioned by Ulysses, and
sung in the exquisite poetry of Tennyson.
“Tlie mild eyed, melancholy lotus eaters came,

Branches they hore of that enchanted stem.”
These Lotophagi, or lotus eaters, seem

to belong essentially to the world of myth
and poetry, of oblivion, of sensuous delight,
but faith in the atmosphere of enchantment
Mil-founding the lily, or lotus, survives,
whether horn of mythology or not. In
certain countries, sufferers from ruts or

wounds are recommended to bind on them
the leaves of the lily.

THE LILY Of FRANCE.

Gerarde, Ihe old herbalist, says : “The
dowers of the lily of the valley, being close
stopped up in a glass, pul into an ant bill
and taken away again in a month after, ye
shall find a liquor in the glass, which, be-
ing outwardly applied, helpcth the gout.
Experiments demonstrating this to be a

fact are not, however, recorded, Grimm

says that in Hesse certain lands were rented
for the annual pay of a hunch of lilies of
the valley, a custom supposed to have
originated in religion. The Dominican
and Cistercian Brotherhoods held the lily
in high veneration.

German folklore stated that souls, when
disembodied, take form as either the lily
or white rose, and that one of these blos-
soms appears on the chair of a person soon

to die. From the grave of one wrongfully
executed, lilies arise, testifying innocence,
and if a betrothed maiden dies, three lilies
will spring over her grave, which no bauds
hut those of her lover must gather.

Many suppositions liave been advanced
as to how the lily became the flower of

France. One is that it was adopted by
the Kings of France, because of its being
the emblem of purity, and associated in
sacred history with Solomon and Christ.
Again, it is told that after a great battle
during the Crusades, lilies were found to

have covered the French banners as they
lay upon the ground. “According to

others,” says Taylor, “the fleur-de-lys is
merely a corruption of fleur, or Flour de
Louis, and was not a lily at all, but a pur-
ple iris which Louis the Seventh adopted
for hLs emblem on his departure for the
Holy Land.” Another unsatisfactory at-

tempt at solution of the mystery is con-

tained in the legend that “a shield of

azure, bearing the device of three golden
lilies, were presented by an angel to Clo-
thilde, the wife of Clovis,” and that con-

sequently the lilly became the national
flower of France, and has remained so ever
since the reign of that monarch.

Salt and Pepper.

Salt and pepper, as generally considered,
are of value in bringing out the flavor of
the food to which they are added. That
they have any value from a health stand-
point is not so generally recognized. You
may know that a lump of salt is good for
a horse, but you do not stop to consider
how important salt is for your own well
being. In eastern countries the condi-
ments, such as pepper, are used to profu-
sion in all foods. Gastric troubles com-

mon enough in other countries are conspic-
uously absent, and the free use of pepper
has much to do with that fact. Salt and
pepper work against fermentation. When
the stomach is out of order, or, as the
common saying is, upset, it is in a state of
fermentation.

A certain very wise physician who has
advanced to the point where drugs seem
the unimportant thing and common sense
the important in making the sick well is
advocating the use of pepper and salt even

in a glass of milk. It improves the flavor
to a remarkable degree, a fact you can

prove to your own satisfaction by taking
two glasses of milk, one in its original sim-
plicity, the other changed by the addition
of a pinch of salt and a dash of pepper,
then sip a little of each. The chances
are that you will prefer the seasoned milk.
Besides improving the flavor and overcom-
ing the tendency toward fermentation the
pepper will practically disable any microbes
that may be floating in the fluids. Thus
the gastric juices will perform their per-
fect work ofchanging microbes to food.

One of the bast remedies for a disturbed
digestion is hot water to which have been
added salt and paprika. If taken a full
hour and a half before breakfast, a cupful
of this very palatable drink will complete-
ly cleanse the stomach and leave it in good
condition. Out of a hundred persons se-

lected at random it is no exaggeration to
say that eighty eat too much and also that
these same eighty fail of proper mastica-
tion. Weakened digestions are of course

the direct result of overeating and insuffi-
cient mastication, and weakened digestion
means undermined systems. At the ex-

tremes of life, youth and old age, it is
wisdom to make the diet much the same.
A child’s nourisment should be very sim-
ple, so in old age it should grow plainer
and plainer.

Sources of “Kid” Gloves.

Barefooted boys and hens form a curi-

ous partnership in the making of a pair of
fine gloves. Thousands of dozens of hens’
eggs are used in curing the hides, and
thousands of boys are employed to work

the skins in clear water by treading on

them for several hours. When a woman

buys a pair of gloves she speaks of her
purchase as “kids. [f the clerk who

sold her the “kid”gloves knew the secrets
of the glovemaking business he might sur-
prise his fair customer by telling her that
those heantiful, soft, smooth fitting “kid

gloves came from the shoulders and belly
of a three weeks old colt, whose neck was

slit on the plains of Russia, and whose

tender hide was shipped, with hughe bun-

dles of colts’ hides to France, where they
were made up into “kid” gloves; or he
might with equal regard to the truth tell
her that those gloves in the other com-

partment once darted from tree to tree in

South America on the back on a ring tailed
monkey. And, if he made the rounds of
the store and could distinguish one skin
from another, he could point out “kid”

gloves made from the skins of kangaroos
from Australia, lambs or sheep from Ohio
or Spain or England, calves from India,
muskrats from anywhere, musk oxen from

China and other parts of Asia, rats, cats

and Newfoundland puppies. But the Rus-
sian colt, the four footed baby from the

plains where the Cossacks live, the colt
from the steppes of Siberia, where horses

are raised by the thousand, supplies the
skins which are the favorites at present
with the glove makers. Experts say that

the colt skin makes a better, stronger, finer

glove than real kid-skin.
But, after all, the real kid—the lively

infant of the goats which live in France,
Switzerland, Spain and Italy—furnishes
the choicest and most expensive gloves,
and nearly 10,000,000 kids are sacrificed
every year that women and men may

cramp their hands in smooth, delicate hued

gloves.
