Three cases of smallpox have l>een discov-
ered at Williamsburg, Dorchester county, and
churches and schools have been closed.

Washington county teachers have asked for

It will take SIB,OOO to
meet their demands and au increase of 9

cents on the SIOO in taxation.
George Brown, one of the largest landown-

ers in the Green Spring Valley, died on the
I7lh instant, at his beautiful country home,
about a mile from Brooklandville ? Baltimore
county.

J. V. Jamison, of Hagerstown, has pur-
chased of T. Belt Johnson a large tract of
land at Big Pool, Washington couuty, and
will at once build a factory aud begin the
manufacture of spokes and handles. He will
employ about 25 men at the start.

On the 16lh instant, Wolf Lichtenstein, 28
years of age, the proprietor of a cloak, cape
and skirl manufactory of 720 East Baltimore
street, Baltimore, was murdered in a horrible
manner by an employe named Hyman Seltzer.
Without, apparently, adequate motive, the
murderer terribly mulaled bis victim with a

long and sharp clothcutter’s knife. Seltzer is
belived to be insane.

Extensive improvements are be made at

Pen Mar Park. , Work was started last week
by Contractor George, with a force of 100
men, on the additions to the four sidings at

tie park. Each addition will be 600 feet
long. They will extend southward from the
park toward the Blue Mountain House. These
additions to the sidings will give room for
many more cars and will avoid the necessity
of sending trains to Highfield, Edgemont and
Hagerstown on big days.

Henry Wallers, of Baltimore, has bought
the great Marcello art collection in Koine,
paying therefor the sum of $1,000,000.

Prof. R. W. Silvester, president of Mary-
land Agricultural College, has issued invita-
tions to the farmers organizations of the State
for a general meeting ail the college on May
28 and 29. Committees of the several socie-
ties and clubs are expected to assemble there
ou the 28lh and make an inspection of the
property and buildings and experiment sta-

320 sacks of oatmeal, 488 bales of cotton
waste, 1,825 tierces of lard, 425 boxes ol ba- |
con and 1,200 tubs of lard.
