The incor-
porators are also made the directors for the
ntst year.

Tbe corporation was formed for Ihe purpose
of manufacturing flour, and buying and sell-
ing at wholesale and retail all kinds of country

produce, fertilizer, feed, and to conduct a
general warehouse business in Carroll county,
with the principal office located in Westmin-
ster. The capital slock is SIO,OOO, divided
in 1000 shares of the par value of $10,IK)

each.
Tbe company took over on July 1, the bus-

iness ofN. I. Gorsuch A Son, manufacturers of
flour and feed, barrels, and dealers in grain,
country produce, fertilizers, groceries, Ac.
The firm of N. I. Gorsuch A Son was organ-
ized over twenty one years ago, succeeding
to tbe grain, warehouse and grocery business

of Denton Gehr. Energy was put into Ihe
business, and as profits increased, the ware-
house was enlarged, a steam flour mill erected
and a cooper shop added.

HEAVY RAINS AND FLOODS.

Much Destruction Wrought to Railroads,

Milldaras, Public Roads, Crops

and Fences.

i The frequent rains during June so saturated
. the earth no more could be absorbed, und the

heavy rains of Sunday afternoon and night so
raised the streams of the county that they
overflowed, damaging crops, carrying away

> fences and Hooding some nuildings near the

banks. Much wheat was beaten to the ground
. by the heavy downpour, causing considerable

loss und making harvesting difficult. Corn

fields were badlv washed, und county roads
also. On the Western Maryland Railroad j
two washouts occurred, one near New Wind-
sor and the other near Linwood. Two small

1 bridges on the road, one east and tin* other
> west of New- Windsor were also carried away.

Through trains were sent east and west
by the way of Gettysburg and Highfield.

f One or two trains on the main line were not

dispatched at all. Late Monday afternoon the
washouts had been repaired so that trains
could pass.

r Sum's Creek was two inches higher than it
q was during the Hood of’ May, 1899. about the

; time the disastrous Hood occurred at Johns-
town, Pa. The breasts of three railldams on

j the creek were washed out—the Landis dam,
owned by Ellsworth Knglar: the Devi Ihiss
darn, owned by Morgan Nicodemns. and the
McKinstry dam at McKinslry. Much fencing

• along the creek was carried away.
On Morgan Run the dam of the Klee Mill-¦ ing Company, near Gist, was almost de

stroyed, and two wagons belonging to the
company were carried down stream. The
loss will approximate SI6OO. The company
is now operating the millby steam power and
can accommodate its customers. The fiiM

| story of Magiu’s mill on the same '(ream,
near Bloom, was flooded, and a considerable
quantity of grain.

Politics and Crime in Delaware.
Philadelphia Ledger June 20.

No one can read the reports of the farcical
proceedings of the Wilmington Coroner's jury,
sitting on the case of the alleged leader ot Ih**
lynching mob: of the anxious hale ot ih-
authorities to lei the accused out on bail; ot

the shouts of the mob of 6000 demanding hi>
release, without painfully realizing that the
population has been at fever heat, and that
the mob spirit, fanned to flame by one act ol

savagery, has put into the background law and
order for the time being.

General Isaac J. Wistar, in a interview in

the Press, has contributed lo the discussion
of the subject certain reflections which may
profitably be borne in mind. He says:

“The State is overrun with predatory

negro®, from the South, who live with little or
no work, but chiefly on what they can earn out

of politics. Within a few years past the
equitable market value of a negro vote lias
arisen here from 25 cents lo $lO, ami many of
these Southern negroes spend their time in
wandering from Slate to Slate, and county to

county, debauching the polls, cheating the
election officers and drawing their support
chiefly from that kind of employment.

“Ofcourse, they are generally ready t*

commit depredations upon (he public in tie*
intervals of leisure from politicalemployment.
It is not native negroes raised in Delaware.
It i*s the wandering negro from th* South who j
comes here in seach of a living, without ‘
energy and without woik. who does the mis-
chief we complain of.

“Such was the character of the negro who
has been put to death by (lie people. Such
was the character of several other similar
negroes, some of whom were never arrested
at all.' ?

And who is responsible for the presence of
these roaming wild beasts who make a whole
population flout the law and re vie the prac-
tices of savagery? Everybody knows now
that the Addicks juirtThas for years been de
bauching the vote Delaware and trafficking ,
in the vile negroes a® in cattle.
