Party Emblems on Ballots.

Stevenson A. Williams, the McComas-
Stone machine nominee for Governor, at the
extra session of the Legislature in 1901, joined
with Lewis Putzel, another Republican Sena-
tor, in a minority report on the bill to change
the form of election ballots. The salient point
of that report was the following :

““Wehat justification can be offered for tak-
ing away the party emblem ? The object is
to remove this harmless and necessary aid to
the illiterate.”

Plainly stated, the object of taking away
the party emblem was to prevent the ignorant
negroes from States further South voting and
controlling elections in this State. When
Virginia, North Carolina and other Southern
States curtailed the elective franchise hun-
dreds of ignorant negroes from those States
came to Marylund, where the party emblem
on the ballot would enable¢ them to vote a
solid Republican ticket and they could make
some money in politics by selling their votes
to both sides in Republican primary contests
and demand some pay for voting at the gen-
eral elections.

The Democrats—the white people - did not
fear the native negro vote of Maryland, but
did not propose to have elections controlled
by the black hordes from other States, hence
the party emblems were removed from the
ballot. Further, to prevent the ignorant and
vigious Southern negroes from controlling
elections in Maryland, the amendment to the
election law, passed at the extra session, pro-
vides for the arrangement of the candidates
in alphabetical order and requires voters to
make their cross-mark opposite the name of
each candidate for whom they intend to vote.

Mr. Williams in his report against these
changes in the ballot law called the party em-
blem ‘‘harmless,”’ and made a plea for illiter-
ates. He cared nothing for white illiterates
then, and he cares nothing for them now. It
was the ignorant negro vote that enlisted his
sympathies, and it was to save this vote to the
Republican party that induced him to labor so
incesantly to retain the head of Lincoln on
the election ballot and to oppose the arrange-
ment of the names of candidates alphabeti-
cally.

If elected Governor he would labor to re-
peal the amendments to the election law, and
open the door to every ignorant negro in the
State to vote. It is the purpose of the McCo-
mas-Stone machine to do so, for without the
aid of the yotes of the ignorant, non taxpay-
ing negroes the Republican party is utterly
powerless to control Maryland.

A vote for the Republican ticket is a vote
to enable negroes from the South to vote in

Maryland.

Another Republican Assertion
Nailed.

The Republican State platform declared—

It [the Democratic party] elected a Gov-
ernor who called an extraordinary session of
the Legislature for purely partisan adyantage,
against we protest of an enlightened public
opinion.

Besides the endorsement of every Demo-
cratic paper in the State, and of all the Demo-
cratic party leaders in all the counties and ihe
City of Baltimore, the call of the extra session
by Governor Smith was advocated by

All of the gentlemen knew exactly why the
extra session was to be called—to undo, so
far as Marylaud State affairs were concerned,
the work of the rascally federal census enu-
merators.

The *‘enlightened public opinion’” was all
among Republi hine politicians, who
wanted to profit politically by means of the
fraudulent census, and some of the census offi-

cials who did not want the frauds discovered.

T. S. Rollins, su-
pervisor of the census district in which the
frauds were perpetrated, declared, after Gov-
ernor Smith had issued his proclamation con-
veniug the General Assembly in extra session,
that the returns made by the enumerators
WW“‘“ was willing to swear toit.

A Comparison of Records.

The Advocate proposes to show the record
of Hon. Stevenson A. Williams in the Mary-
land Senate and gives its readers, in last
week’s issue, an instalment from the proceed-
ings of that body, showing that at the extra
session of 1901 he voted against the bill pro-
viding for a State census. The Advocate's
report of the proceedings in that case is cor-
rect but its conclusions therefrom are about
as erroneous as they could well be. It ac-
cused Mr. Williams of voting against the bill
because he was perfectly willing to accept the
fruits of the fraudulent Federal census in
Southern Maryland, when the fact is that he
knew, as every other person who gave the
subject reasonable consideration knew, that
the Federal authorities would correct all er-
rors in the census, whether intentional or
otherwise, and that the bill providing for a
State census was simply imposing an unnec-
essary burden upon the taxpayers.—Sentinel.

The Sentinel merely drew upon its imagina-
tion when it said ‘‘the Federal authorities
would correct all errors in the census.” It
has not a particle of evidence for the asser-
tion, nor had Stevenson A. Williams norany-
body else. In fact all the evidence is to the
contrary.

