PROCLAMATION.
WHEREAS, t tin- January Session of the

General Assembly of Maryland, held in the
Vear ol our Lord one thousand nine hundred
and four, two hillswere passed, one proposing
an amendment to Section I of Article I of the
Constitution of the Stale, the othet proposing
an amendment to Section 34 of Article 3 ol
the Constitution of the State, which said hills
are in the words following, to wit :

CHAPTER 9(1.

AN ACT to amend Section 1 of Article 1 of
the Constitution of this State and to provide
for I he submission of said amendment to the
qualified voters of this Stale for adoption or
rejection.
Section 1. He it enabled by the ’iflimit

Assembly of Maryland (three filths of all the
members of each of the two Houses concurr-
ing). That the following section Ire and the

same is hereby proposed as an amendment to

Section 1 of Article 1 of the Constitution of
this Stale, and if adopted by the legal and

qualifier] voters thereof, as herein provided, it
snail supersede and stand in place and stead
of Section 1 of said Article 1.

Section I. All elections by the people
shall Ire by Irallol. Every male citizen of the

United Stales, whether native horn or natur

alized, of the age ol 21 years or upwaids, who
has resided in this Stale for one year and in
the Legislative district ofBaltimore city or in
the county in which he may offer to vote for
six months next preceding the election, and
who moreover is duly registered as a qualified
voter, as provided in this Article, shall be en-

titled to vole in the ward or election district in

which he resides at all elections hereafter to

be held in this Slate; and in case any county

or citv shall he so divided as to form portions
of different electoral districts for the election

of Representatives in Congress, Senator*,
Delegates or other officers, then, to entitle a

person to vole for such officer, be must have

been a resident ol that part of the county or
city which shall form a part of the electoral
district in which he offers to vole for six
mouths next preceding the election, but a
person who shall have acquired a residence in
such county or city, entitling him to vole at

any such election, shall be entitled to vote in
the election district from which he removed
until he shall have acquired a residence in the
part of the county or city to which be has re-
moved. Every such male citizen of the

United Slates’ having the above-prescribed ,
qualifications of age and residence shall be
eutitled to be registered so as to become a
qualified voter ifhe be—

First— A person able to read any section of

the Constitution of this Slate submitted to him
by the officers of registration ami to give a

reasonable explanation of the same; or if un-

able toread such section isahle to understand
and give a reasonable explanation thereof
when read to him by the registration officers;
or _ I

Second —A person who on the first day ol ;
January. 18*>9, or prior thereto, was entitled j
to vole under the laws of this Slate or of any
other Slate of the United Slates wherein he

then resided; or
Third—Any male 'lineal descemlanl of such

last mentioned person who may la* twenty one
(21) years of age or over in the year 190G.

No person not thus qualified by coming

under some one of the above descriptions
shall be entitled to la*registered as a qualified
voter, nor he entitled to vote.

Section 2. Amt be it further emu ted.
That the foregoing section hereby proposed ;
MS amendment to the Constitution of this Slate

shall he at the next general e'eclion for mem-
ber* of the General Assembly to In* held in
Ibis Slate submitted to the legal and qualified

voters thereof for their adoption or rejection

in pursuance of the direction contained in
Article XIVof the Constitution, and at said
election the vole on said pro;*o*e-i amend
nienl shall le by ballul. and u)*on each ballot

there shall be written or printed the word*
“For the Constitutional Amendment." or
“Against the Constitutional Amendment,” as

the voter* shall elect; and Immediately after
said election due returns shall he made to the
Governor of the voteon said proposed amend-
ment as directed by the said Xl\ lli Article of 1
the Constitution.

CHAPTER 97.

AN ACT to amend Section 34 of Article S of
the Constitution of this Slate.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General >
Assembly of Maryland \ three-fifths of all the ,
members of the’two Houses concurring).
That the following aeclion be and the same is

hereby proposed as au amendment to the
Constitution of this Slate, aud if adopted bv

Ibe legal and qualified voters thereof, as herein
provided, it shall supersede and stand in the

place and stead of Section 34 of Article 3 of
said Constitution.

Section 84. No debt shall Is* hereafter
contracted by the General Assembly unless j
such debt shall be authorized by a law pro

vidiug for the collection of an annual lax or ;
taxes sufficient to pay the interest on such
debt as it falls due, and also to discharge the
principal thereof within fifteen years from the !
lime of contracting the same, and the taxes

laid for this purpose shall not lie repealed or
applied to any other object until the said debt
and interest thereon shall lie fully discharged.
The credit of the Stateshall notin any manner
be given or loaned to, or iu aid of any iudi
vidual, association or corporation; nor shall

the General Assembly have the |a>wer iu any
mode to involve the Stale in the construction
of works of internal improvement, nor in
granting any aid thereto which shall involve
the faith or credit of the Slate; nor make any
appropriation therefor, except in aid of the

construction of works of internal improvement
in the counties of St. Mary's. Charles and

Calvert, which had no direct advantage from
such works as have been heretofore aided by
the Slate; aud provided that such aid, advances

or appropriations shall not exceed iu the ug

gregale the sum of five hundred thousand dol-
lars, and they shall not use or appropriate the

proceeds of the internal improvement compa-
nies, or of the State lax now levied or which
may hereafter be levied to pay off Ibe public-
debt, to any other purpose until the interest

and debt are fully paid, or the sinking fund
shall I*equal to the amount of (lie outstanding

debt; but the General Assembly may, without
laying a tax, borrow an amount never to ex

ceed fifty thouaand dollars to meet temporary

deficiencies in the treasury, and may contract

debts to any amount that may be necessary

for the defense of the Stale.
But nothing in this section or in this Con-

stitution contained shall deprive the General
Assembly of the power to apportion amongst
and to appropriate to the city of Baltimore and
the several counties of the State out of any

funds in the Treasury not otherwise appro

printed, a sum of money not exceeding four

hundred thousand dollars each year, to he
expended only in the construction and main-
tenance of public roads and highways under
and in’aeoordance with such regulations as

the General Assembly may from lime to lime

prescribe.
Section 2. And be it further enacted by

the authority aforesaid. That the aforegoing
section hereby proposed as an amendment to

the Constitution shall be, at the next general

election held in ibis Stale, submitted to the

legal and qualified voters thereof for their

adoption or rejection, in pursuance of the di-
rections contained in Article 14 of the Con-
stitution of this Slate, and at the said general

election the vole on said proposed amendment
to the Constitution shall be by ballot, ami
upon each ballot shall be printed the words :
“For Constitutional Amendment” and

“Against Constitutional Amendment.” as
uow prescribed by law. and immediately after
said election due return shall be made to the
Governor of the vote for and against said pro

posed amendment, as directed by the said
fourteenth article of the Constitution.

The Brazilian surucucu Is a reptile that

The
beautiful glints of light on this reptile’s
scales excel those on a humming bird's
breast. It is of a reddish brown color,
with varied markings.

The finest specimen Iever saw was about
eight feet long and bad six fully developed