The Apvocate challenged the accuracy of
the Federal census in Charles, St. Mary’s,
Prince George's, Anne Arundel and Kent
counties the first week in December, 1900.
Personal knowledge of the population an
conditions in the counties named led to the
belief the Federal census was inaccurate, and
this belief was further strengthened by the
number of registered voters and the election
returns.

The ADVOCATE gave the matter close investi-
gation and consideration, and was the first
paper in the State to advocate the calling of
an extra session of the General Assembly to
provide for a State enumeration of inbabi-
tants.

After the ApvocaTe had charged fraud in
the Federal census, other papers took up the
matter and it was widely discussed throughout
the State. Marked copies of the ADVOCATE,
securely wrapped and stamped, and marked
“personul,”” were sent to the Director of the
(Ceusus.

For more than two months the fraudulent
character of the census was charged but the
“Federal authorities”” took no notice of the
matter until Gov. Smith issued a proclama-
tion convening the General Assewbly in ex-
traordinary session, basing his reasons there-
for upon the wide-spread belief that the Fed
eral census was inaccurate. Had Gov. Smith
not called an extra session of the General
Assembly the presumption is that the Census
Bureau would not have made an investigation.
And after it did investigate and found fraud
had been practiced by the census enumera-
tors, the census returns from the counties
where fraud was discovered were not correct-
ed, and they stand today as official just as the
rascals who perpetrated the frauds made them.

The Sentinel, we repeat, drew upon its im-
agination for its assertion that “‘Federal au-
thorities”” would correct all errors. The fact
they did not, after finding that one enumera-
tor alone had more than 500 fraudulent names
ou his lists, is evidence that there was no in
tention to correct errors, not even to undo
down right rascality.

Asan offset to the ApvacaTe's arraignment

of Mr. Williams the Sentinel charged that
while Mr. Warfield posed as *‘a man of inde
pendent character,”” he ‘‘never turned his
back on upon Mr. Gorman, throngh whose
consent he is now the candidate of his party
for Governor.”
There are about 100,000 Demacrats in this
State who never turned their backs upon Mr.
Gorman. There has not been any reason to
do so. His leadership has been able and
wise, and looking to the success of the party
and to the good of the whole people. The
Sentinel cannot make any capital by intima-
tions against Mr. Gorman as a boss or other-
wise. He stands too high for tha! journal to
veach, and next year the Democracy of Mary-
Jand will endorse him with enthusiasm and
unanimity for President of the ¥nited States.
That Mr. Warfield is the candidate for Gov-
ernor by the consent of Mr. Gorman. is about
as true as the Sentinel's assertion that the
Federal authorities would correct the census
retarns. It is utterly and absolutely without
foundation, known to all, except the Sentinel.
Mr. Warfield asked no one’s consent to be-
come a candidate for Governor. He was
taken up by some of the Democratic press four
years ago before he even announced his can-
didacy, and this year, months ago, every
Democratic paper in the State, with three or
tour exceptions, were his warm supporters.
He went before the rank and file of the party,
and to the rank and file he owes his nomination
not to the consent of anybody. Mr. Gorman
favored his nomination after he found the
people desired it. He was desirous of Dem-
ocratic success in Maryland, and he knew the
way to secure it was to listen to the voice of
the people. He had no favorites to press,
and would have been satisfied with any one of
a half a dozen conspicuous Democrats, whom
the people might select. Mr. Gorman did
not press any one for Governor. but stood
aloof and let the rank and file of the party
select the candidates.

The Sentinel cannot misrepresent Mr. War-
field and his position, for the people who read
know the man and how he was nominated;
nor can it defend Mr. Williams by drawing
upon its imagination for facts regarding the
Federal author ities correcting the census.

The liberal appropriations for public schools
has enabled the School Commissioners to
build substantial school buildings in many of
the towns and in strictly rural districts, also
to extend the school year, and thus increase
educational facilities and add to the compen-
sation of teachers.

Position of the Baltimore Sun.

The Democratic party in Maryland will have
to depend upon the county Democratic press
for support in the present campaign, as the
as the Baltimore papers are either‘ﬁepul)lican
ornon-commital. The American, Herald and
News are thick-and-thin stalwart, Republican
organs, though the latter two make claim to
being independent. The Sun, also claiming
to be independent, very ably espoused the
Democratic cause in the presidential cam-
paign of 1900, but in the present campaign,
where the outcome is far more important to
the people of the State than the result of the
election of 1900, it is absolutely nentral. It
tells its readers that

“In selecting its standard-bearer each party
has had the wisdom to put forward men of
high character, who are well knoewn to their
fellow-citizens for their integrity, their public
spirit and, it may be assumed, their desire to
promote the welfare of the State. So far,
therefore, as the personnel of the opposing
tickets is concerned, it would appear that
neither party has an advantage over the
other.”

In 1895 the personnel of candidates did not
count with the Sun. No cleaner man was
ever put up for Governor in Maryland than
John E. Hurst, yet the Sun bitterly fought
him and the whole Democratic ticket because
it alleged his nomination was machine-made.
If a machine-made candidate was objection-
able in 1895 why should not a machine-made
candidate be objectionable in 19037 The
Sun will scarcely deny that Mr. Stevenson
A. Williams owes his nomination to the Me
Comas Stone machine, and it well knows
that Mr. Warfield’s nomination came from
the rank and file of the Democratic party.
Then, if one candidate is machine made and
the other is the choice of the rank and file of
the party, how can the Sun ignore the fact
and play neutral, when it was so active against
an alleged machine candidate in 1895?

Mr. Warfield’s character is noi only high
in private life, but also in polincal.  As
register of wills, senator and surveyor of the
port of Baltimore his integrity was as pro-
nounced as in private life.

In public life Mr. Williams has never risen
above the low plane of Republican politics.
At the extra session his policy was one of
delay. On the bill making changes in the
ballat law, providing for a State enumeration
of inhabitants and regulating primaries his
every act and vote was for delay and obstruc-
tion. He offered numerous amendments sim-
ply to delay the passage of these bills. Asto
the bill providing for a State enumeration of
inhabitants, he voted against it after the arrest
and confession of Stephen A. Abell, one of
the federal census takers, that he had put
names on his list of persons who were dead
and of persons who had removed from the
county. This man Abell, a census taker in
St. Mary's county, returned as inhabitants of

his district the names of 330 non-residents or
persons who had died prior to June 1, 1900,
42 residents of Baltimore City, 80 residents
of Washington City and 197 who were not
even residents of Maryland.

Abell was arrested and conlfessed on March
19, 1901, and Mr. Williams voted against cor
recting the fraud on March 21, 1901— two
days later.

Knowing this record of Mr. Williams, how
can the Sun class him as man of high char-
acter, integrity and public spirit, unless it has
one standard for political life and another
for private? An honorable man should be

Let the Sun take another survy of the can-
didates and the platforms and see if it is
justified by its record in 1895 and in 1900, in
being neutral. The Sun knows, also, that
the bulk of the property-owning, tax-paying
and intelligent white citizens are on one side
in this contest, and that nearly sixty thousand
negroes, the most of whom pay no taxes and
are ignorant, are on the other. Is there
nothing in this fact to stir the Sun to action
in behalf of the property and intelligence of
the State? The many thousands of Democrats
in Maryland who read the Sun did not expect
it to be neutral in such a contest—a contest
the most important since 18G7— a contest to
keep the State under the guidance of its white
citizens, and against the rule of a party that,
aside from its large negro vote, favors protec
tion to favorite classes, fosters trusts, favors
extravagant appropriations, the holding of
wowilling people as subjects, and the passage
of force bills, to regulate State registration and
elections under federal supervision. The Sun
has ever been an able opponent of such a
policy, and it is strange that it can remain
silent and see the Republican party win in
this State, so far as it is concerned. It is true
that the election in November is a State affair.
It is also true that the election of a United
States Senator is in the balance. And it is
further true that the party that wins in Mary
land this year will have an advantage next
year.

New Point of Law Decided.

In the suit of Louis 8. Clayton for man-
damus to compel the Mayor, Counsellor and
Aldermen of the City of Annapolis to declare
him elected by them Clerk, argued before
Judges Revell and Thomas last Monday, it
appeared by the agreed statement of facts in
the case that on July 20 last, at a meeting of
the said Mayor, Counsellor and Aldermen,
the said Clayton received four votes to three
for another candidate and one ballot was
blank. The court held, first, that the blank
ballot was no vote at all, and that electors
present at an election and not voting, must be
considered as assenting to the vote of the ma-
jority voting at such election; therefore Clay-
ton was elected. 3
